Funds for State EDFacts Data Coordinators

All state education agencies with contracts in place with the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) for NAEP coordination activities now have approved EDFacts process improvement plans and are eligible for the first payment of $55,000 for the $80,000 task orders.  The remaining $25,000 will be paid upon receipt and approval by ED of the implementation reports, due by August 2009.  Guidance on preparing these reports will be forthcoming in late March. Transition Agreements

In January 2007, EDFacts became the mandatory reporting tool for education data. As a part of the regulation, states are required to have Transition Agreements documenting how they will meet the data reporting requirements during the transition years of school years (SY) 2006-07 and 2007-08. As of February, 2009, 48 of the 52 Transition Agreements have been approved. Each state’s data submissions are being monitored in conjunction with their Transition Agreement and their Submission Plans. The EDEN Submission System is now open to collect SY 2008-09 data, which is the first year that full reporting to EDFacts is required.

The SY 2008-09 EDFacts Data Collection

The EDEN Submission System (ESS) opened January 19, 2009 to begin collecting SY 2008-09 data.  The early and middle collection period file specifications have been posted on www.ed.gov/edfacts.  The end and close-out file specifications will be posted in the next months.  Other than implementing the transition from five to seven permitted values for racial/ethnic data, there were no changes to the record layouts in the early and middle file specifications.  The guidance in N/X130 NCLB Status was reformatted to make it easier to understand.

Guidance in the Directory file specification (N/X029) has been updated based on feedback from the SEAs at the EDFacts Coordinator’s meetings.  The updated Directory file specifications have been posted to the EDFacts website. SEAs are encouraged to review these Directory file specifications in detail.  

The new Business Rules Guide for SY 2008-09 has also been posted to the website.  The Guide is in two 

parts this year: a short document explaining the updates for SY 2008-09 and an MS Excel spreadsheet that contains the business rules.  The spreadsheet format allows users to sort, search, filter and arrange the business rules for various uses, such as to look up an error or to create new edits in state systems. 

SY 2007-08 Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) 

Data Collection

Part I of the SY 2007-08 Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) data collection was opened to states from mid-November through December 19, 2008.  Nine new questions (five for 

SY 2007-08 science assessment results and nine related to the use of  School Improvement Funds) were included as well as revisions to section 1.6 (Title III and Language Instructional Programs).  Program office staff reviewed the initial data and provided states with data quality comments and concerns.  Part I will reopen for states to update, modify, correct, and recertify their submissions from March 2 through March 13, 2009.

Part II is currently open for states to submit data through February 27, 2009.  A similar data quality review process will occur after the 27th.  Part II will re-open for states from April 27 through May 8, 2009.

States are making use of newly created EDFacts reports that allow them to view and print their CSPR submission, question by question.  These reports are a useful tool for the state EDFacts and CSPR coordinators to share and verify that the prepopulated data submitted separately to each of the systems (i.e., EDFacts and CSPR) are consistent.  
Transition of IDEA Data Collections to EDFacts Continues
Since the 2008 Fall EDFacts Newsletter was published, additional states have been approved as EDFacts-only submitters for the following fall collections:  exiting (CT, SC), personnel (AL, ME, MD, ND, SC, WV), and discipline (MI, MS, OH, SC, VA, WY).  

This brings the total number of states that are EDFacts-only submitters: child count (N = 41), educational environments (N = 38), exiting (N = 42), personnel (N = 38), discipline (N = 28), and assessment (N = 16).  

ED continues to analyze the IDEA data (SY 2007-08 

Assessment and SY 2008-09 Child Count/Educational 

Environments) that states submitted February 1.   

Additional congruency analyses will be conducted and reported to states over the next three months.

Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC)

The 2008 Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) previously scheduled to begin in January 2009 has been delayed because of budgetary constraints, including the effects of the Continuing Resolution for the current fiscal year on the Department’s budget.  Participating districts will be notified once there is a revised schedule.  

Electronic Application System for Indian Education (EASIE)

The formula grant EASIE system is now the standard system for receiving and processing Title VII Indian Education Formula Grant applications.  Part IA of the application process for FY 2009 funding for 

SY 2009–10 grants ended January 30, 2009, with 1,269 applicants representing 1,456 individual LEAs and BIE schools submitting and certifying their Indian student count.  The Office of Indian Education is currently reviewing those submissions and using EASIE to calculate allocations.  EASIE Part IIA, which uses prepopulation of proficiency and graduation data from EDEN, begins March 16, 2009.  In Part IIA, applicants who completed Part IA submit their past performance data (or accept the EASIE prepopulation values), set objectives, determine activities, and provide a budget for their project.  Part IIA closes April 22, 2009.

Use of EDFacts Data in State and Congressional District Profiles

The 2009 EDFacts State Profiles are currently being developed for use in spring recess packets that the 

Department prepares for senators and congress-persons to use in assessing the status and progress of education in their home states and districts.  Additionally, this year, we are developing Congressional District Profiles for congresspersons who sit on legislative education authorizing and appropriations committees.  Once these products are developed in March/April, they will be sent to EDFacts State Coordinators to review data obtained from the EDFacts Reporting System. EDFacts is a U. S. Department of Education (ED) initiative designed to collect and place state-reported preschool, elementary and secondary education performance data at the center of policy, management and budget decisions. EDFacts centralizes performance data supplied by state education agencies (SEAs) with other data assets within the Department, such as financial grant information, to encourage improved analysis and use of data. This initiative is targeted to improve state data capabilities by providing resources and technical assistance; reduce the burden of duplicative collections placed on states and districts; and streamline data practices at the federal, state, and local levels.
