The purpose of this letter is to comply with the reporting requirements identified in the November 20, 2009 Executive Order (EO) 13520, Section 3 (f) relative to improper payments.  The U.S. Department of Education (Department) is committed to ensuring the integrity of its programs and is focused on identifying and managing the risk of improper payments and mitigating the risk with adequate control activities. 

Section 3 (f) of the EO requires the agency head to submit a report on any identified high-dollar improper payments to the Department’s Office of the Inspector General (OIG) and the Council of Inspectors General on Integrity and Efficiency (CIGIE), and make the report available to the public. 

During the period of November 20, 2009 through March 31, 2010, the Department had no high-dollar overpayments as defined by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) implementing guidance M-10-13 dated March 22, 2010.

The Department will work closely with the OIG and OMB to explore additional opportunities for identifying and reducing potential improper payments.
