	 On Thursday, December 10th, the Department held the second of two Technical Assistance Planning Workshops for States interested in applying for Race to the Top.  During the first break, Jeff Simering, the Director of Legislative Services for the Council of the Great City Schools, asked Joanne Weiss a question regarding States’ selection of participating LEAs. He asked if the Department was using the LEA enrollment process to enable districts to abrogate or circumvent their collective bargaining agreements. Joanne replied that this was not the case, and that, consistent with the ED answers to States’ questions during the preceding session, the various signatures on participating LEA MOUs indicate that LEAs are willing to participate in States’ plans—and that if these plans require changes through collective bargaining, the signatures indicate a willingness to have those discussions. She also advised that the question should be asked publicly so that everyone could hear the question and its answer. Jeff then noted that he could not ask his question publicly because he was not with a state and had to leave before the time, at the end of the day, that was allotted to questions from the public. At that point, the conversation ended. Another ED employee later told Joanne that Jeff was a registered lobbyist for the Council of the Great City Schools.
