Attached is your FY 2001 annual grant award and Annual Allotment Table for the Supported Employment Services Program, based on the 2001 Appropriation Act.  These funds are allotted from October 1, 2000 through September 30, 200l.


The FY 2001 appropriation level for the Supported Employment Services Program, less the mandatory set aside provided for outreach to minorities under Section 21 of the Rehabilitation Act, is $37,770,480.


The minimum allotments for the Supported Employment Services Program did not change from those used in FY 2000; i.e., $300,000 for States and $47,690 for Territories.
