The primary purpose for the IRI is to develop publications to use in
training VR professionals, and as technical assistance resources for
VR counselors, consumers, administrators, human resources
development specialists, community-based rehabilitation service
providers, researchers, educators, and policy analysts. IRI
publications are useful in developing an improved understanding
of the complex challenges posed by contemporary vocational
rehabilitation.



The Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA) sponsors the
IRI in collaboration with representatives from the State vocational
rehabilitation (VR) agencies, consumer groups, the Regional
Rehabilitation Continuing Education Programs (RRCEP), and
other stakeholders in the VR program, in order to develop a
linkage between knowledge development and practitioner
utilization.

For example,
it is now possible, by following the process outlined in the IRI
publications, for VR counselors to obtain continuing education
credits to meet the Certified Rehabilitation Counselor (CRC)
requirements.

We
encourage you to attend the National IRl Forum which will be held
