	Parent and family engagement strategies to parents and families of students from preschool to third grade will be implemented within the District’s pre-K, K, and elementary schools, Head Start, and community preschool classrooms in Central Falls, RI. Activities include cross-system, cross-grade training for parents, families, and staff; parent and family school leadership opportunities; support during transitions to kindergarten and middle school; and integration of the Incredible Years (IY) to support children’s social and emotional competencies. We are seeking three years to implement the project. 

Objectives and Expected Outcomes: 
The project will develop parent and family resource hubs within the schools; increase staff competencies in parent and family engagement; and increase opportunities for parental and familial involvement, leadership, and ownership. Anticipated outcomes include improved school attendance from preschool to third grade, improved school readiness for children entering kindergarten, and improved third grade New England Common Assessment Program scores. 

Target Number of Students: 1,034 high-need children annually. 

Special Project Features: The research-based Head Start Parent, Family, and Community Engagement Framework shapes our parent and family engagement strategies; the Family CheckUp assessment supports the needs of parents and families; and the evidence based IY addresses children’s social and emotional competencies. 
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
