Thank you for your interest in the Native Hawaiian Education program, administered by the Office of 
Elementary and Secondary Education of the U.S. Department of Education.  This information is for 
applicants seeking Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 funding under the Native Hawaiian Education Program, 
authorized under Title VII, Part B of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as 
amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (P.L. 107-110).  The purpose of the Native Hawaiian 
Education Program is to support innovative projects that improve the educational services provided to 
Native Hawaiian children and adults. 
 
Please take the time to review the applicable priorities, selection criteria, and all of the application 
instructions thoroughly.  An application will not be evaluated for funding if the applicant does not 
comply with all of the procedural rules that govern the submission of the application or the application 
does not contain the information required under the program (EDGAR §75.216 (b) and (c)). 
 
 The Secretary has established competitive preference priorities for the Native Hawaiian Education 
program.  Specific information on these priorities can be found within the application package.  There is 
also a provision for novice applicants.   
 
For this competition it is mandatory for applicants to use the government-wide website, Grants.gov 
(http://www.grants.gov), to apply.  Please note that the Grants.gov site works differently than the U.S. 
Department of Education’s e-Application System.  We strongly encourage you to familiarize yourself 
with Grants.gov and strongly recommend that you register and submit early.   
 
Also be aware that applications submitted to Grants.gov for the Department of Education will now be 
posted using Adobe forms.  Therefore, applicants will need to download the latest version of Adobe 
reader (at least Adobe Reader 8.1.2).  Please review the Submitting Applications with Adobe Reader 
Software and Education Submission Procedures and Tips for Applicants forms found within this 
package for further information and guidance related to this requirement.   
 
Using FY 2009 funds, the Department expects to award 21 new grants under this competition.  We will 
award discretionary grants on a competitive basis for a project period of up to 36 months.  Grants are 
expected to be awarded in June.

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Program Background Information 

Program Overview 

The purposes of the program are to: 
1)  Authorize and develop innovative educational programs to assist Native Hawaiians; 
2)  Provide direction and guidance to appropriate Federal, State, and local agencies to focus resources, 
including resources made available under this part, on Native Hawaiian education, and to provide periodic 
assessment and data collection; 
3)  Supplement and expand programs and authorities in the area of education to further the purposes of 
this title; and 
4)  Encourage the maximum participation of Native Hawaiians in planning and management of Native 
Hawaiian education programs. 
 

Eligible Applicants include:  
• Native Hawaiian educational organizations  

• Native Hawaiian community-based organizations 

• Public and private nonprofit organizations, agencies, and institutions with experience in developing or 
operating Native Hawaiian programs or programs of instruction in the Native Hawaiian language  

• Consortia of the previously mentioned organizations, agencies, and institutions 
 

Novice Applicants 
• In addition to meeting the requirements for eligibility, novice applicants are encouraged to apply for 

funding.  Novice applicants are entities that have never held a grant or subgrant with the Native 
Hawaiian Education program or not held a Native Hawaiian Education grant (either new award or 
continuation funding) in the past 5 years.  Novice applicants may be the lead entity for a group 
application, if the other members of the group also meet this definition.  Group applications must meet 
the specific criteria outlined in EDGAR Parts 75.127 through 75.129. 

 

• In order to identify an application as coming from a novice organization, in addition to identifying the 
organization type of the lead applicant, applicants must respond to Question 9 on the SF 424, 
Application for Federal Assistance, by selecting “Other” and identifying the organization type as 
“novice”.  Additionally, applicants must answer “Yes” to Question 2 on the ED Supplemental Form to 
the SF 424.  

 

Authorized activities include but are not limited to: 
1) The development and maintenance of a statewide Native Hawaiian early education and care system to 

provide a continuum of services for Native Hawaiian Children from the prenatal period of the children 
through age 5; 

2) The operation of family-based education centers that provide such services as-- 
(a) Programs for Native Hawaiian parents and their infants from the prenatal period of the infants 

through age 3; 
(b) Preschool programs for Native Hawaiians; and 
(c) Research on, and development and assessment of, family-based, early childhood, and preschool 

programs for Native Hawaiians; 
3) Activities that enhance beginning reading and literacy in either the Hawaiian or the English language 

among Native Hawaiian students in kindergarten through third grade and assistance in addressing the 
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distinct features of combined English and Hawaiian literacy for Hawaiian speakers in fifth and sixth 
grade; 

4) Activities to meet the special needs of Native Hawaiian students with disabilities, including-- 
(a) The identification of such students and their needs; 
(b) The provision of support services to the families of those students; and 
(c) Other activities consistent with the requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education 

Act; 
5) Activities that address the special needs of Native Hawaiian students who are gifted and talented, 

including-- 
(a) Educational, psychological, and developmental activities designed to assist in the educational 

progress of those students; and 
(b) Activities that involve the parents of those students in a manner designed to assist in the students' 

educational progress; 
6) The development of academic and vocational curricula to address the needs of Native Hawaiian 

children and adults, including curriculum materials in the Hawaiian language and mathematics and 
science curricula that incorporate Native Hawaiian tradition and culture; 

7) Professional development activities for educators, including-- 
(a) The development of programs to prepare prospective teachers to address the unique needs of 

Native Hawaiian students within the context of Native Hawaiian culture, language, and traditions; 
(b) In-service programs to improve the ability of teachers who teach in schools with concentrations of 

Native Hawaiian students to meet those students' unique needs; and 
(c) The recruitment and preparation of Native Hawaiians, and other individuals who live in 

communities with a high concentration of Native Hawaiians, to become teachers; 
8) The operation of community-based learning centers that address the needs of Native Hawaiian 

families and communities through the coordination of public and private programs and services, 
including-- 
(a) Preschool programs; 
(b) After-school programs; 
(c) Vocational and adult education programs; and 
(d) Programs that recognize and support the unique cultural and educational needs of Native 

Hawaiian children, and incorporate appropriately qualified Native Hawaiian elders and seniors; 
9) Activities, including program co-location, to enable Native Hawaiians to enter and complete programs 

of postsecondary education, including-- 
(a) Provision of full or partial scholarships for undergraduate or graduate study that are awarded to 

students based on their academic promise and financial need, with a priority, at the graduate level, 
given to students entering professions in which Native Hawaiians are underrepresented; 

(b) Family literacy services; 
(c) Counseling and support services for students receiving scholarship assistance; 
(d) Counseling and guidance for Native Hawaiian secondary students who have the potential to 

receive scholarships; and 
(e) Faculty development activities designed to promote the matriculation of Native Hawaiian 

students; 
10) Research and data collection activities to determine the educational status and needs of Native 

Hawaiian children and adults; 
11) Other research and evaluation activities related to programs carried out under this part; and 
12) Other activities, consistent with the purposes of this part, to meet the educational needs of Native 

Hawaiian children and adults 
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Application Transmittal Instructions 
Attention Electronic Applicants:   This program requires the electronic submission of applications--
specific requirements and instructions can be found in the Federal Register notice.  Please note that 
you must follow the Application Procedures as described in the Federal Register notice announcing 
the grant competition.   
 
We will reject your application if you submit it in paper format unless, as described in the Federal 
Register notice for this competition, you qualify for one of the exceptions to the electronic submission 
requirement and submit, no later than two weeks before the application deadline date, a written 
statement to the Department that you qualify for one of these exceptions.

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 Submitting Applications with Adobe Reader Software 

The Department of Education, working with Grants.gov, is currently moving from using PureEdge software to 
using Adobe Reader software exclusively and applications submitted to Grants.gov for the Department of 
Education will be posted using Adobe forms.

In addition, applicants should avoid including special characters in their file names (for 
example, %, *, /, etc.)  Both of these conditions (lengthy file names and/or special characters including in 
the file names) could result in difficulties opening and processing a submitted application. 

4. Applicants should limit the size of their file attachments.  Documents submitted that contain graphics and/or 
scanned material often greatly increase the size of the file attachments and can result in difficulties opening 
the files.  For reference, the average discretionary grant application package totals 1 to 2 MB.  Therefore, 
you may want to check the total size of your package before submission.

I.  Funding Opportunity Description 

Purpose of Program:  The purpose of the Native Hawaiian Education program is to support innovative projects 

that enhance the educational services provided to Native Hawaiian children and adults.  These projects may 

include those activities authorized under section 7205(a)(3) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 

1965, as amended (ESEA). 

Note:  Construction, renovation, or modernization of any elementary school, secondary school, or structure 

related to an elementary school or secondary school, run by the Department of Education of the State of Hawaii, 

that serves a predominantly Native Hawaiian student body will be a permissible activity under this competition 

only if Congress specifically authorizes the use of FY 2009 funds for that purpose.  

Priorities:  In accordance with 34 CFR 75.105(b)(2)(iv), competitive preference priorities (a) through (d) are 

from section 7205(a)(2) of the ESEA (20 U.S.C. 7515(a)(2)).  Competitive preference priority (e) is from the 

notice of final discretionary grant priorities for FY 2009, published in the Federal Register on November 21, 

2008 (73 FR 70627). 

Competitive Preference Priorities:  For FY 2009 and any subsequent year in which we make awards from the 

list of unfunded applicants from this competition, these priorities are competitive preference priorities.  Under 

34 CFR 75.105(c)(2)(i) we award up to an additional five points (total) to an application, depending on how 

well the application meets one or more of these priorities. 
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These priorities are: 

(a)  Projects that are designed to address beginning reading and literacy among students in 

kindergarten through third grade. 

(b)  Projects that are designed to address the needs of at-risk children and youth. 

(c)  Projects that are designed to address the needs in fields or disciplines in which Native Hawaiians are 

underemployed. 

(d)  Projects that are designed to address the use of the Hawaiian language in instruction. 

(e)  Projects that support activities and interventions aimed at improving the academic achievement of 

secondary school students who are at greatest risk of not meeting challenging State academic standards 

and not completing high school. 

Note:  In order to receive additional points under a competitive preference priority, an application should 

provide adequate and sufficient information that clearly substantiates its claim that it meets each priority 

addressed. 

Program Authority:  20 U.S.C. 7511-7517. 

Applicable Regulations:  (a)  The Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) in 34 

CFR parts 74, 75, 77, 80, 81, 82, 84, 85, 86, 97, 98, and 99.  (b) The notice of final discretionary grant priorities 

for FY 2009, published in the Federal Register on November 21, 2008 (73 FR 70627). 

Note:  The regulations in 34 CFR part 86 apply to institutions of higher education only. 

II.  Award Information 

Type of Award:  Discretionary grant. 

Estimated Available Funds:  The Administration’s budget request for FY 2009 does not include funds for this 

program.  However, we are inviting applications to allow enough time to complete the grant process before the 

end of the current fiscal year if Congress appropriates funds for this program.  

Contingent upon the availability of funds and the quality of applications, we may make additional awards in FY 

2010 from the list of unfunded applicants from this competition. 

Estimated Range of Awards:  $250,000-$950,000. 

Estimated Average Size of Awards:  $425,000. 

Estimated Number of Awards:  21 (7 for novice applicants; 14 for non-novice applicants, including previous 

grantees under the Native Hawaiian Education program).  The Department will rank and fund two groups of 

applicants separately:  the novice applicants will comprise one group, and non-novice applicants will comprise 

the second group.  If we do not receive a sufficient number of high-quality  applications from novice applicants,

 b.  Quality of the project design (30 points).  The  

Secretary considers the quality of the design of the proposed project.  In determining the quality of the design of 

the proposed project, the Secretary considers the following factors:  (i) The extent to which the design for 

implementing and evaluating the proposed project will result in information to guide possible replication of 

project activities or strategies, including information about the effectiveness of the approach or strategies 

employed by the project; (ii) the extent to which the design of the proposed project reflects up-to-date 

knowledge from research and effective practice; (iii) the extent to which the proposed project will establish 

linkages with other appropriate agencies and organizations providing services to the target population; and (iv) 

the extent to which the proposed project is part of a comprehensive effort to improve teaching and learning and 

support rigorous academic standards for students. 

     c.  Quality of project services (15 points).  The Secretary considers the quality of the services to be  

provided by the proposed project.  In determining the quality of the services to be provided by the proposed 

project, the Secretary considers the quality and sufficiency of strategies for ensuring equal access and treatment 

for eligible project participants who are members of groups that have traditionally been underrepresented based 
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on race, color, national origin, gender, age, or disability.  In addition, the Secretary considers the following 

factors:  (i) The likely impact of the services to be provided by the proposed project on the intended recipients 

of those services; (ii) the likelihood that the services to be provided by the proposed project will lead to 

improvements in the achievement of students as measured against rigorous academic standards; and (iii) the 

extent to which the services to be provided by the proposed project involve the collaboration of appropriate 

partners for maximizing the effectiveness of project services. 

     d.  Quality of the management plan (20 points).  The Secretary considers the quality of the management plan 

for the proposed project.  In determining the quality of the management plan for the proposed project, the 

Secretary considers the following factors:  (i) The adequacy of procedures for ensuring feedback and continuous 

improvement in the operation of the proposed project; (ii) the adequacy of mechanisms for ensuring high-

quality products and services from the proposed project; and (iii) the extent to which the time commitments of 

the project director and principal investigator and other key project personnel are appropriate and adequate to 

meet the objectives of the proposed project. 

e.  Adequacy of Resources (5 points).  The Secretary considers the adequacy of resources for the 

proposed project.  In determining the adequacy of resources for the proposed project, the Secretary considers 

the following factors:  (i) The relevance and demonstrated commitment of each partner in the proposed project 

to the implementation and success of the project; (ii) the extent to which the costs are reasonable in relation to 

the number of persons to be served and to the anticipated results and benefits; and (iii) the potential for 

continued support of the project after Federal funding ends, including, as appropriate, the demonstrated 

commitment of appropriate entities to such support.  

f.  Quality of the project evaluation (20 points).  The Secretary considers the quality of the evaluation to 

be conducted of the proposed project.  In determining the quality of the evaluation, the Secretary considers the 

following factors:  (i) The extent to which the methods of evaluation provide for examining the effectiveness of 

project implementation strategies; and (ii) the extent to which the methods of evaluation will provide timely 

guidance for quality assurance. 

2.  Review of Applications--Novice Applicants and Non-Novice Applicants.  The Department will rank 

and fund two groups of applicants separately:  novice applicants will comprise one group, and non-novice 

applicants, including previous grantees under the Native Hawaiian Education program, will comprise the 

second group.  If we do not receive a sufficient number of high quality applications from novice applicants, 

funds set aside for novice applicants may be used to fund applications submitted by non-novice applicants. 

An applicant is considered a “novice applicant” if it meets the following criteria in 34 CFR 75.225(a)(1) 

and (b): 
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The applicant must-- 

(i)  Have never received a grant or subgrant under the Native Hawaiian Education program; 

(ii)  Have never been a member of a group application, submitted in accordance with 34 CFR 75.127 

through 75.129, that received a grant under the Native Hawaiian Education program; and 

(iii)  Have not had an active discretionary grant from the Federal Government in the five years before 

the deadline date for applications in this competition. For purposes of this requirement, a grant is active until the 

end of the grant’s project or funding period, including any extensions of those periods that extend the grantee’s 

authority to obligate funds. 

34 CFR 75.225(a)(2) addresses the requirements for group applications submitted by novice applicants.  

In the case of a group application submitted in accordance with 34 CFR 75.127 through 75.129, each group 

member must meet the requirements in 34 CFR 75.225(a)(1) and (b), previously described in this section of the 

notice, in order to qualify as a novice applicant.

(1)  The percentage of Native Hawaiian students in schools served by the program who meet or exceed 

proficiency standards in reading, mathematics, and science on the State assessments; 

(2)  The percentage of Native Hawaiian children participating in early education programs who consistently 

demonstrate school readiness in literacy as measured by the Hawaii School Readiness Assessment (HSRA); 

(3)  The percentage of students in schools served by the program who graduate from high school with a regular 

high school diploma in four years; and 

(4)  The percentage of students participating in a Hawaiian language program conducted under the Native 

Hawaiian Education Program who meet or exceed proficiency standards in reading on a test of the Hawaiian 

language. 

     All grantees will be expected to submit an annual performance report that includes data addressing these 

performance measures, to the extent that they apply to the grantee’s project.

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Program Statute 

Sec. 7201. Short Title. 
This part may be cited as the 'Native Hawaiian Education Act'. 
 

Sec. 7202. Findings. 
Congress finds the following: 
1) Native Hawaiians are a distinct and unique indigenous people with a historical continuity to the original 
inhabitants of the Hawaiian archipelago, whose society was organized as a nation and internationally 
recognized as a nation by the United States, Britain, France, and Japan, as evidenced by treaties governing 
friendship, commerce, and navigation. 
2) At the time of the arrival of the first nonindigenous people in Hawaii in 1778, the Native Hawaiian 
people lived in a highly organized, self-sufficient subsistence social system based on a communal land tenure 
system with a sophisticated language, culture, and religion. 
3) A unified monarchal government of the Hawaiian Islands was established in 1810 under Kamehameha I, 
the first King of Hawaii. 
4) From 1826 until 1893, the United States recognized the sovereignty and independence of the Kingdom 
of Hawaii, which was established in 1810 under Kamehameha I, extended full and complete diplomatic 
recognition to the Kingdom of Hawaii, and entered into treaties and conventions with the Kingdom of Hawaii to 
govern friendship, commerce and navigation in 1826, 1842, 1849, 1875, and 1887. 
5) In 1893, the sovereign, independent, internationally recognized, and indigenous government of Hawaii, 
the Kingdom of Hawaii, was overthrown by a small group of non-Hawaiians, including United States citizens, 
who were assisted in their efforts by the United States Minister, a United States naval representative, and armed 
naval forces of the United States. Because of the participation of United States agents and citizens in the 
overthrow of the Kingdom of Hawaii, in 1993 the United States apologized to Native Hawaiians for the 
overthrow and the deprivation of the rights of Native Hawaiians to self-determination through Public Law 103-
150 (107 Stat. 1510). 
6) In 1898, the joint resolution entitled Joint Resolution to provide for annexing the Hawaiian Islands to the 
United States', approved July 7, 1898 (30 Stat. 750), ceded absolute title of all lands held by the Republic of 
Hawaii, including the government and crown lands of the former Kingdom of Hawaii, to the United States, but 
mandated that revenue generated from the lands be used solely for the benefit of the inhabitants of the Hawaiian 
Islands for educational and other public purposes'. 
7) By 1919, the Native Hawaiian population had declined from an estimated 1,000,000 in 1778 to an 
alarming 22,600, and in recognition of this severe decline, Congress enacted the Hawaiian Homes Commission 
Act, 1920 (42 Stat. 108), which designated approximately 200,000 acres of ceded public lands for homesteading 
by Native Hawaiians. 
8) Through the enactment of the Hawaiian Homes Commission Act, 1920, Congress affirmed the special 
relationship between the United States and the Native Hawaiians, which was described by then Secretary of the 
Interior Franklin K. Lane, who said: One thing that impressed me . . . was the fact that the natives of the island 
who are our wards, I should say, and for whom in a sense we are trustees, are falling off rapidly in numbers and 
many of them are in poverty.’ 
9) In 1938, Congress again acknowledged the unique status of the Hawaiian people by including in the Act 
of June 20, 1938 (52 Stat. 781, chapter 530; 16 U.S.C. 391b, 391b-1, 392b, 392c, 396, 396a), a provision to 
lease lands within the National Parks extension to Native Hawaiians and to permit fishing in the area only by 
native Hawaiian residents of said area or of adjacent villages and by visitors under their guidance.’ 
10) Under the Act entitled An Act to provide for the admission of the State of Hawaii into the Union', 
approved March 18, 1959 (73 Stat. 4), the United States transferred responsibility for the administration of the 
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Hawaiian Home Lands to the State of Hawaii but reaffirmed the trust relationship between the United States 
and the Hawaiian people by retaining the exclusive power to enforce the trust, including the power to approve 
land exchanges and amendments to such Act affecting the rights of beneficiaries under such Act. 
11) In 1959, under the Act entitled An Act to provide for the admission of the State of Hawaii into the 
Union', the United States also ceded to the State of Hawaii title to the public lands formerly held by the United 
States, but mandated that such lands be held by the State in public trust' and reaffirmed the special relationship 
that existed between the United States and the Hawaiian people by retaining the legal responsibility to enforce 
the public trust responsibility of the State of Hawaii for the betterment of the conditions of Native Hawaiians, as 
defined in section 201(a) of the Hawaiian Homes Commission Act, 1920. 
12) The United States has recognized and reaffirmed that —  

A) Native Hawaiians have a cultural, historic, and land-based link to the indigenous people who exercised 
sovereignty over the Hawaiian Islands, and that group has never relinquished its claims to sovereignty or its 
sovereign lands; 

B) Congress does not extend services to Native Hawaiians because of their race, but because of their unique 
status as the indigenous people of a once sovereign nation as to whom the United States has established a trust 
relationship; 

C) Congress has also delegated broad authority to administer a portion of the Federal trust responsibility to 
the State of Hawaii; 

D) the political status of Native Hawaiians is comparable to that of American Indians and Alaska Natives; 
and 

E) the aboriginal, indigenous people of the United States have —  
i) a continuing right to autonomy in their internal affairs; and 
ii) an ongoing right of self-determination and self-governance that has never been extinguished. 

13) The political relationship between the United States and the Native Hawaiian people has been 
recognized and reaffirmed by the United States, as evidenced by the inclusion of Native Hawaiians in —  

A) the Native American Programs Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 2991 et seq.); 
B) the American Indian Religious Freedom Act (42 U.S.C. 1996); 
C) the National Museum of the American Indian Act (20 U.S.C. 80q et seq.); 
D) the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (25 U.S.C. 3001 et seq.); 
E) the National Historic Preservation Act (16 U.S.C. 470 et seq.); 
F) the Native American Languages Act (25 U.S.C. 2901 et seq.); 
G) the American Indian, Alaska Native, and Native Hawaiian Culture and Art Development Act (20 U.S.C. 

4401 et seq.); 
H) the Workforce Investment Act of 1998 (29 U.S.C. 2801 et seq.); and 
I) the Older Americans Act of 1965 (42 U.S.C. 3001 et seq.). 

14) In 1981, Congress instructed the Office of Education to submit to Congress a comprehensive report on 
Native Hawaiian education. The report, entitled the Native Hawaiian Educational Assessment Project', was 
released in 1983 and documented that Native Hawaiians scored below parity with regard to national norms on 
standardized achievement tests, were disproportionately represented in many negative social and physical 
statistics indicative of special educational needs, and had educational needs that were related to their unique 
cultural situation, such as different learning styles and low self-image. 
15) In recognition of the educational needs of Native Hawaiians, in 1988, Congress enacted title IV of the 
Augustus F. Hawkins-Robert T. Stafford Elementary and Secondary School Improvement Amendments of 1988 
(102 Stat. 130) to authorize and develop supplemental educational programs to address the unique conditions of 
Native Hawaiians. 
16) In 1993, the Kamehameha Schools Bishop Estate released a 10-year update of findings of the Native 
Hawaiian Educational Assessment Project, which found that despite the successes of the programs established 
under title IV of the Augustus F. Hawkins-Robert T. Stafford Elementary and Secondary School Improvement 
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Amendments of 1988, many of the same educational needs still existed for Native Hawaiians. Subsequent 
reports by the Kamehameha Schools Bishop Estate and other organizations have generally confirmed those 
findings. For example —  

A) educational risk factors continue to start even before birth for many Native Hawaiian children, 
including—  

(i) late or no prenatal care; 
(ii) high rates of births by Native Hawaiian women who are unmarried; and 
(iii) high rates of births to teenage parents; 

B) Native Hawaiian students continue to begin their school experience lagging behind other students in 
terms of readiness factors such as vocabulary test scores; 

C) Native Hawaiian students continue to score below national norms on standardized education 
achievement tests at all grade levels; 

D) both public and private schools continue to show a pattern of lower percentages of Native Hawaiian 
students in the uppermost achievement levels and in gifted and talented programs; 

E) Native Hawaiian students continue to be overrepresented among students qualifying for special 
education programs provided to students with learning disabilities, mild mental retardation, emotional 
impairment, and other such disabilities; 

F) Native Hawaiians continue to be underrepresented in institutions of higher education and among adults 
who have completed four or more years of college; 

G) Native Hawaiians continue to be disproportionately represented in many negative social and physical 
statistics indicative of special educational needs, as demonstrated by the fact that —  

(i) Native Hawaiian students are more likely to be retained in grade level and to be excessively absent in 
secondary school; 

(ii) Native Hawaiian students have the highest rates of drug and alcohol use in the State of Hawaii; and 
(iii) Native Hawaiian children continue to be disproportionately victimized by child abuse and neglect; 

and 
H) Native Hawaiians now comprise over 23 percent of the students served by the State of Hawaii 

Department of Education, and there are and will continue to be geographically rural, isolated areas with a high 
Native Hawaiian population density. 
17) In the 1998 National Assessment of Educational Progress, Hawaiian fourth-graders ranked 39th among 
groups of students from 39 States in reading. Given that Hawaiian students rank among the lowest groups of 
students nationally in reading, and that Native Hawaiian students rank the lowest among Hawaiian students in 
reading, it is imperative that greater focus be placed on beginning reading and early education and literacy in 
Hawaii. 
18) The findings described in paragraphs (16) and (17) are inconsistent with the high rates of literacy and 
integration of traditional culture and Western education historically achieved by Native Hawaiians through a 
Hawaiian language-based public school system established in 1840 by Kamehameha III.  
19) Following the overthrow of the Kingdom of Hawaii in 1893, Hawaiian medium schools were banned. 
After annexation, throughout the territorial and statehood period of Hawaii, and until 1986, use of the Hawaiian 
language as an instructional medium in education in public schools was declared unlawful. The declaration 
caused incalculable harm to a culture that placed a very high value on the power of language, as exemplified in 
the traditional saying:  "I ka "olelo no ke ola; I ka "olelo no ka make.  In the language rests life; In the language 
rests death.’ 
20) Despite the consequences of over 100 years of nonindigenous influence, the Native Hawaiian people are 
determined to preserve, develop, and transmit to future generations their ancestral territory and their cultural 
identity in accordance with their own spiritual and traditional beliefs, customs, practices, language, and social 
institutions. 
21) The State of Hawaii, in the constitution and statutes of the State of Hawaii —  
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A) reaffirms and protects the unique right of the Native Hawaiian people to practice and perpetuate their 
culture and religious customs, beliefs, practices, and language; 

B) recognizes the traditional language of the Native Hawaiian people as an official language of the State of 
Hawaii, which may be used as the language of instruction for all subjects and grades in the public school 
system; and 

C) promotes the study of the Hawaiian culture, language, and history by providing a Hawaiian education 
program and using community expertise as a suitable and essential means to further the program. 

 
Sec. 7203. Purposes. 
The purposes of this part are to — 
1) authorize and develop innovative educational programs to assist Native Hawaiians; 
2) provide direction and guidance to appropriate Federal, State, and local agencies to focus resources, 
including resources made available under this part, on Native Hawaiian education, and to provide periodic 
assessment and data collection; 
3) supplement and expand programs and authorities in the area of education to further the purposes of this 
title; and 
4) encourage the maximum participation of Native Hawaiians in planning and management of Native 
Hawaiian education programs. 
 

SEC. 7204. Native Hawaiian Education Council and Island Councils. 
a) ESTABLISHMENT OF NATIVE HAWAIIAN EDUCATION COUNCIL- In order to better effectuate 
the purposes of this part through the coordination of educational and related services and programs available to 
Native Hawaiians, including those programs receiving funding under this part, the Secretary is authorized to 
establish a Native Hawaiian Education Council (hereafter in this part referred to as the Education Council'). 
b) COMPOSITION OF EDUCATION COUNCIL- The Education Council shall consist of not more than 
21 members, unless otherwise determined by a majority of the council. 
c) CONDITIONS AND TERMS- 

1) CONDITIONS- At least 10 members of the Education Council shall be Native Hawaiian education 
service providers and 10 members of the Education Council shall be Native Hawaiians or Native Hawaiian 
education consumers. In addition, a representative of the State of Hawaii Office of Hawaiian Affairs shall serve 
as a member of the Education Council. 

2) APPOINTMENTS- The members of the Education Council shall be appointed by the Secretary based on 
recommendations received from the Native Hawaiian community. 

3) TERMS- Members of the Education Council shall serve for staggered terms of 3 years, except as 
provided in paragraph (4). 

4) COUNCIL DETERMINATIONS- Additional conditions and terms relating to membership on the 
Education Council, including term lengths and term renewals, shall be determined by a majority of the 
Education Council. 
d) NATIVE HAWAIIAN EDUCATION COUNCIL GRANT- The Secretary shall make a direct grant to 
the Education Council to carry out the following activities: 

1) Coordinate the educational and related services and programs available to Native Hawaiians, including 
the programs assisted under this part. 

2) Assess the extent to which such services and programs meet the needs of Native Hawaiians, and collect 
data on the status of Native Hawaiian education. 

3) Provide direction and guidance, through the issuance of reports and recommendations, to appropriate 
Federal, State, and local agencies in order to focus and improve the use of resources, including resources made 
available under this part, relating to Native Hawaiian education, and serve, where appropriate, in an advisory 
capacity. 
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4) Make direct grants, if such grants enable the Education Council to carry out the duties of the Education 
Council, as described in paragraphs (1) through (3). 
 
ADDITIONAL DUTIES OF THE EDUCATION COUNCIL- 

(A) IN GENERAL- The Education Council shall provide copies of any reports and recommendations issued 
by the Education Council, including any information that the Education Council provides to the Secretary 
pursuant to subsection (i), to the Secretary, the Committee on Education and the Workforce of the House of 
Representatives, and the Committee on Indian Affairs of the Senate. 

(B) ANNUAL REPORT- The Education Council shall prepare and submit to the Secretary an annual report 
on the Education Council's activities. 

(C) ISLAND COUNCIL SUPPORT AND ASSISTANCE- The Education Council shall provide such 
administrative support and financial assistance to the island councils established pursuant to subsection (f) as 
the Secretary determines to be appropriate, in a manner that supports the distinct needs of each island council. 
(f) ESTABLISHMENT OF ISLAND COUNCILS- 

1) IN GENERAL- In order to better effectuate the purposes of this part and to ensure the adequate 
representation of island and community interests within the Education Council, the Secretary is authorized to 
facilitate the establishment of Native Hawaiian education island councils (hereafter in this part referred to as an 
island council') for the following islands: 

(A) Hawaii. 
(B) Maui. 
(C) Molokai. 
(D) Lanai. 
(E) Oahu. 
(F) Kauai. 
(G) Niihau. 

2) COMPOSITION OF ISLAND COUNCILS- Each island council shall consist of parents, students, and 
other community members who have an interest in the education of Native Hawaiians, and shall be 
representative of individuals concerned with the educational needs of all age groups, from children in preschool 
through adults. At least three-fourths of the members of each island council shall be Native Hawaiians. 
(g) ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS RELATING TO EDUCATION COUNCIL AND ISLAND 
COUNCILS- The Education Council and each island council shall meet at the call of the chairperson of the 
appropriate council, or upon the request of the majority of the members of the appropriate council, but in any 
event not less often than four times during each calendar year. The provisions of the Federal Advisory 
Committee Act shall not apply to the Education Council and each island council. 
(h) COMPENSATION- Members of the Education Council and each island council shall not receive any 
compensation for service on the Education Council and each island council, respectively. 
(i) REPORT- Not later than 4 years after the date of enactment of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, the 
Secretary shall prepare and submit to the Committee on Education and the Workforce of the House of 
Representatives and the Committee on Indian Affairs of the Senate a report that summarizes the annual reports 
of the Education Council, describes the allocation and use of funds under this part, and contains 
recommendations for changes in Federal, State, and local policy to advance the purposes of this part. 

 
Sec. 7205. Program Authorized. 
(a) GENERAL AUTHORITY- 

(1) GRANTS AND CONTRACTS- The Secretary is authorized to make direct grants to, or enter into 
contracts with-- 

(A) Native Hawaiian educational organizations; 
(B) Native Hawaiian community-based organizations; 
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(C) public and private nonprofit organizations, agencies, and institutions with experience in developing 
or operating Native Hawaiian programs or programs of instruction in the Native Hawaiian language; and 
(D) consortia of the organizations, agencies, and institutions described in subparagraphs (A) through, to 
carry out programs that meet the purposes of this part. 

(2) PRIORITIES- In awarding grants or contracts to carry out activities described in paragraph (3), the 
Secretary shall give priority to entities proposing projects that are designed to address-- 

(A) beginning reading and literacy among students in kindergarten through third grade; 
(B) the needs of at-risk children and youth; 
(C) needs in fields or disciplines in which Native Hawaiians are underemployed; and 
(D) the use of the Hawaiian language in instruction. 

(3) AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES- Activities provided through programs carried out under this part may 
include-- 

(A) the development and maintenance of a statewide Native Hawaiian early education and care system 
to provide a continuum of services for Native Hawaiian children from the prenatal period of the children 
through age 5; 
(B) the operation of family-based education centers that provide such services as-- 

(i) programs for Native Hawaiian parents and their infants from the prenatal period of the infants 
through age 3; 
(ii) preschool programs for Native Hawaiians; and 
(iii) research on, and development and assessment of, family-based, early childhood, and preschool 
programs for Native Hawaiians; 

(C) activities that enhance beginning reading and literacy in either the Hawaiian or the English language 
among Native Hawaiian students in kindergarten through third grade and assistance in addressing the 
distinct features of combined English and Hawaiian literacy for Hawaiian speakers in fifth and sixth 
grade; 
(D) activities to meet the special needs of Native Hawaiian students with disabilities, including-- 

(i) the identification of such students and their needs; 
(ii) the provision of support services to the families of those students; and 
(iii) other activities consistent with the requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education 
Act; 

(E) activities that address the special needs of Native Hawaiian students who are gifted and talented, 
including-- 

(i) educational, psychological, and developmental activities designed to assist in the educational 
progress of those students; and 
(ii) activities that involve the parents of those students in a manner designed to assist in the students' 
educational progress; 

(F) the development of academic and vocational curricula to address the needs of Native Hawaiian 
children and adults, including curriculum materials in the Hawaiian language and mathematics and 
science curricula that incorporate Native Hawaiian tradition and culture; 
(G) professional development activities for educators, including-- 

(i) the development of programs to prepare prospective teachers to address the unique needs of 
Native Hawaiian students within the context of Native Hawaiian culture, language, and traditions; 
(ii) in-service programs to improve the ability of teachers who teach in schools with concentrations 
of Native Hawaiian students to meet those students' unique needs; and 
(iii) the recruitment and preparation of Native Hawaiians, and other individuals who live in 
communities with a high concentration of Native Hawaiians, to become teachers; 
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(H) the operation of community-based learning centers that address the needs of Native Hawaiian 
families and communities through the coordination of public and private programs and services, 
including-- 

(i) preschool programs; 
(ii) after-school programs; 
(iii) vocational and adult education programs; and 
(iv) programs that recognize and support the unique cultural and educational needs of Native 
Hawaiian children, and incorporate appropriately qualified Native Hawaiian elders and seniors; 

(I) activities, including program co-location, to enable Native Hawaiians to enter and complete programs 
of postsecondary education, including-- 

(i) provision of full or partial scholarships for undergraduate or graduate study that are awarded to 
students based on their academic promise and financial need, with a priority, at the graduate level, 
given to students entering professions in which Native Hawaiians are underrepresented; 
(ii) family literacy services; 
(iii) counseling and support services for students receiving scholarship assistance; 
(iv) counseling and guidance for Native Hawaiian secondary students who have the potential to 
receive scholarships; and 
(v) faculty development activities designed to promote the matriculation of Native Hawaiian 
students; 

(J) research and data collection activities to determine the educational status and needs of Native 
Hawaiian children and adults; 

(K) other research and evaluation activities related to programs carried out under this part; and 
(L) other activities, consistent with the purposes of this part, to meet the educational needs of Native 

Hawaiian children and adults. 
(4) SPECIAL RULE AND CONDITIONS- 

(A) INSTITUTIONS OUTSIDE HAWAII- The Secretary shall not establish a policy under this section 
that prevents a Native Hawaiian student enrolled at a 2- or 4-year degree granting institution of 
higher education outside of the State of Hawaii from receiving a scholarship pursuant to paragraph 
(3)(I). 

(B) SCHOLARSHIP CONDITIONS- The Secretary shall establish conditions for receipt of a 
scholarship awarded under paragraph (3)(I). The conditions shall require that an individual seeking 
such a scholarship enter into a contract to provide professional services, either during the scholarship 
period or upon completion of a program of postsecondary education, to the Native Hawaiian 
community. 

(b) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS- Not more than 5 percent of funds provided to a recipient of a grant or 
contract under subsection (a) for any fiscal year may be used for administrative purposes. 
(c) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS- 

(1) IN GENERAL- There are authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section and section 7204 such 
sums as may be necessary for fiscal year 2002 and each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years. 

(2) RESERVATION- Of the funds appropriated under this subsection, the Secretary shall reserve $500,000 
for fiscal year 2002 and each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years to make a direct grant to the Education Council to 
carry out section 7204. 

(3) AVAILABILITY- Funds appropriated under this subsection shall remain available until expended. 
 
Sec. 7206. Administrative Provisions. 
(a) APPLICATION REQUIRED- No grant may be made under this part, and no contract may be entered into 
under this part, unless the entity seeking the grant or contract submits an application to the Secretary at such 
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time, in such manner, and containing such information as the Secretary may determine to be necessary to carry 
out the provisions of this part. 
(b) SPECIAL RULE- Each applicant for a grant or contract under this part shall submit the application for 
comment to the local educational agency serving students who will participate in the program to be carried out 
under the grant or contract, and include those comments, if any, with the application to the Secretary. 

 
SEC. 7207. Definitions. 
In this part: 
(1) NATIVE HAWAIIAN- The term Native Hawaiian' means any individual who is —  

(A) a citizen of the United States; and 
(B) a descendant of the aboriginal people who, prior to 1778, occupied and exercised sovereignty in the area 

that now comprises the State of Hawaii, as evidenced by —  
(i) genealogical records; 
(ii) Kupuna (elders) or Kamaaina (long-term community residents) verification; or 
(iii) certified birth records. 

(2) NATIVE HAWAIIAN COMMUNITY-BASED ORGANIZATION- The term Native Hawaiian 
community-based organization' means any organization that is composed primarily of Native Hawaiians 
from a specific community and that assists in the social, cultural, and educational development of Native 
Hawaiians in that community. 

(3) NATIVE HAWAIIAN EDUCATIONAL ORGANIZATION- The term Native Hawaiian educational 
organization' means a private nonprofit organization that —  
(A) serves the interests of Native Hawaiians; 
(B) has Native Hawaiians in substantive and policymaking positions within the organization; 
(C) incorporates Native Hawaiian perspective, values, language, culture, and traditions into the core 

function of the organization; 
(D) has demonstrated expertise in the education of Native Hawaiian youth; and 
(E) has demonstrated expertise in research and program development. 

(4) NATIVE HAWAIIAN LANGUAGE- The term Native Hawaiian language' means the single Native 
American language indigenous to the original inhabitants of the State of Hawaii. 

(5) NATIVE HAWAIIAN ORGANIZATION- The term Native Hawaiian organization' means a private 
nonprofit organization that —  
(A) serves the interests of Native Hawaiians; 
(B) has Native Hawaiians in substantive and policymaking positions within the organization; and 
(C) is recognized by the Governor of Hawaii for the purpose of planning, conducting, or administering 

programs (or portions of programs) for the benefit of Native Hawaiians. 
(6) OFFICE OF HAWAIIAN AFFAIRS- The term Office of Hawaiian Affairs' means the Office of Hawaiian 

Affairs established by the Constitution of the State of Hawaii.

person by manipulating that person or that person’s 

environment, as might occur when a new instructional 

technique is tested, or by communicating or interacting 

with the individual, as occurs with surveys and 

interviews, the definition of human subject is met.  (2) If 

an activity involves obtaining private information about a 

living person in such a way that the information can be 

linked to that individual (the identity of the subject is or 

may be readily determined by the investigator or 

associated with the information), the definition of human 

subject is met.  [Private information includes information 
about behavior that occurs in a context in which an 
individual can reasonably expect that no observation or 
recording is taking place, and information which has been 
provided for specific purposes by an individual and 
which the individual can reasonably expect will not be 
made public (for example, a school health record).] 
 
B.  Exemptions. 
 
Research activities in which the only involvement of 
human subjects will be in one or more of the following 
six categories of exemptions are not covered by the 
regulations: 
 
(1) Research conducted in established or commonly 
accepted educational settings, involving normal 
educational practices, such as (a) research on regular and 
special education instructional strategies, or (b) research 
on the effectiveness of or the comparison among 
instructional techniques, curricula, or classroom 
management methods. 
 
(2) Research involving the use of educational tests 
(cognitive, diagnostic, aptitude, achievement), survey 
procedures, interview procedures or observation of public 
behavior, unless: (a) information obtained is recorded in 
such a manner that human subjects can be identified, 
directly or through identifiers linked to the subjects; and 
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(b) any disclosure of the human subjects’ responses 
outside the research could reasonably place the subjects 
at risk of criminal or civil liability or be damaging to the 
subjects’ financial standing, employability, or reputation.   
If the subjects are children, exemption 2 applies only to  

research involving educational tests and observations of 

public behavior when the investigator(s) do not 

participate in the activities being observed.  Exemption 2 

does not apply if children are surveyed or interviewed or 

if the research involves observation of public behavior 

and the investigator(s) participate in the activities being 

observed.  [Children are defined as persons who have not 
attained the legal age for consent to treatments or 
procedures involved in the research, under the applicable 
law or jurisdiction in which the research will be 
conducted.] 
 
(3) Research involving the use of educational tests 
(cognitive, diagnostic, aptitude, achievement), survey 
procedures, interview procedures or observation of public 
behavior that is not exempt under section (2) above, if the 
human subjects are elected or appointed public officials 
or candidates for public office; or federal statute(s) 
require(s) without exception that the confidentiality of the 
personally identifiable information will be maintained 
throughout the research and thereafter. 
 
(4) Research involving the collection or study of existing 
data, documents, records, pathological specimens, or 
diagnostic specimens, if these sources are publicly 
available or if the information is recorded by the 
investigator in a manner that subjects cannot be 
identified, directly or through identifiers linked to the 
subjects. 
 
(5) Research and demonstration projects which are 
conducted by or subject to the approval of department or 
agency heads, and which are designed to study, evaluate, 
or otherwise examine:  (a) public benefit or service 
programs; (b) procedures for obtaining benefits or 
services under those programs; (c) possible changes in or 
alternatives to those programs or procedures; or (d) 
possible changes in methods or levels of payment for 
benefits or services under those programs. 
 
(6) Taste and food quality evaluation and consumer 
acceptance studies, (a) if wholesome foods without 
additives are consumed or (b) if a food is consumed that 
contains a food ingredient at or below the level and for a 
use found to be safe, or agricultural chemical or 
environmental contaminant at or below the level found to 
be safe, by the Food and Drug Administration or 
approved by the Environmental Protection Agency or the 
Food Safety and Inspection Service of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture.

The sum for column one, labeled Project Year 1 (a), should also be equal to item 15a 
on the application cover sheet (SF Form 424). 
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Special Instructions for Applications Including Construction Costs 
 
For the FY 2009 competition, construction of educational facilities for Native Hawaiians may be 
an allowable cost.  Section 75.600 through 75.617 of EDGAR outlines specific requirements for 
grants including construction.  Please review these provisions when applying for funds.  Among 
other Federal requirements, applicants are required to adhere to the following: 
 
* The applicant has or will have title or other interest in the project site, including right of 
access, and that the site will continue to be used for educational purposes after the completion of 
the project. 
* Sufficient funds are available to meet any share of the costs of the repair, renovation, or 
construction of projects that are not part of this grant. 
* Competent architectural engineering supervision and inspection will be maintained at the 
project’s site to ensure that the work conforms to the drawings and specifications for the 
approved project.  Actual construction of the project should begin and end within a reasonable 
amount of time and in accordance with the approved specifications. 
* Grant projects will be functional, economical and not elaborate in design or extravagant 
in the use of materials, compared with the facilities of similar type constructed by the State or 
other applicable geographical area.  An applicant may make reasonable provisions, consistent 
with the other uses of the structure, for areas within the facility to be adaptable for artistic and 
other cultural activities.  However, no more than one percent (1%) of the cost of the project may 
be used for the inclusion of works of art. 
* Standards under the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (Pub.L. 91-576), or 
State and local codes, if they are more stringent, will be observed in the design and completion 
of the projects. 
* Proposed projects shall comply with any applicable requirements under the ADA and 
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 regarding accessibility for the disabled. 
* As applicable and to the extent feasible, the design and completion of the grant project 
should maximize the efficient use of energy.  Standard 90.1-1989 and 90.2-1993 of the American 
Society of Heating, Refrigerating, and Air-Conditioning Engineers, Inc. (ASHRAE) shall be 
applied in the design and completion of the grant project. 
* It will follow the “Earthquake Hazards Reduction Act of 1977” (Pub.L. 95-125) and 
Executive Order 12699, “Seismic Safety of Federal and Federally Assisted or Regulated New 
Building Construction.” 
* The facilities will be operated and maintained in accordance with applicable Federal, 
State, and local requirements. 
* For construction projects over $2,000, all laborers employed by contractors or 
subcontractors shall be paid wages at rates not less than those prevailing on similar work projects 
in your locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon 
Act.   
* If applicable, the application will comply with the following Indian Preference and 
Opportunities requirements:  Section 7(b) or the Indian Self-Determination and Education 
Assistance Act of 1975 (Pub.L. 93-638), that requires, to the extent feasible, the recipient of any 
grant or contract awarded for the benefit of Indians give to: 1) Indians, preferences and 
opportunities for training and employment in connection with the administration of the grant or 
contract; and 2) Indian organizations and Indian-owned economic enterprises, as defined in 
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Section 3 of the Indian Financing Act of 1974 (Pub.L. 93-262, preference in the award of 
contracts and subcontracts at any level of the administration of the grant project. 
 
At the time of award, program staff may apply conditions to the grant to ensure compliance with 
Federal and any ED-specific regulations.  Please keep in mind that grants solely intended for 
construction cannot include indirect costs. 
 
Additionally, if you apply for construction costs, you will be required to complete OMB 
Standard Form 424D, Assurances - Constructions Programs.  If your application is selected for 
funding, the form and instructions for completing the form will be attached to the grant award 
notification.
