Q:  Can finds be carried over into the last 90 days to cover cost of preparing the FPR?
A:  If you received your award in 2009, all unused funds will automatically be carried over into the 90 day liquidation periods.  The purpose of the liquidation period is to pay all unpaid invoice that were accrued on or before your project end date.  A grantee may not incur new expenses during the liquidation period.  At the end of the 90 days, your G5 will be locked and funds will revert back to the US Department of Treasury.
If you received your award in 2010, your grant is not subject to this liquidation period.  Your grant funds were awarded under ARRA, and these funds will revert to the Treasury on September 30, 2015.  There will be no exceptions.  Please make sure that your budget office has drawn down all necessary funds prior to this date.
Q:  If we received a no-cost extension, do we use the end of the NCE date as the end date or the last date of funding?
A:  If you have requested a no-cost extension, the extension end date becomes your new end date. Your FPR should be submitted within 90 days of this NCE end date.

Q:  Can you let me know what IHE and LEA stand for?
A: IHE- Institution of Higher Education; LEA- Local Education Agency (i.e. school districts)
Q:  For 2010 grantees, is the FPR due December 30, 2015?
A:  All TQP grantees have unique end dates.  FPRs are due within 90 days of your project end date.   
Q:  How can a subcontractor like a program evaluator assist with an FPR for 2010 grantees if invoices are due by September 30, 2015?
A: You should discuss the necessary services involved in completing the FPR and the cost associated with completing those tasks.  Once you have established this cost, ask your evaluator to send an invoice so they may be paid before September 30, 2015.
Q:  The 90 day liquidation period applies to 2010 cohorts.  So, if our end date is July 31, 2015 we have until October 31 to liquidate?
A:  The 90 day liquidation period applies to 2009 grantees ONLY.  2010 grantees have 90 days to submit their FPRs, but may no longer draw down funds after September 30.  

Q:  How can we note that the tests the graduates take changed during the grant period? Our graduates may have taken different tests? Should they be lumped together in the data?
A: Do not lump them together. Just make sure to explain the different tests and the circumstance in your explanation of progress box.

Q:  If the state test changed from the baseline to the end of the grant, how do we compare these numbers?
A: You may not be able to. However, you should still report the data from the 2014-2015 school year; and if you have another baseline, report that as well. Make sure to explain this shift in tests in your explanation of progress box.

Q:  Is the data that we are reporting on only for year 2014-15, not the entire 5 years?
A:  FPRs are two reports in one.  FPRs cover what a grantee has accomplished during the final reporting period and over the life of the grant.  Although we are requesting GPRA data just for the most recent performance period, we request that you provide data in your executive summary that covers the life of the grant. We also request that you report your entire grants’ participants, graduates, and retained teachers in the chart provided in the slideshow. 
Q:  Is retention for three years defined as completing a third year of teaching or starting a third year of teaching?
A:  Retention for three years is defined by completing three full schools years and beginning the fourth year. Teachers who began in the fall of 2011 are completers if they are still teaching in the fall of 2014. Teachers who began in the fall of 2012 are completers if they are still teaching in the fall of 2015. 
Q:  If we are to report data for 5.5 years how do we report persistence for that total period?
A: Since this is covering 6 year graduation rate, it is likely that most of these students already graduated in 4 or 5 years, so you should certainly report them. You may want to contact your program officer to explain the specific details.

Q:  Are match dollars to be included in the calculation of cost?
A: No, just include your total federal funds.

Q:  Is each year considered a school year or APR year? For example, I presume APR is based on federal fiscal year, but school year in CA is July 1 through June 30.
A:  Each year is considered an APR year which is based on your schools’ start and end date, not the federal fiscal year. 
Q:  With regard to years (follow-up), IHE years are based on semesters. So which do we use?
A:   You should use whatever your IHE uses.  ED will defer to the grantee.

Q:  Do subcontracts have the full 90 days after the end of the grant to drawdown or can the grant give them a different deadline?
A:   Subcontractors should not drawdown funds. Rather they should invoice the grantee to be paid.  You may give contractors any deadline you like; however, you cannot accrue new invoices during the liquation period all unpaid invoices must be paid during the 90 day liquidation period for 2009 grantees.
Q:  How should salaries for completing the reports during the 90 day period be handled?
A:  You should submit the salary invoices for those employees that will be preparing the reports, before your end date, and then you can pay them during the liquidation period.  

Q:  What are the parameters, if any, that ED establishes for a "final evaluation report" from the external evaluator to the grantee?
A:  ED has not established any parameters for your final evaluation report.  You should have negotiated a final report with your evaluator at the start of your grant cycle. We would like you to submit a copy of that report with your FPR.

Q:  Will evaluators need to attend the Oct 1-2 meeting for 2014 grantees?
A:  Evaluators are welcome to attend the October PD meeting.
