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1.0 Introduction

1.1 Purpose
The purpose of this document is to provide information necessary to appropriately use the school level data files of School Status Data Groups submitted to EDFacts by SEAs. 

1.2 EDFacts Background

EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education initiative to put performance data at the center of policy, management, and budget decisions for all K-12 educational programs. EDFacts centralizes performance data supplied by K-12 state education agencies (SEAs) with other data assets within the Department, such as financial grant information, to enable better analysis and use in policy development, planning, and management. The purpose of EDFacts is to: 

· Place the use of robust, timely, performance data at the core of decision and policymaking in education.

· Reduce state and district data burden and streamline data practices. 

· Improve state data capabilities by providing resources and technical assistance.

· Provide data for planning, policy, and management at the federal, state, and local levels.

All data in EDFacts are organized into ‘data groups’ and reported to ED by the state education agencies (SEAs) using defined file specifications.   The School Status data files contain seven data groups collected at the School level through six separate file specifications. The table below indicates the data groups in this file, along with the file specifications through which the data are collected.

7 separate files have been provided for these school statuses, containing one data group in each file for the school year for which the data was collected. 

The remainder of this document contains pertinent information regarding definitions and table layout information, frequently asked questions, and appendices containing known data anomalies, Racial/Ethnic mappings and definitions, file submission dates, and state-specific proficiency level mappings that are crucial to take into consideration prior to conducting any analyses on the data.

2.0 EDFacts School Status Data

2.1 Definition
In order to move forward with State and local reforms designed to improve academic achievement and increase the quality of instruction for all students in a manner that was not originally contemplated by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), a State educational agency (SEA) may request flexibility, on its own behalf and on behalf of its local educational agencies (LEAs), through waivers of ten provisions of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) and their associated regulatory, administrative, and reporting requirements.
States are required to report this data to ED under Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).  In October 2008, ED published final regulations amending the existing regulations implementing Title I, Part A of ESEA. The data presented in this file are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.

As mentioned in Section 1.1, the data in this file are organized into seven data groups, collected through six separate file specifications: 
· Data Group 557—High School Graduation Rate Indicator Status (collected through File Specification 107) is defined as: an indication of whether the district met the High School Graduation Rate requirement in accordance with the state definition. 
· Data Group 555—Mathematics Participation Status Tables (collected through File Specification 108) is defined as: an indication of whether the district met the 95 percent participation requirement in the mathematics assessment in accordance with state definition.
· Data Group 554—AMO Mathematics Status Table (collected through File Specification 109) is defined as: an indication of whether the district met the mathematics proficiency target in accordance with state definition.
· Data Group 553—Reading/Language Arts Participation Status Table (collected through File Specification 110) is defined as: an indication of whether the district met the 95 percent participation requirement on the reading/language arts assessment in accordance with state definition.
· Data Group 552—AMO Reading/Language Arts Status (collected through File Specification 111) is defined as: an indication of whether the district met the reading/language arts proficiency target in accordance with state definition.
· Data Group 34—Improvement Status – School (collected through File Specification 130) is defined as: an indication of the improvement status of the school.
· Data Group 779—State-Defined School Status (collected through File Specification 130) is defined as: an indication of the state designated status of the school according to the state’s approved ESEA flexibility request.

Within these data groups, the permitted values allowable within the data are typically presented as integer variables, providing a status indication of a particular requirement. The following tables show the permitted values within the data in this file.

The School Status files provide indicator information, and thus provide no numerical data or descriptive information. Instead, the files contain permitted values indicating the statuses of 14 subgroups and the grand total. The file structure is described in the following sections.

· MA_MTHP_1314 would contain information on whether Asian students in a school met the 95 percent participation requirement for the mathematics assessment in the 2013-14 school year.
3.2 File Layout

The file layout for DG 552 and DG 554 is identical, with the exception that “RAMO,” which indicates Reading/Language Arts AMO Status in DG 552, is replaced with “MAMO,” which indicate Mathematics AMO Status in DG 554.

The file layout for DG 553 and DG 555 is identical, with the exception that “RLAP,” which indicates Reading/Language Arts Participation Status in DG 553, is replaced with “MTHP,” which indicates Mathematics Participation Status in DG 555.

The file layout for DG 34 and DG 779 is identical.

4.0 Guidance for using these data-FAQs

Why are the major racial and ethnic groups reported differently by states?

Under the ESEA, a State educational agency (SEA) has the flexibility to determine the major racial/ethnic groups it will use for reporting on the data included in its assessment and accountability system.  The subgroups that an SEA uses are approved through its Accountability Workbook (the most recent copy of each state’s workbook can be found here:  http://www2.ed.gov/admins/lead/account/stateplans03/index.html).  As a result, there is some variation in how SEAs report data by race and ethnicity. To create the data file, the major racial ethnic groups were mapped to display six standard racial and ethnic groups. See Appendix A for this mapping. 

Why are there no data on major gender, migrant students or homeless students in the file?

Data Groups 552, 553, 554, 555, and 557 are not collected by gender, migrant status, or homeless status. 

Data Groups 34 and 779 are status indicators with the school as the smallest education unit. As such, the data are not further disaggregated by major racial and ethnic groups, gender, or any other subgroups, including by migrant or homeless students.

What is the date when data were pulled?

The School Status data for the 13 school level files were pulled from the EDFacts Data Warehouse (EDW) on January 11, 2016, and represent the most recent submissions from state education agencies (SEAs) as of January 11, 2016. 

Do states submit any other data on school status to EDFacts?

Yes. Under ESEA as amended, states determine the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) status of each school and district. Each school and district receives one overall AYP designation, collected in C103, DG32.  This determination is based on the evaluation of each subgroup within a school or district.  The matrix below illustrates the relationship between AYP status and the indicators used to calculate it and EDFacts data groups and files.

Is there a unique identifier that can be used to combine/merge these data with other federal data sets?

All rows of data include the NCES assigned school and district IDs (variable names: NCESSCH and LEAID).   These identifiers are used within the Common Core of Data and other regular data releases from NCES.   They can be used to merge these data with other ED data publications, or with state data publications.   Anyone wishing to merge these data with data in files published by other agencies that do not utilize the NCES assigned IDs may first need to match each NCES assigned ID with a state assigned ID.  The Common Core of Data (http://nces.ed.gov/ccd) includes both NCES and state assigned ID numbers and could be used to associate each of these records with a state assigned ID number as a first step in matching with files published by individual states.

What if I notice something unusual in the data?

Data concerns would need to be corrected by individual states through a resubmission of data files to EDFacts.   However, rather than emailing states directly, if you notice something unusual in the data or something that you don’t understand, send an e-mail to edfacts@ed.gov. To assist us in responding to the concern, please format your e-mail as follows:

The following information needs to be included preferably in this order and with the captions:

· School Year – indicate which school year(s) have the issue(s)

· States – indicate which state(s) have the issue
· LEA/District Name – indicate which LEA/district(s) have the issue

· LEA NCES ID – indicate the NCES ID(s) of the LEA(s) with the issue

· School Name – indicate which school(s) have the issue

· School NCES ID – indicate the NCES ID(s) of the school(s) with the issue
Description – describe the issue (what did you see, what were you expecting to see)
