Explanation of Terms

What is the EDFacts Data Set?

The EDFacts data set is all the data approved by OMB to be collected for a specific school year. 
What is a data group?

An EDFacts data group is a specific aggregation (i.e., group) of related data that are stored in EDFacts to satisfy the specific information need of one or more ED program offices.  Thus, an EDFacts data group does not represent a single data entry but rather a set of related data entries. Each EDFacts data group is intended to be discrete, concise, universally understood, and non-redundant.  For example,

Address location is data group DG9.  Address location contains several data elements including street address, city name, and state code.  This data group is described in Attachment B-1 under the section “Directory Records.”

Membership table is data group DG39.  Membership table is a series of numbers.  It includes the number of students at each grade level, by racial ethnic and by sex.  This data group is described in Attachment B-3 under the section “Non-Fiscal Common Core of Data.”
What is a data category?

A data category (category) characterizes a count, dollar value, or percentage rate in an EDFacts data group.  A data category is a grouping that an SEA uses to aggregate data before the SEA sends the data to ED.  For example,

Grade Level is a data category.  When this category is used data are reported by grade: the number of students in grade 1, the number of students in grade 2, etc. 

Academic Subject (Assessment) is a data category.  When this category is used data are reported by academic subject: the number of students who participated in the mathematics assessment, the number of students who participated in the reading/language arts assessment, and the number of students who participated in the science assessment.

What are data category sets?

A data category set (category set) is a combination of data categories (e.g., racial ethnic by grade level).  For example,

Membership table (DG39) has a single category set of grade level (membership), racial ethnic, and sex.  For this category set, data are reported as follows:

· Grade 1, American Indian or Alaska Native, Female

· Grade 1, American Indian or Alaska Native, Male

· Grade 2, American Indian or Alaska Native, Female

· Grade 2, American Indian or Alaska Native, Male

· Etc.

· Grade 1, Asian, Female

· Grade 1, Asian, Male

· Grade 2, Asian, Female

· Grade 2, Asian, Male

· Etc.

The data would look completely different if instead of having these categories as a single category set, each category was its own category set.  A data group with three category sets of grade level (membership), racial ethnic, and sex would be reported as follows:

· First data by grade

· Grade 1

· Grade 2

· Etc.

· Then data by racial ethnic

· American Indian or Alaska Native

· Asian

· Etc.

· Then data by sex

· Female

· Male

As the data are reported for DG39, data on membership can be compared between Asian males in grade 1 and Hispanic females in grade 1.  If the data were reported where each category was a separate category set, the data could be compared by students who are male and students who are female but not by females in grade 1 and males in grade 1.

How to Read the Tables on Data Groups

How do I read the tables on the data groups in the attachments?

Each data group in the EDFacts data set is described in a table.  

The first row of the table provides the data group name and identification number.  For example, below is the first row for the Membership table which is data group number 39 (DG39).

The next row in the table indicates the basic content of the data group.  The data groups are assigned to one of the following sections: education unit, finance, program, staff, or student.  For example, the data group Membership table is assigned to the section “student” because the table collects counts of students.

The next row contains the definition of the data group.  Below is the definition of the data group membership table.

	The official unduplicated student enrollment, including students both present and absent, excluding duplicate counts of students within a specific school or local education agency or students whose membership is reported by another school or LEA.


The row labeled “Permitted Values” contains the acceptable values for data group (e.g., yes, no, and NA) or a format (e.g., integer, percentage, dollars, or short text).  For example, the data group Shared time status (DG573) collects whether or not a school offers vocational/technical education or other educational services in which some or all students are enrolled at a separate school of record and attend the shared-time school on a part-time basis.  This data group has acceptable permitted values of either yes it offers such services or no it does not offer such services.

The reporting period row contains the collection period.  Data for some data groups are collected at a point in time (e.g., October 1 or the IDEA child count date) while others are cumulative (e.g. school year or program year.)

Data can be submitted at the state level, for each LEA, and/or for each school.  The row labeled “Reporting Levels” indicates at which levels the data are required to be submitted.  In the example below, data are required to be submitted at all three levels.

For data groups in Attachment B-3 (data groups submitted by SEAs), the row “File Specification #” contains the identification number of the file specification-- the instructions for submitting the data--  that pertains to that data group.   The EDFacts data groups are organized into files that states submit to ED.  Each file may include one or more data groups.  The file specification number uniquely identifies the document that outlines how a data file is constructed for submission to the EDFacts Submission System.  For example, DG39 Membership table is collected through file specification 052.

For example, the data group Membership table (DG39) includes grade levels K through 12 while the data group Dropout table (DG326) includes grades 7 through 12.  Instead of having a table for each range of ages and grade levels, there are two tables: one table for age categories and one table for grade level categories.

Standard Definitions

In order to consolidate and centralize PK-12 data collections, definitions need to be standardized.  The same term cannot have multiple definitions.  This section contains the standard definitions used in the EDFacts data set:

· Career and Technical Education (CTE) Concentrator

· Career and Technical Education (CTE) Participant

· Children with Disabilities (IDEA)

· Limited English Proficient (LEP) Students

· Eligible Migrant Children

· Participating Migrant Children

These standard definitions are used whenever possible.  The standard definition for LEP students cannot be used for the data groups under the topic “Career and Technical Education” in Attachment B-3 because LEP students are defined in the Carl D Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Perkins IV) differently than in ESEA.  In the EDFacts data set, when referring to limited English proficient students as defined for Perkins IV the term will be followed by “(Perkins)”.

Career and Technical Education (CTE) Concentrator – A secondary student who has earned three (3) or more credits in a single CTE program area (e.g., health care or business services), or two (2) credits in a single CTE program area, but only in those program areas where two (2) credit sequences at the secondary level are recognized by the state and/or its local eligible recipients.  (If a state has a negotiated definition that is different, the state should use that definition.)

Career and Technical Education (CTE) Participant – A secondary student who was enrolled in a vocational education course.  The threshold level to be a participant is defined by the state, with most states defining a CTE participant as a student who has completed at least one course (or a substantial portion of it), and may be enrolled in another course.  This definition includes students who have reached the threshold level of concentrator.  (If a state has a negotiated definition that is different, the state should use that definition.)

Children with Disabilities (IDEA) (also referred to as Students with Disabilities (IDEA)) – Children having intellectual disabilities; hearing impairment, including deafness; speech or language impairment; visual impairment, including blindness; serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance); orthopedic impairment; autism; traumatic brain injury; developmental delay; other health impairment; a specific learning disability; deaf-blindness; or multiple disabilities and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) according to an Individualized Education Program (IEP), Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP), or services plan.

Limited English Proficient (LEP) Students – In coordination with the state’s definition based on Title 9 of ESEA, students:

(A) who are ages 3 through 21;

(B) who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school;

(C ) (who are i, ii, or iii)              

(i) who were not born in the United States or whose native languages are  languages other than English;

(ii) (who are I and II)
(I) who are a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and 

(II) who come from an environment where languages other than English have a significant impact on their level of language proficiency; or

(iii) who are migratory, whose native languages are languages other than English, and who come from an environment where languages other than English are dominant; and

(D) whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individuals  (who are denied i or ii or iii)

(i) the ability to meet the state’s proficient level of achievement on state assessments described in section 1111(b)(3);

(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.

Note - To be classified as limited English proficient, an individual must be A, B, C, and D. For C, an individual can be i, ii, or iii. If C-ii, the individual must be I and II. For D, an individual must be denied i or ii or iii.

Eligible Migrant Children
 (also referred to as Eligible Migrant Students) – Children who are, or whose parents or spouses are, migratory agricultural workers, including migratory dairy workers, or migratory fishers, and who, in the preceding 36 months, in order to obtain, or accompany such parents or spouses, in order to obtain, temporary or seasonal employment in agricultural or fishing work (A) have moved from one LEA to another; (B) in a state that comprises a single LEA, have moved from one administrative area to another within such LEA; or (C) reside in an LEA of more than 15,000 square miles, and migrate a distance of 20 miles or more to a temporary residence to engage in a fishing activity.

Participating Migrant Children (also referred to as Participating Migrant Students) – Children who participate in Migrant Education Programs (MEP) under Title I, Part C, including those served under continuation of services authority. 

Reporting Periods

Data groups that are counts of students or staff are assigned to a reporting period.  The reporting period is the period of time for the count.  Counts can be either cumulative over a period of time or snapshot of a specific day.  The following reporting periods are used for cumulative counts: 

· School year (state) – Any 12-month period defined by the state.  The state determines whether summer is included in the preceding or following school year

· School year (CCD) – The 12-month period beginning on October 1 and ending the following September 30.  The summer follows the regular school year

· Regular school year – The instructional period not including intersession or summer sessions

· Summer – The instructional period in the months of May through September

· Intersession – Instructional periods between sessions during the regular school year

· Testing window – The period when the state administers state-wide academic assessments (or the annual state English language proficiency assessment) as described by ESEA

· Program year (IDEA-Exit) – The 12-month period beginning July 1 and ending June 30 as defined for reporting the exiting from special education by students with disabilities (IDEA)

· Revised! Performance Period (MEP) – The 12-month period beginning September 1 and ending August 31 as described for the Migrant Education Program (MEP) 

· Program year (N or D) – The 12-month period beginning July 1 and ending June 30 as described for the Prevention and Intervention Programs for the Education of Children and Youth Who Are Neglected, Delinquent or At-Risk Program (N or D)

· Program year (Perkins) – The 12-month period beginning July 1 and ending June 30 as described for programs under Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, (unless the state has approval from the Department for a different 12-month period)

The following reporting periods are generally used for counts that are snapshots:

· October 1 (or the closest school day to October 1)

· IDEA child count (The date designated by the state that is between October 1 and December 1.)

Directory Records

EDFacts maintains a three-tier directory of education units in each of the 50 states, District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the outlying areas and freely associated states (i.e., American Samoa, Guam, Commonwealth of Northern Mariana Islands, Marshall Islands, Micronesia, Palau, and the U.S. Virgin Islands), Department of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA), and Bureau of Indian Education (BIE).  The three tiers are the SEA, the LEA, and school.  For each education unit, a Directory Record is maintained that includes unique identifiers (e.g., name, identification numbers, location), contact information (e.g., addresses, phone numbers, Web sites), and descriptive information (e.g., type, operational status).

The state and NCES identification numbers are used to link the education units to each other in the hierarchy.  For example, the record for a school includes the state and NCES identification numbers of the LEA to which the school belongs.

Data in the Directory are generally obtained from SEAs.  However, ED may obtain some data, for example, County code (DG12), from other federal sources instead of SEAs.

Definitions of SEA, LEA, and School
The following are definitions of SEA, LEA, and school.

SEA.  A state educational agency (SEA) is the agency of the state charged with primary responsibility for coordinating and supervising public elementary and secondary instruction, including the setting of standards for instructional programs.  The SEA is the state agency that administers federal grant programs under the ESEA.

The directory data for the SEA is the directory data for the state agency that administers the ESEA programs. Other state agencies may be involved in “coordinating and supervising public elementary and secondary instruction.”  For example, a different state agency may administer the programs under Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006.  In this case, the directory data is still the directory data of the SEA even though the files submitted that contain data for programs under Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 are provided by the other state agency.

LEA.  A local educational agency (LEA) or educational agency is a governmental administrative unit at the local level which exists primarily to operate schools or to contract for educational services. These units may or may not be coterminous with county, city, or town boundaries.

School.  A school is an institution that provides educational services and

· has one or more grade groups (PK through 12 grade) or is ungraded,

· has one or more teachers,

· is located in one or more buildings,

· has assigned administrator(s),

· receives public funds as its primary support, and

· is operated by an educational agency.

Note - For purposes of this definition, "public funds" includes federal, state, and local public funds.  “Located in a building" does not preclude virtual schools since the administrators and teachers are located in a building somewhere.  An “education agency" is not limited to the state or local educational agency, but can include other agencies (e.g., corrections or health and human services) charged with providing public education services.
