Technical Amendments for SY 2010-11

Approved by OMB in June 2011

There were five technical amendments for SY 2010-11 approved by OMB in June 2011.  Below is how these technical amendments impacted the data viewer.
Technical amendment #1 – Delay of the consolidation of Assessment Files
This technical amendment is not reflected in the tables used to describe the data groups in Attachment B3 nor the tables used to describe the categories in Attachment B4.  Attachments B3 and B4 contains the data groups and categories for the entire period covered by the clearance, that is, school years 2010-11, 2011-12 and 2012-13.  The changes for technical amendment #1 are applicable only to SY 2010-11.  Therefore, the changes are explained in the text but are not made in the tables that describe the data groups and the categories.

In addition, technical amendment #1 included a change to the definition of data groups 588, 589, and 590.  This change is incorrect and, therefore, will not be made in the Data Viewer.  The change appears in version of the attachments used for this first set of technical amendments.  This change was removed for the version of the attachments used for the second set of technical amendments.  This change does not appear in the final published set of the attachments.

Technical amendment #2 – Definition of Student attendance rate (DG731)
Changed the definition of Student attendance rate (DG731) to:

The attendance rate based on the state’s definition of attendance in state law or regulation or in the absence of a state law or regulation, the student attendance rate is the count of school days during the regular school year (plus summer, as applicable, if part of implementing the restart, transformation, or turnaround model) students attended school divided by the maximum number of days students were enrolled in school during the regular school year.

Note that the OMB package shows “state” as being capitalized. It is properly lower case in the published Data Set and in the Data Viewer.
