PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the  EDFacts Submission System (ESS).  The ESS is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation posted on http://www2.ed.gov/about/inits/ed/edfacts/index.html under EDFacts System Documentation, including:

· EDFacts Workbook – a reference guide to using the EDFacts
Submission System (ESS); particularly useful to new users; contains multiple appendices, including one that explains how to use the file specifications 

· ESS User Guide – provides assistance to new users of the EDFacts Submission System (ESS); it addresses the basic mechanics of system access and data submission 

· EDFacts Business Rules Guide – describes each business rule includes the error number, type, message, definition, edit logic, and the file specifications where the business rules are applied

Data submitted through the ESS are authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 02/29/2016).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decision-making to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building files to submit EDFacts Data Group DG491: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Not Participating in Assessments Table. The definition for this data group is:

The number of children with disabilities (IDEA) who did not participate in and receive a valid score on the state assessments. 

The data collected using this file specification are collected under the authority of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Section 618.  The data are also used for monitoring the programs and activities under IDEA.  The appendix contains a crosswalk between this file and the applicable sections of the IDEA legacy Table 6.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This section contains changes from the previous school year, core requirements for submitting this file, required categories and totals, and general guidance.

2.1 Changes from the SY 2013-14 File Specifications
The guidance has been updated and other editorial changes have been made.  These changes are listed in the document history on page ii.  There have been no changes to the record layouts.

2.4 Guidance

This file specification is used to report the number of children with disabilities (IDEA) who did not participate in nor receive a valid score on one or more state academic assessments under ESEA, as amended. 

Which students should be reported?

Report children with disabilities (IDEA) who did not participate in nor receive a valid score on one or more state academic assessments in accordance with ESEA or due to a significant medical emergency.  

This includes students who were in attendance for both the full academic year (FAY) and those who were not in attendance the full academic year.  

The definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) is in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook.  Please note that definition in the Workbook is all inclusive.  For purpose of this file, the phrase “Individualized Family Service Plan (IFSP), or a services plan” should be removed.  
Which students should be excluded from this file?

Exclude children with disabilities (IDEA) who are parentally-placed in private schools and served through services plans. 

Exclude children with disabilities (IDEA) who participated in the assessment, received a valid score, and for whom a proficiency level was assigned.
Exclude children with disabilities (IDEA) who were exited from special education prior to the testing window (i.e., former children with disabilities (IDEA)). 
What grade levels should be reported?

LEA and school records should include all required grade levels that are present in the LEA or school. Reading/language arts and mathematics assessments are required in grades three through eight and once in high school. 

For example, a K-6 school would report grades 3 through 6 for mathematics and reading/language arts.

State records must include academic achievement data for all required grades and grade spans defined above.

Why do the permitted values include grades 9 through 12 as well as a value for “High School?”
The permitted values are provided so SEAs have more flexibility.  For high school grades, assessment results can be reported by specific grade levels or by using the permitted value for high school (HS).   Data reported by specific grade levels (9, 10, 11, and 12 for mathematics and reading/language arts) or high school (HS) will be used for reporting results of statewide assessments in high school.  Do not report data using both specific grade level and the permitted value for high school (HS).

How are assessments of students in grade 9 reported?

ESEA, as amended, requires assessments in grades 3 through 8 and high school for mathematics and reading/language arts.  In ESEA, high school is explained as grades 10, 11, and 12.  Students who took mathematics and reading/language arts assessments in grade 9 should be reported either as grade 9 or as high school. 
At what grade levels are students reported?

Students should be reported at the same grade level in which the student is enrolled, as close to the testing window as possible.  The grade is assigned to the student by the school system in which the student is enrolled. 

What are the permitted values for reasons for not participating in an assessment?

The permitted values are:

· EXEMPT – Parental exemption, this is also referred to as “parental opt-out”.

· ABSENT– Absent during the testing window 

· EXPOTHER – Did not participate for other reasons
· NOTNCLB –Student took an out–of-grade level assessment (See definition in section 2.5).

· NOSCORE –Student who received an invalid score (See definition in section 2.5)

· MEDICAL – Did not take assessment due to a significant medical emergency (see questions “Who is considered to have a significant medical emergency?” and “What if my state doesn’t have a policy for exempting students due to significant medical emergency?”)

Who is considered to have a significant medical emergency?

Each state determines what constitutes a significant medical emergency
.
What if my state doesn’t have a policy for exempting students due to significant medical emergency?

If the state doesn’t have such a policy, do not report any students as having a significant medical emergency.  Report all students as either participating or not participating.

How does the EDFacts data crosswalk to the legacy IDEA Table 6?

A crosswalk to the legacy IDEA Table 6 is in the appendix.

Do other files collect related data?

Yes.  Specifically, the students reported in this file are also reported in C185 and C186 as follows:

	Students reported in this file for mathematics
	Reported in category set C of C185 as not participating or as exempted due to a significant medical emergency.

	Students reported in this file for reading/language arts
	Reported in category set C of C188 as not participating or as exempted due to a significant medical emergency.


2.5 Definitions

The following definitions support this file:  

Invalid results

Assessment results that cannot be used for reporting and/or aggregation due to problems in the testing process (e.g., student does not take all portions of the assessment, student does not fill out the answer sheet appropriately, student receives accommodations or modifications that threaten test validity) and/or changes in testing materials that result in a score that is deemed by the state to not yield a valid evaluation of the student’s level of achievement on grade-level content.  The students whose test results are determined to be invalid are counted as nonparticipants.

Out-of-grade level test

An assessment taken at a grade level below which the student is currently enrolled.  Students who are tested out-of-level, for the purposes of this data collection, are considered to be nonparticipants.  
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

The following file naming convention is to help identify files to provide technical assistance.  

A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.

4.0 FIXED OR DELIMITED FILES

5.0 XML SPECIFICATIONS

The XML files contain three (3) distinct metric objects and a file transmit objects.  The structure of the objects contains a node that defines the education unit that corresponds to the submitted metric.  The structure also contains nodes that represent the characteristics of the metric (see table 2.3-1 for a list of the characteristics used in this file), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or total of the education unit.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic see table 5.0-1 below

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:
