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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the EDFacts Submission System (ESS).  The ESS is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation posted on http://www2.ed.gov/about/inits/ed/edfacts/index.html under EDFacts System Documentation, including:

· EDFacts Workbook – a reference guide to using the EDFacts
Submission System (ESS); particularly useful to new users; contains multiple appendices, including one that explains how to use the file specifications 

· ESS User Guide – provides assistance to new users of the EDFacts Submission System (ESS); it addresses the basic mechanics of system access and data submission 

· EDFacts Business Rules Guide – describes each business rule including the error number, type, message, definition, edit logic, and the file specifications where the business rules are applied

Data submitted through the ESS are authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1850-0925, expires 2/28/2019).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decision-making to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building files to submit EDFacts Data Group 699: State poverty designation.  The definition for this data group is:
The classification of a school’s poverty quartile for purposes of determining classes taught by highly qualified teachers in high and low poverty schools, according to state’s indicator of poverty.
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.  These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).

The ED data stewarding office/s for this file: OESE/OSS.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This section contains changes from the previous school year, core requirements for submitting this file, required categories and totals, and general guidance.
2.1 Changes from the SY 2015-16 File Specifications
There have been changes to this file specification that resulted in changes to the record layouts. The changes are:

· Collection of AYP status (DG 32) and Alternate approach status (DG 617) have been discontinued.
· The file is now only submitted at the school level.

2.3 Required Categories and Totals

2.4 Guidance

This section contains guidance for submitting this file in the format of questions and answers.  
What is the State Poverty Designation (DG699)?

Each state selects a metric that it uses to determine the high poverty and low poverty elementary and secondary schools in their state.  Each school is designated as either an elementary or a secondary school.  The quartiles are determined as two distinct calculations.  One calculation includes all elementary schools in the state and the other includes all the secondary schools in the state.  DG699 collects information that is the result of each of these two calculations.
What are the permitted values for State Poverty Designation (DG699)? 
· HIGH:  High poverty quartile school.
· LOW:  Low poverty quartile school. 
· NEITHER:  Neither high nor low poverty quartile school. 

· MISSING:  Data are not available to the SEA at the time the file is submitted.

4.0 FIXED OR DELIMITED FILES

5.0 XML SPECIFICATIONS
The XML files contain an agency object and a file transmit object.  The agency object is contained within the file transmission object that define the group of values that is being submitted.

For this file, the agency objects are unique at the SEA, LEA and school level.

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic see table 5.0-1 below
· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:
