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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the EDFacts Submission System (ESS).  The ESS is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation posted on http://www2.ed.gov/about/inits/ed/edfacts/index.html under EDFacts System Documentation, including:

· EDFacts Workbook – a reference guide to using the EDFacts
Submission System (ESS); particularly useful to new users; contains multiple appendices, including one that explains how to use the file specifications 

· ESS User Guide – provides assistance to new users of the EDFacts Submission System (ESS); it addresses the basic mechanics of system access and data submission 

· EDFacts Business Rules Guide – describes each business rule includes the error number, type, message, definition, edit logic, and the file specifications where the business rules are applied

Data submitted through the ESS are authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 2/29/2016).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decision-making to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building files to submit EDFacts Data Group 634: Migrant Students Eligible 12 Months Table. The definition for this data group is: 
The cumulative unduplicated number of eligible migrant students.
The data in this file specification are currently collected in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I, which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended. 
2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This section contains changes from the previous school year, core requirements for submitting this file, required categories and totals, and general guidance.

2.4 Guidance

Revised! This file specification is used to collect the unduplicated count of eligible migrant children who resided in your state for one or more days during the reporting period of September 1 through August 31 for SY 2014-15, received instructional or support services in a Migrant Education Program (MEP), and were classified as having a priority for services.  To qualify to be counted in this file, a migrant child must have made a qualified move in the last 36 months from the beginning of the SY 2014-15 reporting period.  For SY 2014-15, September 2, 2011 would be the earliest qualifying arrival date for this reporting period.  A child who moved on September 1, 2011 would not be considered an eligible migrant child during this reporting period.
This section contains guidance for submitting this file in the format of questions and answers.

REVISED! Who are eligible migrant children? 
The definition of eligible migrant children is in section 4.4.1 of the EDFacts Workbook.   Part of that definition is that a child had a qualifying move in the last 36 months from the beginning of the reporting period.  For SY 2014-15, September 2, 2011 would be the earliest qualifying arrival date for this reporting period.  A child who moved on September 1, 2011 would not be considered an eligible migrant child during this reporting period.
Which migrant children should be reported in this file?

Include all eligible migrant children regardless of whether they participated in MEP services.
Which migrant children should not be reported in this file?
Exclude:
· Children served by the MEP (under the continuation of services authority) after their period of eligibility has expired when other services are not available to meet their needs

· Previously eligible secondary–school children who are receiving credit accrual services (under the continuation of services authority). 
How should my SEA track migrant children?

To provide the child counts, each SEA should have sufficient procedures in place to ensure that it is counting only those children who are eligible for the MEP.  Such procedures are important to protecting the integrity of the State's MEP because they permit the early discovery and correction of eligibility problems and thus help to ensure that only eligible migrant children are counted for funding purposes and are served.  If an SEA has reservations about the accuracy of its child counts, it must inform the Department of its concerns and explain how and when it will resolve them in its Consolidated State Performance Report. 

REVISED! What if my SEA discovers an error in the child count(s) after CSPR Part II closes?

If an SEA determines that any upward change to its state-level (SEA) child count is necessary, it must submit a request to the U.S. Department of Education, Director of Office of Migrant Education (OME) for pre-approval to modify the child count.  The request must include an explanation of the data that needs to be changed and why the change needs to be made. The request should be sent prior to the CSPR Part II correction period. Resubmissions of SEA child count data with upward revisions without prior approval will not be accepted by the Department.

If a state determines that a significant downward change to its state-level (SEA) child count is necessary, it must inform U.S. Department of Education, Director of OME. A significant downward change would be any resubmission that decreases the child count of 25% percent of the last submission made before the CSPR Part II closes. The state must explain how the error happened and what the state is doing to prevent the error in the future. 

Please note that this process applies to resubmissions of the SEA level child counts only. 

Are all students reported in all category sets?

No.  The table below indicates which category sets include all students and which do not.

How are student counts reported by age/grade?
Report children in the highest age/grade that they attained during the reporting period.  For example, a child who turns 3 during the reporting period would only be reported as “Age 3 through 5 (not Kindergarten).”   The permitted value “age 3 to 5” is for those children who are not in kindergarten.  Report 5 year olds in kindergarten using the permitted value for “kindergarten.”

Why are there two categories for age/grade?

Most of the data are collected for all age/grades including age birth through 2.  However, data on migrant priority for services (category set B) and LEP status (category set C) are not collected for age birth through 2.  Therefore, one age/grade category includes birth through 2 while the other does not.

REVISED! What does the permitted value “out-of-school” mean?

Out-of-school means youth up through age 21 who are entitled to a free public education in the State but are not currently enrolled in a K through 12 institution.  This could include students who have dropped out of school, youth who are working on a High School Equivalency (HSE) Diploma outside of a K through 12 institution, and youth who are “here-to-work” only.  It does not include preschoolers.

REVISED! What does the permitted value “ungraded” mean?
Ungraded means the children are served in an educational unit that has no separate grades.  For example, some schools have primary grade groupings that are not traditionally graded, or ungraded groupings for children with (learning) disabilities (IDEA).  In some cases, ungraded students may also include children with disabilities (IDEA), transitional bilingual students, students working on a HSE through a K through12 institution
, or those in a correctional setting.
How are student counts reported by racial ethnic (RE)?

SEAs must submit racial and ethnic data using 7 permitted values, which are:

AM7 – American Indian or Alaskan Native

AS7 – Asian

BL7 – Black or African American

HI7 – Hispanic/Latino

PI7 – Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

WH7 – White

MU7 – Two or more races

How are migrant students reported by “priority for services” status (only)?

Report migratory children who are classified as having “priority for services” because they are failing, or most at risk of failing to meet the State’s challenging State academic content standards and challenging State student academic achievement standards, and their education has been interrupted during the regular school year.

How are student counts reported by LEP status (only)?
Include students who meet the definition of limited English proficient (LEP) students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.  Part of the definition of LEP students is “who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school”.  For purposes of reporting eligible migrant students in this file, that portion of the definition is not applicable.

How are student counts reported by disability status (only)? 

Include students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook

How are student counts reported by mobility status (12 months)? 

Report children whose qualifying arrival date (i.e., QAD) occurred within 12 months from the last day of the performance period, August 31, 2014.
How are student counts reported by mobility status (regular school year)? 

Report children who had a qualifying arrival date during the regular school year within 12 months from the last day of the reporting period, August 31, 2014.  
Do other file specifications collect related data?

Yes.  There are several file specifications that collect data on students eligible for funding and for students served under the migrant student program.  For example, C122 is used to collect the category 2 child count of the migrant child count.  Section 5.3, “Relationships Among Files,” in the EDFacts Workbook explains how these files relate to one another.

5.0 XML SPECIFICATIONS
The XML files contain three (3) distinct metric objects and a file transmit objects.  The structure of the objects contains a node that defines the education unit that corresponds to the submitted metric.  The structure also contains nodes that represent the characteristics of the metric (see table 2.3-1 for a list of the characteristics used in this file), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or total of the education unit.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.
The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic see table 5.0-1 below
· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – values for data elements.
