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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN). This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education. The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Title III Limited English Proficiency (LEP) English Language Proficiency Results Table, DG151. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.
A separate document contains the XML file formats. General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data reported in this file specification is used to provide data for the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I and the Title III Biennial Report.

Changes from the SY 2008-09 File Specifications

Other than the editorial changes listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification.
Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· LEA

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the number of Title III limited English proficient (LEP) students who were assessed in the annual state English language proficiency assessment and who received services under a Title III LEP program.  

What is the reporting period for this file?

The reporting period for this file is the testing window for the annual English language proficiency assessment.

Which education units should be reported in the file?

Include the SEA and LEAs that have a Title III LEP program 
Which education units should not be reported in the file?

Exclude LEAs that did not have a Title III LEP program.
Which students should be reported?

Report LEP students in grades K through 12 who took the annual English language proficiency assessment and received services under a Title III LEP program.  The definition of LEP students is in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.
How are student counts reported?

The state’s definition of “making progress” can include students who “attained proficiency.”  Therefore, students could be reported as both “making progress” and “attained proficiency.”  

How are students reported at the LEA level?
A student who meets the definitions of “making progress” and “attained proficiency” may be reported for each category in the LEA level file.  

How do I report data for consortia in this file? 

If your state has consortia, report data by the individual LEAs for this file.

What are the permitted values for the category “English language proficiency assessment?”

The permitted values are:

· PROGRESS – Making Progress
· NOPROGRESS – Did Not Make Progress
· PROFICIENT – Attained Proficiency
Attained proficiency and making progress are defined in the State Consolidated Application.
Is this file used to calculate AMAOs for accountability purposes?
No. ED does not use these AMAO data for accountability purposes. This file is not used to calculate AMAOs for accountability purposes. This file collects Title III ELP results. Therefore, states should report all Title III states should report all LEP students in grades K through 12 who took the annual ELP assessment and who received services in a Title III LEP program.

Are zeros required?

SEA level - Zero counts must be included in the details for the category set.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System. Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State. A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name. The following is the naming convention for Title III LEP English Language Proficiency Results file submissions:
