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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.

1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Personnel Skilled in Technology (Headcount) Table, DG526. The definition for this data group is in row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.
A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data collected using this file specification are used for multiple purposes including:  

· To track progress nationally on the use of technology to support education and student achievement

· To assess performance of the Title II, Part D Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) Program for 2010-11 

· To report progress to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and to Congress on EETT Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) measures

· To carry out the OMB Program Assessment Rating Tool (PART) improvement plan by collecting data on EETT performance measures and making program performance information available to the public in a transparent manner

1.1 Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications

 There have been changes to this file specification.

· The definitions of the data group (table name in table 4.2-1) and the categories “staff category (technology)” and “technology skills” have been changed to match the definitions in the approved paperwork clearance package.

· The guidance on which LEAs are reported has been changed in table 1.2-1.

· The guidance in section 2.0 has been changed to reflect the new definitions.

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the unduplicated headcount of full-time school personnel who have met state or district technology standards; and the unduplicated headcount of full-time school personnel who have not. 

See below for additional guidance concerning this file.  

REVISED!  What if my state or districts do not have technology standards for teachers and other school personnel?
If neither your state nor districts have technology standards, use alternate methods to determine technology skills. 

REVISED!  What are examples of alternative methods to determine technology skills?

The following are examples of some of the alternative methods that could be used to determine technology skills: state or district certification, skills checklist or inventory, state or district test or assessment, survey, course completion, professional development, portfolios, observations, etc.

NEW!  What if my state assesses after December 31?

If you state assesses skills in the 2nd half of the school year or through professional development during the summer, you may use that data to report the personnel skilled in technology.

REVISED!  If an LEA transferred the Title II, Part D funds under the authority of REAP, should that LEA be reported in this file?

Yes. Report on each LEA that received at least $25,000 in Title II, Part D funds for the reporting period school year
What staff should be reported?

Include only full-time school-based instructional personnel and school administrators.
NEW!  How are staff reported by technology skills?

Staff are reported as either 

· TECHACCEPT – Personnel met technology standards
· TECHNOTACCEPT – Personnel did not meet technology standards

NEW!  How are staff reported by staff category (technology)?

Report each staff under one of the following permitted values:

· All Teachers

· Librarians/Media Specialists

· School Administrators

How are staff that work at multiple LEAs reported in this file?

Report each individual for only one LEA 
1.3 Definitions

The following are definitions that support this file:

All Teachers

Full-time professional school staff members who provide instruction to students and maintain daily student attendance records.

Librarians/Media Specialists

Professional staff members and supervisors assigned specific duties and school time for professional library and media service activities including selecting, acquiring, preparing, cataloging, and circulating books and other printed materials; planning the use of library and media services by students, teachers and other members of the instructional staff; and guiding individuals in their use of media services and library materials.

School Administrators

Staff members whose activities are concerned with directing and managing the operation of a particular school including principals, assistant principals, and other assistants; and persons who supervise school operations, assign duties to staff members, supervise and maintain records of the school, and coordinate school instructional activities with those of the LEA, including department chairpersons.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Personnel Skilled in Technology (Headcount) file submissions:

1.4 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows:
