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Preface

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decision-making to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Special Education Paraprofessionals (FTE) Table, DG647. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 

Revised!  The data using this file specification are collected under the authority of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Section 618.  The data will be used as responses in Section B of Table 2 “Personnel (In Full-Time Equivalency of Assignment) Employed to Provide Special Education and Related Services for Children with Disabilities.”

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications

Other than the editorial changes and guidance updates listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification.

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the full-time equivalency (FTE) of special education paraprofessionals who are employed or contracted to provide special education and related services to children with disabilities (IDEA) ages 3 through 21.  This file specification reflects the requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA ’04).  Other files collect data on special education teachers (N/X070) and related services personnel (N/X099).

Additional guidance is below:

Who are paraprofessionals?

Paraprofessionals are employees who provide instructional support, including those who:

(1) provide one-on-one tutoring if such tutoring is scheduled at a time when a student would not otherwise receive instruction from a teacher 

(2) assist with classroom management, such as organizing instructional and other materials

(3) provide instructional assistance in a computer laboratory

(4) conduct parental involvement activities

(5) provide support in a library or media center

(6) act as a translator

(7) provide instructional support services under the direct supervision of a teacher.
  
Which paraprofessionals should be reported in this file?
Include the FTE of all paraprofessionals employed or contracted to provide special education and related services to children with disabilities (IDEA) ages 3 through 21 regardless of funding source (i.e., Part B, State, and local), including personnel employed by private agencies.  
What paraprofessionals should not be reported in this file?
Exclude the FTE of special education paraprofessionals who provide special education and related services exclusively to children with disabilities (IDEA) from birth through age 2.
Revised! How are data reported by FTE?
Report the FTE on only the percentage of time the special education paraprofessionals work specifically with children with disabilities (IDEA) receiving special education and related services. When reporting the SEA or LEA data, the data are rounded to the hundredth decimal place.  For example, a paraprofessional who works 3 hours per day of a 6-hour school day is counted as 0.50 FTE.  A paraprofessional works 4 hours per day of a 6-hour school day, is counted as 0.67 FTE.  As another example, if an LEA has two paraprofessionals who each work 4 hours per day of a 6-hour school day, the LEA would report 1.33 FTE (rounding the 1.334 to the nearest hundredth decimal place). 
How are FTE of paraprofessional reported by qualification status?

FTE is reported as either qualified or not qualified.  Qualification status depends on whether paraprofessionals are included in the state’s definition of qualified based on the criteria identified in 20 U.S.C. 1412(14)(B).  

· If paraprofessionals are included, then paraprofessionals must meet the State standard for qualified based on the definition.  

· If paraprofessionals are not included in the definition, then paraprofessionals are considered qualified for the FTE if they either:

· Hold the appropriate State certification or licensure for the position held, or

· Hold a position for which no State requirements exist (i.e. certification or licensure requirements). 
Paraprofessionals who do not meet the standards listed above for qualified are reported as not qualified.

What if paraprofessionals serve both children with disabilities (IDEA) and students without disabilities under IDEA?

If paraprofessionals work part of their time with children with disabilities (IDEA) and part of their time with children without disabilities under IDEA, report only the proportion of their FTE the paraprofessional works specifically with children with disabilities (IDEA) receiving special education and related services
How are missing data reported?

If your state does not have the data available by required disaggregation, report that as missing in EDFacts.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Special Education Paraprofessionals file submissions:
