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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· Choice/SES Set Aside, ID# 679

· GFSA Reporting Status, ID# 603

· Integrated Technology Status, ID# 524

· REAP Alternative Funding Status, ID# 614

· SES Funds Available, ID# 680

· School Choice – Funds Spent, ID# 652 

· School Totals, ID# 454

· Supplemental Services – Funds Spent, ID# 651

· Truants, ID# 664

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
The data in this file specification is a compilation of single counts and indicators from a variety of education programs, most of which are related to the No Child Left Behind legislation. 

1.1 Changes from the SY 2006-07 File Specifications

Not applicable.  This is a new file specification for SY 2007-08.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this File

The data groups listed above are to be submitted only at the LEA level. 

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file collects a variety of statuses, dollar amounts, and counts that are collected at the LEA level.

What is the EDFacts submission period for this file?

This file is listed amongst the End files.  

What is the EDFacts reporting period for this file?

See data group specific instructions below.

What education units should be included in this file?

Include all LEAs that were operational during the reporting period.

What education units should not be included in this file?

Do not submit LEAs that were closed, future, or inactive for the entire reporting period.  

Do other file specifications collect similar data?

Many of the data groups in this file have similar data reported elsewhere in EDEN.  Please see the SY 2007-08 EDFacts workbook for additional information.

Below are instructions for each data group included in this file.

1.3 Choice/SES Set Aside, ID# 679

What is this?

This data group is a dollar amount that represents the 20% reservation for SES and choice-related transportation.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, what dollar amount was to be set aside for the current school year?

What if an LEA wasn’t required to set aside funds?

The field may be left blank or a zero can be reported.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as a numeric value in whole dollars, no decimal places or “$” (e.g. $10,000 is reported as “10000”)

1.4 GFSA Reporting Status, ID# 603

What is this?

This data group is used to report whether or not an LEA submitted a Gun-Free Schools Act (GFSA) of 1994 report to the state, as defined by Title 18, Section 921.  (This data group is also reported at the school level in N/X132 School.)

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year.  In other words, for the current school year did the LEA report on gun incidents to the SEA?

What value should I use?

· YESWITHREP – The LEA submitted a report indicated one or more students had an offense.

· YESWOREP – The LEA submitted a report indicated that no students had offenses.

· No – The LEA did not submit a report.

· NA – The LEA does not have any students and thus is not required to file a report.

What if the LEA has no students?

Use the permitted value “NA” for not applicable.  (Also, reconsider whether the LEA needs to be included in this file.)

What if the status is unavailable or missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

1.5 Integrated Technology Status, ID# 524

What is this?

This data group is used to report whether or not the LEA effectively and fully integrated technology as defined by the state.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the beginning of the school year.  In other words, at the beginning of the school year, had the LEA achieved integrated technology status?

What value should I use?

· YES – The LEA has effectively and fully integrated technology as defined by the state.

· No – The LEA has not yet effectively or fully integrated technology as defined by the state.

· NOTREQ – The LEA does not have any students and thus is not covered by the technology plan.

What if the LEA is not covered by the state’s technology plan?

Use the permitted value “NOTREQ” for not required to report.  (Also, reconsider whether the LEA needs to be included in this file.)

What if the status is unavailable or missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

1.6 REAP Alternative Funding Status, ID# 614

What is this?

Only LEAs that are eligible for the Small Rural Schools Achievement (SRSA) Program are eligible to use REAP-Flex Alternative Uses of Funding Authority during the school year as specified in the Title VI, Section 6211 of ESEA as amended by NCLB.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, at some time during 
SY 2007-08 did the LEA notify the SEA of its intent to use the REAP-Flex Alternative Uses of Funding Authority?

What value should I use?

· YES – The LEA notified the state of its intent to use the REAP-Flex Authority..

· No – The LEA is eligible for REAP-Flex, but did not notify the state of its intent to use the REAP-Flex Authority.

· NA – The LEA is not eligible to use the REAP-Flex Authority.

What if the status is unavailable or missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

1.7 SES Funds Available, ID# 680

What is this?

This data group is a dollar amount that represents the maximum per child for expenditures related to supplemental education services (SES).

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year.  In other words, what funds were available per child for SES during the school year.

What if an LEA was not required to provide supplemental education services?

The field may be left blank or a zero can be reported.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as a numeric value in whole dollars, no decimal places or “$” (e.g. $10,000 is reported as “10000”)

1.8 School Choice – Funds Spent, ID# 652 

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount spent on transportation for public school choice under Title I of ESEA as amended by NCLB, Part A, Section 1116.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year.  In other words, what funds were spent during the school year for transportation for school choice?

What if an LEA spent no funds on transportation for school choice?

Report zero. 

What if an LEA was not required to provide school choice?

The field may be left blank or a zero can be reported.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as a numeric value in whole dollars, no decimal places or “$” (e.g. $10,000 is reported as “10000”)

1.9 School Totals, ID# 454

What is this?

This data group is the number of schools in the LEA on October 1.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.  In other words, the number of schools in the LEA on October 1 of the current school year.

What if an LEA has no schools?

Report zero.  (Also, reconsider whether the LEA needs to be included in this file.)

What if the number of schools on October 1 is missing?

Use (-1) to represent missing.  This field is mandatory and can not be left blank.  

1.10 Supplemental Services – Funds Spent, ID# 651

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount spent on supplemental educational services during the school year under Title I, Part A, Section 1116 of ESEA as amended by NCLB.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year.  In other words, what funds did the LEA spend on supplemental services during the school year?

What if an LEA spent no funds on supplemental services?

Report zero. 

What if an LEA was not required to provide supplement services?

The field may be left blank or a zero can be reported.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as a numeric value in whole dollars, no decimal places or “$” (e.g. $10,000 is reported as “10000”)

1.11 Truants, ID# 664

What is this?

This data group is the unduplicated number of truants as defined by the state, using the threshold definition.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year. 

Is the student count of truants duplicated?

The count should be unduplicated.

What does the phrase "threshold definition" mean?

In the definition of Truants, the phrase "threshold definition" refers to the number of unexcused absences before a student is deemed truant.  For example, some states allow 5 and others allow 10 unexcused absences after which the student is deemed truant.

What if an LEA has zero truants?

This is a mandatory field.  Zero values must be included. 

What if the LEA has no students?

Report zero.  (Also, reconsider whether the LEA needs to be included in this file.)

What if the number of truants is missing?

Use (-1) to represent missing.  This field is mandatory and can not be left blank.

1.12 General Guidance

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for NCLB LEA End of School Year Status file submissions:

Where:

ss
= Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

LEA for a Local Education Agency NCLB LEA End of School Year Status submission.

Filename
= LEASYEND (no more than nine characters).
vvvvvvv
= Up to seven-character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).

.ext
= Three-character file extension identifying the file format as follows:





.txt – fixed format





.csv – comma-delimited format





.tab – tab-delimited format
1.13 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

A - This field is populated in accordance with table 1.2-1 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional

 LEA NCLB LEA END OF SCHOOL YEAR STATUS FILE 

This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the LEA NCLB LEA End of School Year Status file.  The file type is specified in the header record.

1.14 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period. 

See Section 4.3 for examples of the header record.
