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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· Public school choice/SES 20 percent obligation, DG679

· GFSA reporting status, DG603

· Integrated technology status, DG524

· REAP alternative funding status, DG614

· SES per pupil expenditure, DG680

· Public school choice funds spent, DG652 

· School total, DG454

· Supplemental educational services funds spent, DG651

· Truants, DG664

· Public school choice unable to implement, DG701

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended.  These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  The GFSA reporting status (DG603) is used to monitor and report on the Gun-Free Schools Act.  It will be used for responses to the Gun-Free Schools Act Report.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2008-09 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification that resulted in changes to the record layout.  The data group Public school choice unable to implement (DG701) has been added to this file.  There have been other format and editorial changes listed in the document history on page ii.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file collects a variety of statuses, dollar amounts, and counts that are collected at the LEA level.
The guidance is organized into two parts: guidance that applies to the entire file and then guidance that applies to each of the data groups collected through this file.  The sections are organized by topic instead of the order the data groups appear in the record layout.
UPDATED! How should states that have approved differentiated accountability models or are participating in the SES pilot allowing LEAS to offer SES to eligible students in Title I schools in the first year of school improvement report in this file?

If your state has an approved differentiated accountability model or is participating in the SES pilot allowing LEAs to offer SES to eligible students in Title I schools in the first year of school improvement, you should include LEAs and report the data groups listed below consistent with the flexibilities for which your state has received approval from the Department:

· Public school choice/SES 20 percent obligation, DG679

· SES per pupil expenditure, DG680

· Public school choice funds spent, DG652 

· Supplemental educational services funds spent, DG651

· Public school choice unable to implement, DG701

2.1   School Total (DG454)

What is this?

This data group is the number of schools in the LEA on October 1.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.  In other words, what was the number of schools in the LEA on October 1 of the current school year?

What if an LEA has no schools?

Report zero.  Also, reconsider whether the LEA needs to be included in this file.

What if the number of schools on October 1 is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated. 
2.2 GFSA Reporting Status (DG603)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not an LEA submitted a Gun-Free Schools Act (GFSA) of 1994 report to the state, as defined by Title 18, Section 921.  (This data group is also reported at the school level in N/X132 School.)
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, for the school year did the LEA report on gun incidents to the SEA?

What are the permitted values?
The permitted values are:

· YESWITHREP – The LEA submitted a report that indicated one or more students had an offense.

· YESWOREP – The LEA submitted a report that indicated no students had offenses.

· NO – The LEA did not submit a report.

· NA – The LEA is not required to submit a report (this should be used very rarely) 

What if the LEA has no students?

Use the permitted value “NA” for not applicable.
What if the status is missing?

Report the LEA as “no.”  If the status is missing, the assumption will be that the LEA did not submit the report.
2.3 Truants (DG664)

What is this?

This data group is the unduplicated number of student who were truant as defined by the state, using the threshold definition.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year. 

How are student counts reported?

Students should be reported once for any LEA in which the student was enrolled and is determined to be a truant.

What does the phrase "threshold definition" mean?

In the definition of truants, the phrase "threshold definition" refers to the number of unexcused absences before a student is deemed truant.  For example, some states allow 5 and others allow 10 unexcused absences after which the student is deemed truant.

What if an LEA has zero truants?

Report zero.  This is a mandatory field and cannot be left blank.

What if the LEA has no students?

Report zero.  

What if the number of truants is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.4 Integrated Technology Status (DG524)
What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not the LEA effectively and fully integrated technology as defined by the state.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the beginning of the school year.  In other words, at the beginning of the school year, had the LEA achieved integrated technology status?
What are the permitted values?
The permitted values are:

· YES – The LEA has effectively and fully integrated technology as defined by the state.

· NO – The LEA has not yet effectively or fully integrated technology as defined by the state.

· NOTREQ – The LEA does not receive funds under Title IID of ESEA (CFDA 84.318 Enhancing Education through Technology).

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.5 REAP Alternative Funding Status (DG614)
What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not an LEA notified the state of the LEA's intention to use REAP-Flex Alternative Uses of Funding Authority (the authority) during the school year as specified in the Title VI, Section 6211 of ESEA as amended by NCLB.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, at some time during the school year did the LEA request alternative funding status?
What are the permitted values?
The permitted values are:

· YES – The LEA notified the state that the LEA intends to use the authority.

· NO – The LEA is eligible to use the authority but has not notified the state that the LEA intends to use the authority.

· NA – The LEA is not eligible to use the authority.

What if the LEA is not eligible to use the authority?

Use the permitted value “NA” for not applicable.   

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.6 Public School Choice/SES 20 Percent Obligation (DG679)

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount that represents an LEA’s 20 percent obligation for supplemental educational services (SES) and transportation for public school choice under Title I of the ESEA.  An LEA with students eligible for these provisions must spend an amount equal to 20 percent of its Title I, Part A allocation on SES and transportation for public school choice, unless a lesser amount is needed to meet demand.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, what was the dollar amount of the 20 percent obligation for the LEA for the current school year?

UPDATED! What if an LEA received Title I funding but was not required to offer public school choice or SES because none of its Title I schools were in improvement, corrective action or restructuring?

The field can be left blank.  Alternatively, since states are required to calculate the public school choice/SES 20 percent obligation, the values calculated by the state can be submitted.
NEW!  What if an LEA received no Title I funding?
The field should be left blank.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”

NEW! What if the dollar amount is missing?

If the dollar amount is temporarily unavailable, the file can be submitted with this field blank.  The file should be resubmitted once the data are available.
2.7 SES Per Pupil Expenditure (DG680)
What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount that represents the maximum amount that may be spent per child in the LEA for expenditures related to supplemental education services (SES) under Title I of the ESEA.  
An LEA must calculate its maximum SES per pupil expenditure by dividing its Title I, Part A allocation by the number of children residing within the LEA aged 5 through 17 years who are from families below the poverty level, as determined by the most recent census estimates from the Department of Commerce.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, what was the maximum amount per child that could be spent by the LEA for SES for the current school year?
UPDATED! What if an LEA received Title I funding but was not required to provide SES because none of its Title I schools were in improvement, corrective action or restructuring?

The field can be left blank.  Alternatively, since states are required to calculate the SES per pupil expenditure, the values calculated by the state can be submitted.

NEW!  What if an LEA received no Title I funding?
The field should be left blank.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?
The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”

NEW! What if the dollar amount is missing?

If the dollar amount is temporarily unavailable, the file can be submitted with this field blank.  The file should be resubmitted once the data are available.

2.8 Public School Choice Funds Spent (DG652) 

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount spent on transportation for public school choice under Title I of ESEA.  LEAs are required to offer public school choice to all students enrolled in a Title I school that has been identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, how much was spent by the LEA during the school year for transportation for public school choice? 
What funds should be included in the dollar amount?

An LEA may use Title I, Part A funds, as well as other allowable Federal, state, local and private resources to provide transportation for public school choice under Title I of the ESEA.  The dollar amount should include funds spent for this purpose from any of those sources.

How do LEAs with open enrollment or other school choice programs report funds spent on public school choice?

For LEAs that have open enrollment or other school choice programs that provide transportation in addition to public school choice under Title I of the ESEA, the state may include costs the LEA incurs in transporting a student if the student meets the following conditions:

· Has a "home" or "neighborhood" school (to which the student would have been assigned, in the absence of a choice program) that receives Title I funds and has been identified, under the statute, as in need of improvement, corrective action, or restructuring; and 
· Has elected to enroll, at some point since July 1, 2002 (the effective date of the 
Title I choice provisions) and after the home school has been identified as in need of improvement, in a school that has not been so identified and is attending that school.
· Is using LEA transportation services to attend such a school.

What if an LEA that was required to offer public school choice spent no funds on transportation for public school choice?

Report zero. 

What if an LEA was not required to offer public school choice because none of its Title I schools were in improvement, corrective action or restructuring?

The field should be left blank.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”

UPDATED! What if the dollar amount is missing?

If the dollar amount is temporarily unavailable, the file can be submitted with this field blank.  The file should be resubmitted once the data are available.

2.9 Supplemental Educational Services Funds Spent (DG651)

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount spent on supplemental educational services (SES) under Title I of ESEA.  An LEA is required to offer SES to students from low-income families enrolled in a Title I school that is in the second year of school improvement, in corrective action, or in restructuring.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, how much was spent by the LEA spend on supplemental educational services during the school year?
UPDATED! If an LEA provides SES to eligible students during the summer, for which school year should expenditures related to providing SES during the summer be reported?

 If the state’s definition of “school year” includes the summer following the school year that ended in late spring/early summer, then the LEA should count funds spent during the summer on SES as part of that school year’s expenditures.

If the state’s definition of “school year” does not includes the summer following the school year that ended in late spring/early summer, then the LEA should count funds spent during the summer on SES as part of the next school year’s expenditures.

What funds should be included in the dollar amount?

An LEA may use Title I, Part A funds, as well as other allowable Federal, state, local and private resources to provide SES under Title I of the ESEA.  The dollar amount should include funds spent for this purpose from any of those sources. 

What if an LEA voluntarily offered SES to students enrolled in a Title I school in the first year of school improvement because the LEA could not offer public school choice to those students?
An LEA may (but is not required to) offer SES to students enrolled in a Title I school in the first year of school improvement if the LEA is unable to offer public school choice to those students because it has no available schools to which students can transfer.  Funds spent on services for such students may be included in this count, provided the LEA offered SES to the students in a manner that is consistent with the requirements in section 1116(e) of the ESEA, and so long as the LEA is meeting the full demand for SES from students enrolled in schools in the second year of improvement, in corrective action, or in restructuring. 

What if an LEA spent no funds on SES?

Report zero. 

What if an LEA was not required to provide SES?

The field should be left blank.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”
UPDATED! What if the dollar amount is missing?

If the dollar amount is temporarily unavailable, the file can be submitted with this field blank.  The file should be resubmitted once the data are available.

2.10 NEW! Public School Choice Unable to Implement (DG701)

What is this?

This data group is the indication of whether an LEA was not able to implement the provisions for public school choice under Title I, Part A, Section 1116 of ESEA as amended by NCLB.  

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, was an LEA unable to implement the provisions for public school choice during the school year?

What are the permitted values?
The permitted values are:

· IMPLEMENT – The LEA was able to implement public school choice at all grade levels.

· ATSOME – The LEA was unable to implement public school choice at one or more grade levels (e.g. grades 9, 10, 11, and 12) but it was able to implement public school choice at other grade levels (e.g., grades below 9).

· ATALL – The LEA was unable to implement public school choice at any grade level.

· NA – The LEA was not required to implement public school choice.

Under what circumstances might an LEA be unable to implement public school choice?

An LEA might be unable to implement public school choice due to one or more of the following circumstances:

· All schools at a grade level in the LEA are identified for school improvement, corrective action, or restructuring, 

· The LEA has only a single school at the grade level of the school at which students are eligible for public school choice.  

· Schools in the LEA are so remote from one another that changing schools is impracticable.  

An LEA may not use lack of physical capacity within its schools to deny students the option to transfer.
What if the status is missing?

If the status is temporarily unavailable, the file can be submitted with this field blank.  The file should be resubmitted once the data are available.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for LEA End of School Year Status file submissions:

3.1 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional

4.0  LEA NCLB LEA END OF SCHOOL YEAR STATUS FILE 

This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the LEA NCLB LEA End of School Year Status file.  The file type is specified in the header record.

4.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
