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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· Economically disadvantaged students, DG56 

· School poverty percentage, DG31

· School Improvement Funds status, DG693

· School Improvement Funds allocation table, DG694

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by  the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended.  These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  

1.1 Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification that resulted in changes to the record layout.  Most of the data groups collected in this file specification have been moved to other file specifications.   The table below indicates the files that will be used to collect the data groups that had been in this file in SY 2009-10.

In addition, the meaning of the permitted values for the School Improvement Funds Status (DG693) have been clarified.  The permitted value “NOFUNDS” should be used for schools that were eligible for but did not receive funds.  The permitted value “NOTELIGIBLE” should be used for schools that were not eligible for funds.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
The guidance is organized by data group collected through this file.

2.1 Economically Disadvantaged Students (DG56) 

What is this?

This data group is the unduplicated number of students who met the state criteria for classification as economically disadvantaged according to the state definition.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.  In other words, how many students enrolled in the school on October 1 met the state criteria for classification as economically disadvantaged?
What if the school has no economically disadvantages students?

Report zero.  This field is mandatory and cannot be left blank.  

What if the count is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated. 

2.2 School Poverty Percentage (DG31)

What is this?

This data group is the percentage of students in the school identified as economically disadvantaged according to the state definition. This data group is sometimes referred to as the “School Poverty Level.”
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.

How should the percentage be reported?

Percentages should be reported as numeric values in the format of (5, 4).  For example, 100 percent would be represented as “1.0000” and 90 percent would be represented as “0.9000.”  The decimal point should be present in the value provided.  See the file examples in Section 4.
What if the percentage is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.3 School Improvement Funds Status (DG693)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not the school received School Improvement funds under Section 1003 of ESEA.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, during the school year did the school receive School Improvement funds under Section 1003 of ESEA?

REVISED!  What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are: 

· AONLY – The school received funds and all of those funds were Section 1003(a).
· GONLY – The school received funds and all of those funds were Section 1003(g).

· BOTH – The school received funds from both Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(g).

· NOFUNDS – The school was eligible for but did not receive Section 1003(a) or 1003(g) funds. 
· NOTELIGIBLE – The school was not eligible to receive Section 1003 (a) or Section 1003(g) funds.

What if the status is missing?

The field is optional and can be left blank.
2.4 School Improvement Funds Allocation Table (DG694)

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount the school was allocated under school improvement under Section 1003(a) and/or 1003(g) of ESEA.  There are separate fields for Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(g) funds.  Section 1003(a) and 1003(g) funds must be reported separately.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, during the current school year what funds were allocated to the school under Section 1003(a) or (g) of ESEA?

What if a school received no funds?

The fields should be left blank.
How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”

What if the dollar amount is missing?

This is an optional field and should be left blank.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for School End of School Year Status file submissions:

sslevSCHSYENDvvvvvvv.ext

ss
= Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

SCH for a School level School End of School Year Status submission.
Filename
= SCHSYEND (no more than nine characters).
vvvvvvv
= Up to seven-character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).
.ext
= Three-character file extension identifying the file format as follows:





.txt – fixed format





.csv – comma-delimited format





.tab – tab-delimited format 

3.1 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

O - Optional, data in this field are optional

4.0 SCHOOL END OF SCHOOL YEAR STATUS FILE 

This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the School End of School Year Status file type.  The file type is specified in the header record.

4.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of data records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
