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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: Title III LEP English Language Testing Table, ID #675. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 
The data collected through this file specification is intended to replace similar data in Part 1 of the Consolidated State Performance Report.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects the number of students who were enrolled in a Title III English Language program during the period of the state annual English language proficiency assessment.  This data is collected by whether the students participated or did not participate in the state assessment.  
What is the reporting period of this file?

The reporting period for this file is the state defined testing window.

What is the EDFacts submission period for this file?

This file is listed amongst the End files.

What education units should be included in this file?
Include all LEAs that have an LEP program funded by Title III operating during the ELP testing window. 
What education units should not be included in this file?
Do not include LEAs that: 

· did not have an LEP program funded by Title III, or

· were not in operation during the ELP testing window.
What grades are included in this file?

Include only students in grades K through 12. Pre-K students should not be included in this file.
Is the student count duplicated or unduplicated?

The student count in this file is unduplicated.  If a student moved during the testing period and was assessed at two different schools the student would be counted once as long as the schools in question were in the same LEA.

If the student changed LEAs during the period and was assessed at both then they would be counted at each LEA they were assessed in.  They should only be counted once at the SEA level.

Does Category Set B include all students?

Category Set B is a subset of Category Set A.  Of the students who took the state’s English language assessment, report students who took the assessment for the first time.
What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission - Zero counts must be included for the detail in the category sets.

LEA submission: 

· If counts for an entire LEA are zero, submit the two detail records for category set A with zero counts.  .

· If some of the permitted values of the category sets are zero while others are 1 or greater, the zero records may be left out of the file.

What if my state has missing data?
SEA level submission - Submit data when the data are available.  Note in your state submission plan if the data by Testing Status or by First Assessment are determined not to be available to submit.  

LEA level submission -

· If all counts for an LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file.  In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data.  The records for that LEA should be submitted when data are available.

· If counts are missing for one of the category sets (First Assessment) but not for the other (Testing Status), submit the data you have.  The file can be resubmitted with all the category sets when the data are available.  

Do other file specifications collect similar data?

Title III of ESEA provides grants for the education of limited English proficient students. The best way to understand the data for students who are served by Title III and/or are limited English proficient is to focus on the universe included in each file.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Title III LEP English Language Testing file submissions:
