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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group DG687, Restructuring Actions.
The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.  These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook. 
Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications
Other than the editorial changes and guidance updates listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file is used to collect the number of Title I schools in restructuring – year 2 (implementation year) in current school year that implemented certain types of restructuring actions during the school year.

Revised!  Which schools are reported in this file?

Count only Title I schools in restructuring – year 2 (implementation year) in current school year (SY 2010-11).  Schools would be in restructuring – year 2 (implementation year) as a result of assessment in the previous school year (SY 2009-10).

How are school counts reported in this file?

Report the total number of schools that implemented any of the following types of restructuring actions:

· RA1 – Replacement of all or most of the school staff (which may include the principal)

· RA2 – Reopening the school as a public charter school

· RA3 – Entering into a contract with a private entity to operate the school

· RA4 – Takeover of the school by the state

· RA5 – Other major restructuring of the school governance
Revised!  Are records required for each type of restructuring action?

No. Submit records only for those restructuring actions that a Title I school in restructuring – year 2 (implementation year) implemented during the current school year (SY2010-11).  That is, if no schools implemented the restructuring action of takeover of the school by the state, then no records are submitted with the permitted value of “RA4” – Takeover of the school by the state.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Restructuring Actions file submissions:

= Three–character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

= Up to seven–character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated

4.0 LOCAL EDUCATION AGENCY FILE
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the LEA Restructuring Actions File.  The file type is specified in the header record.

Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of data records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
