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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Dropouts Table, DG326. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.  
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.   These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook. 
1.1 Revised!  Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications

There have been several changes to this file specification:

· Category set B was changed to “disability status (IDEA)” to align with the Graduate/Completer file (N/X040).

· Category set F was changed from “homeless served status” to “homeless enrolled status.”  
· Racial ethnic has been changed to the new 7 permitted values.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

This section contains two tables that summarize the reporting requirements.  The first table contains the reporting period, the education units included or excluded, the type of count, and zero count reporting.  The second table contains the required categories and applicable totals.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification is used to collect the dropout count for the SY 2010-11. Each student is counted individually (no full–time equivalency).

See below for additional guidance concerning this file: 

How are student counts reported by grade level?
Report the grade level or primary instructional level at which students decided to leave school before graduating. For example, a student completes 10th grade in SY 2009-10 but does not appear in membership in SY 2010-11. The student would be counted as an 11th grade dropout for SY 2010-11.

How are students who drop out in more than one year reported?

Students who drop out in more than one year are reported as dropouts for every year in which they drop out.
How are students who drop out before they are of legal age to drop out reported?

Underage dropouts are to be reported even if the students are not of legal age to drop out. These students should be reported even if the state or district considers them truants rather than dropouts.
REVISED!  How are counts reported by racial ethnic?

SEAs must submit racial and ethnic data using 7 permitted values, which are:

AM7 – American Indian or Alaska Native

AS7 – Asian

BL7 – Black or African American

HI7 – Hispanic/Latino

PI7 – Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

WH7 – White

MU7 – Two or more races

REVISED!  How are student counts reported by the category disability status (IDEA)?

Students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook should be reported as disability status.  Students who do not meet that definition should be reported as no disability status.
How are student counts reported by the category LEP status (only)?

Include students who meet the definition of limited English proficient (LEP) students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.
How are student counts reported by the category migrant status?

Include students who meet the definition of eligible migrant students in section 4.4.1 of the EDFacts Workbook.
NEW!  How are student counts reported by homeless enrolled status?

Include students who were identified as homeless.

What other file specifications collect data for the Common Core of Data (CCD)?

Section 13.1 of the EDFacts Workbook has a complete mapping of EDFacts data to CCD data elements.

How are students who transfer to adult education reported?

Students who enroll in adult education programs are counted as dropouts unless the elementary/secondary school system remains responsible for the student. The intent of this guideline is to ensure that students who do not complete a program, and for whom the district no longer takes responsibility, are counted as dropouts. 

· Transferring to an alternative education setting, if it is part of the elementary/secondary education system, is not considered dropping out. For example, students enrolled in elementary/secondary education in prisons, hospitals, “store front” locations or other nontraditional locations are not dropouts if the program is part of the elementary/secondary system. This means that a student who enrolls in a school-operated program for high-risk students is not a dropout, even if the program is preparing the student to take the GED examination.
· A student who leaves the public elementary/secondary school and enrolls in adult education is a dropout. The exception is when the public school system monitors the student’s enrollment and reports the student as a dropout if the student drops out of the adult program. An example is a cooperative arrangement between a public school district and a local technical institute that provides GED preparation for students referred directly by the district. The district counts as dropouts the referred students who do not complete the GED study program.
· Students who drop out during the SY 2010-11 but who have obtained a completion credential, such as a GED-based diploma or certificate of completion, on October 1, 2011 are NOT reported as dropouts for SY 2010-11.

How are early college admissions students reported?

An early college admissions student (i.e., one who transfers to a postsecondary program leading to a baccalaureate or associate’s degree) is NOT a dropout.

How are students who completed 12th grade but did not complete all graduation requirements reported?

Students who fail to meet some graduation requirements, and who leave school without a diploma or other credential, are dropouts even if they have completed the 12th grade.

How are students that have left the United States reported?

Students who leave the U,S. are not considered to be dropouts even if the school district cannot document the student’s subsequent enrollment in school.
Which students are reported as dropouts?

The following chart summarizes how to determine if a student is a dropout:

2.1 Definition of Dropouts
Dropouts

For purposes of this collection, a dropout is defined as a student who:

1. was enrolled in school at some time during the school year and was not enrolled on October 1 of the following school year, or 
2. was not enrolled on October 1 of the school year although was expected to be in membership (i.e., was not reported as a dropout the year before), and 
3. has not graduated from high school or completed a state or district–approved educational program, and 
4. did not meet any of the following exclusionary conditions: 
1. transfer to another public school district, private school, or state– or district–approved educational program; 
2. temporary school–recognized absence due to suspension or illness; or 
3. death.
For the definition above, the following applies:

· The phrase “graduated from high school or completed” means individuals who graduated from high school or completed some other education program that is approved by the state or local education agency.

· The phrase “state or district-approved education program” means one that leads to the receipt of formal recognition of completion from school authorities. It may INCLUDE special education programs, home-based instruction, and programs administered by a secondary education agency (but NOT adult or postsecondary education) leading to a GED-based diploma or some other certification differing from the regular diploma. Programs recognized as legitimate by the state are considered approved even if the public education system does not directly administer them; home schooling and charter schools are examples of such programs.

· To determine whether the exclusionary condition of “transfer to another …” applies, SEAs may confirm the student’s status by a method selected by the state or school district. A transcript request, withdrawal notice signed by a parent that includes assurances the student will be enrolled elsewhere, and the like are acceptable. States are discouraged from accepting hearsay reports or unsubstantiated statements of intent from departing students.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Dropouts file submissions:

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Racial Ethnic, Grade Level (Dropout), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or education unit total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

5.0 LOCAL EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the LEA has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the LEA that corresponds to the submitted metric.
