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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Homeless Served (McKinney-Vento) Tables, DG560. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is currently collected through the Education for Homeless Children and Youth Program data collection and the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2007–08 File Specifications

Other than the editorial changes and additional guidance listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following level:

· SEA

· LEA 

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the subtotals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or total of the education unit, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects the unduplicated number of homeless children/youth who receive services under program subgrants funded by the McKinney-Vento Program 

See below for additional guidance concerning this file:  

What is the reporting period of this file?

The reporting period for this file is the program defined school year of July 1 through June 30. 

Which educational units should be reported in this file?

Include the SEA.  Include LEAs that have subgrants funded by the McKinney-Vento Programs.  
Which educational units should not be reported in this file?

Exclude LEAs that do not have subgrants funded by the McKinney-Vento Program.

Which students should be reported?

Report homeless students who received services under program subgrants funded by the McKinney-Vento program.  For 3 through 5 year olds, include only those children who are enrolled in a public preschool program or program operated by the LEA.

What does it mean to “receive services?”

Services include both direct services as outlined in the McKinney-Vento Act in Section 723 and indirect services such as those provided by a staff member whose position is supported through McKinney-Vento funds.

In what programs do children ages 3 through 5 need to be enrolled to be reported?

Include children ages 3 through 5 enrolled in preschool programs funded by an LEA or where the LEA is a partner administratively or financially or has any accountability in serving the children.  For example:

· LEA pre-K whether mandatory or not or designed as universal 

· Head Start program receiving funding or support from the LEA (whether located in the schools or community-based organizations or home-based services)

· Preschool special education services that are supported in any way by the LEA (may be arranged by a county agency at home or at an approved special education preschool not operated by a school district)

· Preschool-aged children enrolled in Title I, Even Start, or any other state-funded preschool services that are administered or supported by the LEA

· Children who receive home-based services, such as Parents as Teachers or Parent/Child Home Program, that are funded and administered by an LEA

What age/grade levels should be reported in this file?

Records for LEAs need only include those age/grade levels offered at the LEA. For example, if the highest grade of an LEA is 6th, the record for that LEA does not need to include grades 7th through 12th.

How are data reported when the McKinney-Vento grant is awarded to a consortium of LEAs instead of individual LEAs?
Report data under the lead LEA in a consortium or only for the entity that is a subgrantee, rather than all of the LEA's served by it. This change from past guidance is necessary to avoid duplication at the SEA level in reports on students served by the subgrant program.

Examples of regional entities which might receive McKinney-Vento subgrants: Intermediate School Districts which are recognized as LEA's but do not enroll students;

Educational Service which are administrative units separate from or subordinate to the SEA or LEAs it serves; Other regional groupings such as BOCES, County Offices of Education, Regional Educational Service Agencies, etc.

How are student counts reported?

Students should be reported once for the SEA.  If the SEA is unable to eliminate duplicated counts, include in the explanation field a note such as “may include duplicate students.”

Students should be reported for any LEA where the students received services under a subgrant funded by the McKinney-Vento Program.

Are all homeless students served reported in all category sets?

All homeless students served are included in category set A and the total for the education unit.  For category sets B through E, only include the students that meet the category being collected.  For example, category set C collects information on homeless students served who are also migrant students.  Do not include the non-migrant homeless students in category set C.

How are student counts reported by homeless unaccompanied youth status?

A homeless unaccompanied youth is a youth who is not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian and who fits the McKinney-Vento definition of homeless. There is no age range specified for an unaccompanied youth in the law. The upper age range is determined by what a state defines as school aged, unless the child is in special education in which case, the upper age range is twenty-one (21) years of age. There is no lower age range. Therefore, as an example, a young child not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian, though living with a caregiver, and is living in a situation that is not fixed, regular, and adequate, would be identified as a homeless unaccompanied youth.
How are student counts reported by migrant status?
Report students who meet the definition of participating migrant children in section 4.4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook.

How are student counts reported by disability status (only)?

Report students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook.

How are student counts reported by limited English proficient status (only)?

Report students who meet the definition of limited English proficient students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.

Are zeros required?

SEA level – Zero counts must be included for the detail in the category sets.

LEA level – Zero counts are not required.  

What is the relationship of this file to other EDFacts files?

N/X118 collects data on the number of Homeless Students Enrolled.  This file collects data on the number of students who received services under programs funded by McKinney-Vento Program.  In one sense, this file is a subset of N/X118.  However, students are reported in N/X118 by the LEA in which the student is enrolled in a school.  In this file, students are reported by the LEA responsible for the subgrant which could be a different LEA.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Homeless Served (McKinney-Vento) file submissions:

3.1 XML Specification Heading

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE  EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Education Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the LEA that corresponds to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Age/Grade (w/o Under 3 or Out of School), Migrant Status, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or total of the education unit.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero or one categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

5.4 File Transmit XML Object

The file transmit object identifies the metric group being transmitted.  It also identifies whether the metric group is at the State Agency, LEA or school level.  Further, each metric group has an allowable set of Table Types, categories, and category values that correspond to a particular reporting period.  This section defines the various file transmit objects and valid metric combinations at the LEA level.
