EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.

1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains official instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Staff FTE, ID # 528. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the non–XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data collected through this file specification is primarily for the Non-Fiscal Survey of the Common Core of Data (CCD).  This elementary and secondary data is also used by many other U.S. Department of Education program offices.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2007–08 File Specifications

Other than the editorial changes listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· SEA

· LEA

The following tables indicate the valid combinations of categories and the subtotals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or total of the education unit, specify a “Y” (Yes).

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects full-time equivalent counts of staff based on their titles of employment, official status, or rank.
See below for additional guidance concerning this file:  

What is the reporting period for this file?  

The reporting period for this data is a count of staff taken on October 1st (or the closest school day to October 1).  

Which Education Units should be included in the file?

Include your SEA and all LEAs who were open on October 1st (or the closest school day to October 1).  If the LEA had no staff on that date include it in the file with a single total of the education unit record with a staff count of zero.  In the explanation field, please provide a note that the LEA did not have any staff present on October 1st.  No detail records are required for LEAs without any staff.

Which Education Units should not be included in the file?

Do not include LEAs closed on or before October 1st.  Also do not include LEAs that opened after October 1st as those staff would have been counted elsewhere.

What Staff should I include?

Include all teachers and non-instructional staff filled by direct hire or by contracting.

What Staff should I exclude?

Exclude all vacant positions.

How to report FTE?
Report staff in terms of FTE (full-time equivalent). FTE should be counted in hundredths.  For example, if a teaching position is filled by four people, each working the same amount of time, each person would count as .25 FTE.
The total FTE counts for instructional staff must be reported to the nearest hundredth, with an EXPLICIT decimal.

How do I count FTE with more than one assignment?

Count the FTE in terms of the assignments.  For example, if a school staff member worked three-quarters of the time as a teacher, and one-quarter of the time as a librarian, she would be counted as a 0.75 teacher FTE and a 0.25 librarian FTE.
 

How do I count FTE who work in multiple LEAs?

Count the FTE in terms of the assignment in each LEA.  For example, an art teacher who worked half-time in one LEA and one quarter time in each of two other LEAs would be reported as 0.5, 0.25, and 0.25 FTEs, respectively. 
How do I count school counselors?
For counselors, the state should apply its own standards in apportioning the aggregate school counselors/directors into elementary and secondary components.  A value for counselors without distinguishing between elementary and secondary is also available. 
How do I handle Zero (0) counts?  

· If there are no students for an open LEA, you still must submit data for this file.  

· If there is no staff data for an LEA, the total of the education unit should be reported as zero.  No other records will need to be submitted.  When data is extracted and sent to CCD, the data will be reported as zero for each staff type.

Are records required for each permitted value in staff category?

If an LEA has staff, a record must be submitted for each permitted value in staff category.  Submission errors will be triggered for missing permitted values. 
How do I handle Missing data?  

Missing data can temporarily be reported as “-1”.  Eventually, all the data will need to be reported.

Why is Not Collected a permitted value for Staff Category?

The Staff Category does not include “not collected.”  If your state does not have this information, please update your Submission Plan.  In the Transition Plan Comments section please indicate how your state plans on phasing in this data collection.

1.3 Definitions

This collection uses the Common Core of Data’s definitions of staff categories, detailed below:

Pre-kindergarten Teachers

Teachers of a group or class that is part of a public school program, and which is taught during the year or years preceding kindergarten. INCLUDE teachers of Head Start students if part of authorized public education program of an LEA.

Kindergarten Teachers

Teachers of a group or class that is part of a public school program and is taught during the year preceding the first grade.

Elementary Teachers

Teachers of general level instruction classified by state and local practice as elementary and composed of any span of grades not above grade 8. EXCLUDE pre-kindergarten and kindergarten teachers.

Secondary Teachers

Teachers of a general level of instruction classified by state and local practice as secondary and composed of any span of grades beginning with the next grade following the elementary grades and ending with or below grade 12.

Ungraded Teachers

Teachers of classes or programs to which students are assigned without standard grade designation.

Paraprofessionals/Instructional Aides

Staff members assigned to assist a teacher with routine activities associated with teaching, i.e., activities requiring minor decisions regarding students, such as monitoring, conducting rote exercises, operating equipment and clerking. INCLUDE only paid staff by direct hire and contracting. EXCLUDE volunteer aides and vacant positions.

School Counselors

Professional staff assigned specific duties and school time for any of the following activities: counseling with students and parents, consulting with other staff members on learning problems, evaluating students abilities, assisting students in making educational and career choices, assisting students in personal and social development, providing referral assistance, and/or working with other staff members in planning and conducting guidance programs for students.  School counselors are reported by elementary and secondary level when that data is available.

Librarians/Media Specialists

Professional staff members and supervisors assigned specific duties and school time for professional library and media service activities. Activities include: selecting, acquiring, preparing, cataloging, and circulating books and other printed materials; planning the use of library and media services by students, teachers and other members of the instructional staff; and guiding individuals in their use of media services and library materials, (whether maintained separately or as part of an instructional materials center).

Library/Media Support Staff

Staff members who render other library or media services, such as preparing, caring for, and making available to members of the instructional staff the equipment, films, filmstrips, transparencies, tapes, TV programs, and similar materials (whether maintained separately as part of an instructional materials center).

LEA Administrators

INCLUDE chief executive officer of the education agency, local education agency superintendents, deputy and assistant superintendents, and other persons with district-wide responsibilities, such as business managers, administrative assistants, and professional instructional support staff. EXCLUDE supervisors of instructional or student support staff.

LEA Administrative Support Staff

Staff members who provide direct support to LEA administrators, business office support, data processing, secretarial and other clerical staff.

School Administrators

Staff members whose activities are concerned with directing and managing the operation of a particular school. INCLUDE:

•
Principals, assistant principals, and other assistants;

•
Persons who supervise school operations, assign duties to staff members, supervise and maintain the records of the school, and coordinate school instructional activities with those of the education agency, including department chairpersons.

School Administrative Support Staff

Staff whose activities are concerned with support of the teaching and administrative duties of the office of the principal or department chairpersons, including clerical staff and secretaries.

Student Support Services Staff

Professional and supervisory staff providing non-instructional services to students. INCLUDE attendance officers; staff providing health, psychology, speech pathology, audiology, or social services; and supervisors of the preceding staff and of health, transportation, and food service workers.

All Other Support Staff

Support staff not reported in instructional or student support. Other support staff includes employees such as data processing, health, plant and equipment maintenance, bus drivers, security, and food service workers.

Instructional Coordinators and Supervisors to the Staff

Staff supervising instructional programs at the school district or sub-district level. INCLUDE curriculum coordinators or supervisors; in-service training staff;

Title I supervisors; home economics supervisors; educational television staff; coordinators and supervisors of audiovisual services; and staff engaged in development of computer-assisted instruction. EXCLUDE school-based department chairpersons.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Staff FTE file submissions:

1.4 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

SEA METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Grade Level, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub–total or total of the education unit.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

1.5 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
