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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Students Tested in Mathematics Table, DG588; Students Tested in Reading (Language Arts) Table, DG589; and Students Tested in Science Table, DG 590.  
The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.   These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2007-08 Specifications
There have been changes to this file specification.  These changes did result in changes to the record layout.
The guidance has been updated and other editorial changes have been made.  These changes are listed in the document history on page ii.  

1.2 Requirements for Submitting these Data Groups

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification is used to collect the number of all students who were enrolled during the state assessment testing window, by whether the students participated or did not participate in the state assessment.

The guidance below is in question and answer format.  The initial questions cover the scope of the data included in the file.  After the initial questions, the questions are arranged by the categories used in the file.

What students should be reported in this file?

Include all students enrolled during the testing window:

· Both full academic year and not full academic year students.

· Students who did not participate in the assessments due to medical emergencies.

Who is considered a participant?
A participant is a student who took the assessment and received a valid score.
Are all students reported in all category sets?

No.  All students should be reported in category sets A (by racial ethnic) and B [by sex (membership)] and in the subtotal.  For the other category sets, only include the students that meet the category being collected.  For example, category set C collects information on children with disabilities (IDEA).  Do not include students who do not meet that definition in category set C.

Do any other file specifications collect related data?

Yes. The matrix below illustrates the relationship between the data on the assessments and EDFacts data groups and files.  This file collects data on student participation.  Other files collect data on student performance on these state assessments.

2.1 Assessment Subject

Are data on homeless served status (category set G) for science required?

No.  Data on science by homeless served status are optional for SY 2008-09.

2.2 Grade Level

What grade levels should be reported for mathematics and reading?

Records for the LEAs and schools need only include those grade levels offered at the LEA or school.  For example, if the highest grade at a school is 6th, the record for that school does not need to include grades 7th through 12th.  Records should only include the grades assessed; that is, grades three through eight and one high school grade.

What grade levels should be reported for science?

Records for the LEAs and schools need only include those grade levels offered at the LEA or school.  For example, if the highest grade at a school is 6th, the record for that school does not need to include grades 7th through 12th.  Records should only include the grades assessed; that is, one grade in each of the following grade spans:

· Grades 3 through 5

· Grades 6 through 8

· High school, that is grades 9, 10, 11, and 12

If your state administers science assessments in more than one grade in any of these grade spans, report the results for all the grades in which the state administers science assessments.

Why do the permitted values include both grades 9 through 12 as well as a value for “High School?”

The permitted values are provided so SEAs have more flexibility.   For high school grades, assessment results can be reported by specific grade levels or by using the permitted value for high school.   Data reported by specific grade levels ( 9, 10, 11, and 12)  and high school will be used for reporting results of statewide assessments in high school.

How are assessment of students in grade 9 reported?

ESEA as amended requires assessments in grades 3 through 8 and high school.  In ESEA, high school is explained as grades 10, 11, and 12.  Students who took assessments in grade 9 should be reported either under grade 9 or as high school.

2.3 Full academic year status

Are students who were not present for the full academic year reported?

Yes.  Include both students who were present for the full academic year and those who were not present for the full academic year in this file.  These data are used by a variety of sources, many of which do not differentiate on full year academic status.  

2.4 Participation status

How are students who are exempted from state assessments due to “medical emergencies” as defined by the state reported?

Report these students using the permitted value “medical emergency.”
What if my state doesn’t have a policy for exempting students due to medical emergency?

If the state doesn’t have a policy, do not use the permitted value for medical emergency.  Report all students as either participating or not participating.

2.5 Major racial and ethnic groups

What are the permitted values for major racial and ethnic groups?
The permitted values are:

Which permitted values should be used?

States should use whichever permitted values best align with the major racial ethnic subgroups used to determine adequate yearly progress (AYP) as outlined in their State Accountability Plan.

2.6 Sex (Membership)

There are no questions and answers specifically related to the category “sex (membership).”

2.7 Disability status (only)

How are student counts reported by disability status (only)?

Report students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook and the other criteria for this file, namely, participated by taking regular assessments with or without accommodations; or alternate assessments including those based on grade level, modified, and alternate academic standards. 
Do not include former children with disabilities (IDEA) in this category.
2.8 LEP Status (only)

Revised! How are student counts reported by LEP status (only)?

Include students who meet the definition of limited English proficient (LEP) students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.  Include recently arrived students who are LEP, and who have attended schools in the U.S less than 12 months, including those students who took the ELP in lieu of the regular reading/language arts assessment. 

Do not include former LEP students in this category.

2.9 Economically disadvantaged status

There are no questions and answers specifically related to the category “economically disadvantaged status.”

2.10 Migrant status

How are student counts reported by migrant status?

Include students who meet the definition of eligible migrant students in section 4.4.1 of the EDFacts Workbook.

Do not include in this category students who are not eligible migrant children but participate in the Migrant Education Program under other provisions.

2.11 Homeless served status

See question under “academic subject.”

How are student counts reported by homeless served status?
Include students who received services under programs funded by the McKinney-Vento Program.  Students receive services under that program because they have been identified as homeless.
Does the category homeless served status include all homeless students?

No.  Report only homeless children and youths who received services under subgrants funded by the McKinney-Vento Program.

2.12 Definition

Medical Emergencies
On March 29, 2004, the Department announced a policy that students who are unable to participate in the state assessment during the testing and make-up windows because of a significant medical emergency will not count against the school’s participation rate.  A May 19, 2004, “Dear Colleague” letter provided additional guidance acknowledging that there may be circumstances beyond an LEA's control when a student cannot be assessed at any time during the testing window due to a significant medical emergency (e.g., a student is hospitalized due to an accident). In these cases, the school or LEA should not be penalized for that student's absence due to the documented significant medical emergency. Therefore, when determining the percentage of students taking an assessment, states do not have to include a student with a significant medical emergency in the participation rate calculation. States desiring to use this flexibility are responsible for determining what constitutes a significant medical emergency.  This guidance is posted on the Department’s website at www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/guid/stateletters.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Assessment Participation transmittal file submissions:

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects. The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted. The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric. In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Major Racial and Ethnic Group, Sex (Membership), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or education unit total. The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML Object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count. There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count. The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
