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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: Assessment Participation in Mathematics Table, DG588; Assessment Participation in Reading (Language Arts) Table, DG589; and Assessment Participation in Science Table, DG590  
The data reported using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended.   These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2009-10 Specifications
There have been changes to this file specification.  The category “homeless served status” was removed and the category “homeless enrolled status” was added.  The definition of the category “grade level (assessment)” has been revised.  In addition, the guidance has been significantly updated.  
1.2 Requirements for Submitting these Data Groups

This section contains two tables that summarize the reporting requirements.  The first table contains the reporting period, the education units included or excluded, the type of count, and zero count reporting.  The second table contains the required categories and applicable totals.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification is used to report the number of all students who were enrolled during the state assessment testing window, by whether the students participated or did not participate in the state assessment.

The guidance below is in question and answer format.  The initial questions cover the scope of the data included in the file.  After the initial questions, the questions are arranged by the categories used in the file.

REVISED!  What students should be reported in this file?

Include all students enrolled during the testing window.  This means include:

· Both full academic year (FAY) and not full academic year students

· Students who did not participate in the assessments due to significant medical emergencies

· LEP students who have been in the U.S. less than 12 months and took the English Language Proficiency (ELP) assessment in lieu of the reading/language arts assessment.

REVISED!  Who is considered a participant?
A participant is a student who:

· Took the assessment, 

· Received a valid score, and

· Was assigned a proficiency level
The diagram below illustrates the reporting of data on assessment participation.   
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Are all students reported in all category sets?

No.  All students should be reported in category sets B (by sex (membership)) and in the subtotal.  For category set A (by major racial and ethnic groups), see question “what if some students are not assigned to a major racial and ethnic group” in section 2.5.  For the other category sets, only include the students that meet the category being collected.  For example, category set C collects information on children with disabilities (IDEA).  Do not include students who do not meet that definition in category set C.

REVISED!  Do any other file specifications collect related data?

Yes. The matrix below illustrates the relationship between the data on the assessments and EDFacts data groups and files.  This file collects data on student participation.  Other files collect data on student performance on these state assessments.

2.1 Academic Subject (Assessment)
There are no questions and answers specifically related to the category “Academic Subject)”
2.2 Grade Level

REVISED!  What grade levels should be reported?

LEA and school records should include all required grade levels that are present in the LEA or school. Reading/language arts and mathematics assessments are required in grade three through eight and once in high school. Science assessments are required for one grade in each of the following grade spans: 

· Grades 3 through 5;

· Grades 6 through 9; and

· High School (Grades 10, 11, 12)

For example, a K-6 school would report grades 3 through 6 for mathematics and reading/language arts. For science the school would report one grade in the grade span 3 through 5. The school would include grade 6 science only if that grade is designated as a reporting grade level for the 6 through 9 science grade span.

State records must include academic achievement data for all required grades and grade spans defined above.

REVISED!  Why do the permitted values include grades 9 through 12 as well as a value for “High School?”

The permitted values are provided so SEAs have more flexibility.  For high school grades, assessment results can be reported by specific grade levels or by using the permitted value for high school (HS).   Data reported by specific grade levels (9, 10, 11, and 12 for mathematics and reading/language arts; 10, 11, and 12 for science) or high school (HS) will be used for reporting results of statewide assessments in high school.  Do not report data using both specific grade levels and the permitted value for high school (HS).

REVISED!  How are assessments of students in grade 9 reported?

ESEA, as amended, requires assessments in grades 3 through 8 and high school for mathematics and reading/language arts.  In ESEA, high school is explained as grades 10, 11, and 12.  Students who took mathematics or reading/language arts assessments in grade 9 should be reported either as grade 9 or as high school. For science assessments, however, ESEA specifies that grade 9 is grouped with grades 6 through 9.

2.3 Full Academic Year Status

Are students who were not present for the full academic year reported?

Yes.  Include both students who were present for the full academic year and those who were not present for the full academic year in this file.  These data are used by a variety of sources, many of which do not differentiate on full year academic status.  

2.4 Participation Status

NEW!  Who is considered to have a significant medical emergency?

Each state determines what constitutes a significant medical emergency.
NEW!  What if my state doesn’t have a policy for exempting students due to significant medical emergency?

If the state doesn’t have such a policy, do not report any students as having a significant medical emergency.  Report all students as either participating or not participating.

2.5 Major Racial and Ethnic Groups

What are the permitted values for major racial and ethnic groups?
The permitted values are:

	Hispanic / Latino

	Hispanic (not Puerto Rican)

	Puerto Rican

	Asian

	Asian / Pacific Islander

	American Indian / Alaska Native / Native American

	Native Hawaiian / Other Pacific Islander / Pacific Islander


Which permitted values should be used?

States should use whichever permitted values best align with the major racial and ethnic subgroups used to determine adequate yearly progress (AYP) as outlined in their State Accountability Plan.

NEW!  What if my state has a major racial and ethnic group labeled as “other?”

A few states included a group entitled “other” in their accountability plans.  These states should determine if one of the permitted values above adequately describes the group entitled “other.”  If one of the permitted values does not adequately describe the group entitled “other,” the SEA should inform ED through PSC.  

NEW!  What if my state has a major racial and ethnic group that is not listed above?

SEAs should inform ED though PSC if the list above does not include all the major racial and ethnic groups used by the state. 

NEW!  What if some students are not assigned to a major racial and ethnic group?
SEAs are required to report academic achievement data by the major racial and ethnic groups, as defined by the State.  Some students in the State may not be included in a major racial and ethnic group.  Therefore, the data by major racial and ethnic groups in the assessment file will not necessarily equal the total number of students.  For this reason, ESS will not include edit checks comparing the total to the aggregation of the number of students reported by the major racial and ethnic groups.

2.6 Sex (Membership)

There are no questions and answers specifically related to the category “sex (membership).”

2.7 Disability Status (Only)

How are student counts reported by disability status (only)?

Report students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook. 
NEW!  Which students should be excluded from the children with disabilities (IDEA) subgroup?

· Exclude children with disabilities (IDEA) who are parentally-placed in private schools and served through services plans 

· Exclude children with disabilities (IDEA) who exited special education within the past two years.

2.8 LEP Status (Only)

How are student counts reported by LEP status (only)?

Include students who meet the definition of limited English proficient (LEP) students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook.  Include recently arrived students who are LEP, and who have attended schools in the U.S less than 12 months, including those students who took the ELP in lieu of the regular reading/language arts assessment. 

NEW!  Which students should be excluded from the limited English proficient students subgroup?

· Exclude former LEP students (i.e., those who exited LEP status prior to the testing window within the past two years)

2.9 Economically Disadvantaged Status

NEW!  States are required to report assessment data on students who are economically disadvantaged, as defined by the state.

2.10 Migrant Status

How are student counts reported by migrant status?

Include students who meet the definition of eligible migrant students in section 4.4.1 of the EDFacts Workbook.

NEW!  Which students should be excluded from eligible migrant students?

· Exclude students who are not eligible migrant children but participate in the Migrant Education Program (MEP) under “other provisions
.”

2.11 NEW!  Homeless Enrolled Status
How are students reported by homeless enrolled status?

Report children and youth who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence.  Homeless children and youth include:

· Children and youth who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason; are living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due to the lack of alternative adequate accommodations; are living in emergency or transitional shelters; are abandoned in hospitals; or are awaiting foster care placement.

· Children and youth who have a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designed for or originally used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings.

· Children and youths who are living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or similar settings
.

· Migratory children who qualify as homeless because the children are living in circumstances described in the above.

2.12 NEW!  States that Conduct Assessments in the Fall

To what does the term “fall testing state” refer?
Fall testing states are those that conduct at least one of their statewide assessments during a fall testing window
.  

For fall testing states, are the data reported for the current school year based on the current school year’s content or the prior year’s content?

Typically the fall testing states report assessment results based on the prior year’s content.  For example:

	Reported in Fall 2010 as
	Content based on

	Grade 4 mathematics
	Grade 3 mathematics 


In a fall testing state, this means that a student’s academic achievement data are reported in the grade of student’s current school year, regardless of the content grade of the assessment.  

How do fall testing states report their SY 2010-11 assessment data?
Fall testing states will report their fall 2010 data as SY 2010-11 assessment data.

2.13 Definition

Significant Medical Emergencies
On March 29, 2004, the Department announced a policy that students who are unable to participate in the state assessment during the testing and make-up windows because of a significant medical emergency will not count against the school’s participation rate.  A May 19, 2004, “Dear Colleague” letter provided additional guidance acknowledging that there may be circumstances beyond an LEA's control when a student cannot be assessed at any time during the testing window due to a significant medical emergency (e.g., a student is hospitalized due to an accident). In these cases, the school or LEA should not be penalized for that student's absence due to the documented significant medical emergency. Therefore, when determining the percentage of students taking an assessment, states do not have to include a student with a significant medical emergency in the participation rate calculation. States desiring to use this flexibility are responsible for determining what constitutes a significant medical emergency.  This guidance is posted on the Department’s website at www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/guid/stateletters.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Assessment Participation file submissions:

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects. The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted. The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric. In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Major Racial and Ethnic Group, Sex (Membership), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or education unit total. The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML Object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count. There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count. The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
