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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE 

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Title III Former Students Table, ID# 668. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the non–XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is currently collected in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I.

1.1 Changes from SY 2006-07 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification.  These changes did not result in changes to the record layout. 

· The category for grade level changed from grade level (membership) to grade level (basic) and thus the removal of permitted values Pre-kindergarten (PK), Postgraduate (13) and Adult Education (AE).  

· The data group definition changed from "consecutive 2 years" to "two consecutive years" for clarity.
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA

An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be “N” (No) because no subtotals or grand totals are required for this file.

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects, for the entire school year, the status and AYP assessment performance data for students who were formerly Title III LEP students.  

See below for additional guidance concerning this file:  

What is the reporting period of this file?

The reporting period for this file is the entire School Year.

What is the EDFacts submission period for this file?

This file is listed amongst the End files.

What education units should be included in this file?

Include all LEAs that have a Title III LEP Program.

What education units should not be included in this file?

Do not submit LEAs that did not have a Title III LEP program.

What grades are included in this file?

Include only students in grades K through 12. Pre-K students should not be included in this file.

Is the student count duplicated or unduplicated?

In Category Set A the count is unduplicated.  In Category Set B a student is counted once for each assessment they take.

Do I need to include all grade levels?

Records for the LEAs need only include those grade levels offered at the LEA.  For example, if the highest grade at a LEA is 8th, the record for that LEA does not need to include grades 9th through 12th.

What assessments are required?

For SY 2007-08, Mathematics, Reading/Language Arts, and Science performance data are required for monitored former Title III LEP students.

When does a student become Former LEP?

LEP Status (Former) has two values.  1YEAR includes those monitored former Title III students in their first year of being monitored, i.e., their first school year after “graduating” from the LEP program.  2YEAR includes those monitored former Title III students in their second year of being monitored.

What students should be left out of this file?

Do not include students who are currently designated LEP, just those who are monitored former Title III LEP students.  The basic definition of LEP for Title III programs is in section 2.1.  

Do not include students who passed their English language assessment for the first time during the collection period.  Those students will become monitored former LEP in the following year.

What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission - Zero counts are not required.

LEA level submission – As explained under the next question “How do I avoid the ‘Student Performance Level numbers are not contiguous’ error,” you must include some zero counts so that the student performance level numbers are contiguous.  Beyond the zero counts needed to prevent that error, you do not have to include zero counts at the LEA level.

How do I avoid the “Student Performance Level Numbers are not contiguous” error?

This error message indicates that the file includes educational units that have some performance level counts, (L1, L2, L3…etc.) but not all.  EDEN expects that for each category included in the file, the list of performance levels will be contiguous, beginning with L1.  Typically, this error message occurs when counts of zero are left out of the file.  SEA submitters should make sure that each reported category has all levels used by the state represented, regardless of the total, to prevent this error from occurring.

What if my state has missing data?

SEA level submission - Data can be submitted without Grade Level.  Data cannot be submitted without Monitored Former LEP, Academic Subject, or Performance Level.  If you don't have the data by Monitored Former LEP, Academic Subject, or Performance Level, note in your state’s submission plan that the file will not be submitted.

LEA level submission – 

· If all counts for an LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file.  In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data.  The records for that LEA should be submitted when data are available.

· If counts are missing for some of the combinations of permitted values but not all, submit the data you have.  Missing counts (-1) can be left out of the file.  The file should be resubmitted when the remaining data are available

What if I have some LEAs (schools) that have complete category sets and some have incomplete?  

Missing some of the data for some of the LEAs that results in incomplete category sets (e.g. don’t have Grade Level) are treated as the entire category set is missing.  ESS does not allow some LEAs to submit incomplete category sets while other LEAs submit complete category sets.  However, if Grade Level is missing for a significant number of LEAs, the data can be submitted for all LEAs without Grade Level.

Do other file specifications collect similar data?

Title III of ESEA provides grants for the education of limited English proficient students. The best way to understand the data for students who are served by Title III and/or are limited English proficient is to focus on the universe included in each file.

Definitions
The following are definitions that support this file:  

Limited English Proficient (for purposes of this file specification)

In coordination with the State’s definition based on Title 9 of ESEA, students:

(A) Who are in Kindergarten, grades 1 through 12, or ungraded;

(B) Who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school;

(C) (Who are i, ii, or iii)              

(i) who were not born in the United States or whose native languages are  languages other than English;

(ii) (Who are I and II)
(I) who are a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and 

(II) who come from an environment where languages other than English have a significant impact on their level of language proficiency; or

(iii) who are migratory, whose native language are languages other than English, and who come from an environment where languages other than English is dominant; and

(D) whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individuals (who are denied i or ii or iii)
(i) the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on State assessments described in section 1111(b)(3);

(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.

To be classified as limited English proficient, an individual must be A, B, C, and D. For C, an individual can be i, ii, or iii. If C–ii, the individual must be I and II.

For D, an individual must be denied i or ii or iii.   

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Title III Former Students file submissions:

1.3 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Academic Subject (Assessment), Grade Level (Basic), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

1.4 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
