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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that are submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Submission System (ESS).  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.   

This document is to be used in coordination with other documentation including the EDEN Submission System User Guide and the Business Rules Guide.

Data submitted through the ESS is authorized by an Annual Mandatory Collection of Elementary and Secondary Education Data Through EDFacts (OMB 1875-0240, expires 9/30/2013).  EDFacts is a U.S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to govern, acquire, validate, and use high-quality, kindergarten through grade 12 (K–12) performance data for education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes for students. EDFacts centralizes data provided by SEAs, LEAs and schools, and provides users with the ability to easily analyze and report data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burden for state and local data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· Integrated technology status, DG524

· REAP alternative funding status, DG614

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
REVISED!  The data collected using this file specification are used for multiple purposes including:  

· To track progress nationally on the use of technology to support education and student achievement

· To assess performance of the Title II, Part D Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) Program for 2010-11 

· To report progress to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and to Congress on EETT Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) measures

· To carry out the OMB Program Assessment Rating Tool (PART) improvement plan by collecting data on EETT performance measures and making program performance information available to the public in a transparent manner

The REAP alternative funding status (DG614) is collected for monitoring of the program and reporting under GPRA.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2009-10 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification that resulted in changes to the record layout.  Most of the data groups collected in this file specification have been moved to other file specifications.   The table below indicates the files that will be used to collect the data groups that had been in this file in SY 2009-10.

 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

The guidance is organized by the data groups collected through this file.

1.3 Integrated Technology Status (DG524)

What is this?

Using the four levels described below, report the extent to which each LEA that received at least $25,000 in Title II, Part D funds for the reporting period school year effectively and fully integrated technology into the curricula and instruction in all schools to enhance teaching and learning.

What is the reporting period?

During the school year, to what extent did the LEA effectively and fully integrate technology into the curricula and instruction in all schools to enhance teaching and learning?

Which education units should States include in this file?

Report on each LEA that received at least $25,000 in Title II, Part D funds for the reporting period school year.

What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are:

· DEV - Developing - Limited use of technology; a few applications are used by staff and students; those who do use technology are experimenting and using it mostly for automation; student technology integration elements and or district goals for technology integration are largely unmet.

· APPR - Approaching - Moderate use of technology by a fair number of staff and students; most teachers and students are learning how to integrate technology and a few staff and students are at a high level of practice and integration; some technology integration elements and/or district goals for technology are being met.

· MEETS - Meets - Many staff and students make use of a number of different technologies and applications and some are at a high level of integration; the minimum elements of integration and minimum goals for curricular integration and staff development are being met.

· FULL - Fully Integrates - Most staff and students are at a high level of understanding and practice; most of the goals for curricular integration and most elements for student integration are being exceeded.

· NOTREQ – The LEA either does not receive funds under Title IID of ESEA (CFDA 84.318 Enhancing Education through Technology) and thus is not required to report OR the LEA received less than $25,000 in funds.

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

How should States determine the extent of technology integration?

It is up to each State to decide how to determine the extent of technology integration.  A State might determine technology integration through a variety of methods or a combination of methods including, for example, surveys, checklists, portfolios, coursework, self-report, observations, monitoring, district technology plans, program evaluations, annual or on-going online data systems, questionnaires given during professional development training, reports from districts, or other methods developed by the State or by individual districts  

What if a State wishes to determine the extent of technology integration at the school level?

We ask States to report at the LEA level, because the Department is required to calculate and report to the Office of Management and Budget and to Congress the percentage of LEAs that have effectively and fully integrated technology, which is one of our Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) program performance measures.  A State could determine the extent of technology integration at the school level to obtain a detailed picture, if the State wishes to use school-level information.  From this information, the State could determine and report to the Department the level that best describes each LEA. 

1.4 REAP Alternative Funding Status (DG614)

What is this?

The REAP alternative funding status is the alternative uses of funds authority, also known as “REAP-Flex”, provides eligible LEAs with greater flexibility in using the formula grant funds that they receive under certain State-administered Federal programs. Report for each LEA that is eligible to use this authority whether or not the LEA exercises the authority.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the current school year.  In other words, report whether or not the LEA is exercising its REAP- Flex authority during the current school year 

What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are:

· YES – The LEA is exercising its REAP Flex authority.
· NO – The LEA is eligible to use the authority but is not exercising its REAP-Flex authority.  

· NA – The LEA is not eligible to use the REAP-Flex authority.

What if the LEA is not eligible to use the authority?

If the LEA is not eligible to use the authority, report NA.

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.
2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for LEA End of School Year Status XML submissions:

sslevLEASYENDvvvvvvv.xml

Where:

ss
= Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

LEA for a Local Education Agency LEA End of School Year Status submission.
Filename
= LEASYEND (no more than nine characters).
vvvvvvv
= Up to seven-character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).

.xml
= The three-character file extension identifying the Data Records.

2.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:
