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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· Consolidated MEP Funds Status, DG514

· Economically Disadvantaged Students, DG56 

· GFSA Reporting Status, DG603

· Migrant Students Eligible - Regular School Year, DG110

· Public School Choice Transfer Received Status, DG543

· Public School Choice Transfer Used Status, DG542

· School Poverty Percentage, DG31

· Supplemental Educational Services Provided Status, DG545

· School Improvement Funds Status, DG693

· School Improvement Funds Allocation Table, DG694

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
Revised! The data collected using this file specification are used to monitor and report performance on programs and activities supported by  the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended.  These data will be used as responses in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).  The GFSA Reporting Status (DG603) is used to monitor and report on the Gun-Free Schools Act.  It will be used for responses to the Gun-Free Schools Act Report.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2007-08 File Specifications

· Changed name of data group 545 - Supplemental Services Provided Status by adding the word “Educational”
· Updated for SY 2008-09.
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this File 

The data groups listed above are to be submitted at the school level.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file is used to collect a variety of statuses, percentages and counts that are collected at the school level.

The guidance is organized into two parts: guidance that applies to the entire file, and then guidance that applies to each of the data groups collected through this file.  The sections are organized by topic instead of the order the data groups appear in the record layout.

What is the reporting period for this file?
See data group specific instructions below. 
Which education units should be reported in this file?
Include schools that were operational at any time during the school year.

Which education units should not be reported in this file?
Exclude schools that were closed, inactive, or future for the entire school year.   Also exclude operational schools, if the school meets all of the following criteria: 

· Never had students during the school year 

· Did not have a migrant education program, and

· Did not receive school improvement funds under Section 1003 of the ESEA for the school year.

New! How should states that have approved differentiated accountability models or are participating in the SES pilot allowing LEAS to offer SES to eligible students in Title I schools in the first year of school improvement report in this file?

If your state has an approved differentiated accountability model or is participating in the SES pilot allowing LEAs to offer SES to eligible students in Title I schools in the first year of school improvement, you will receive additional guidance from ED for submitting the following data groups:
· Public School Choice Transfer Received Status, DG543

· Public School Choice Transfer Used Status, DG542

· Supplemental Educational Services Provided Status, DG545

2.1 Consolidated MEP Funds Status (DG514)

REVISED! What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not a school has a schoolwide program, as defined by Title I of ESEA, in which federal Migrant Education Program (MEP) funds are consolidated with other funds in a schoolwide program, as authorized under 34 CFR Section 200.29.  See ESEA section 1306(a)(4) and 34 CFR section 200.29(c) for the circumstances when MEP funds can be consolidated.
REVISED! What is the reporting period?
The reporting period is the Migrant Education Program year from September 1 through August 31.  This reporting period captures activities occurring both during the school year and the summer, while generally corresponding with the start and end of the school year.  

What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are:

· Yes – MEP program funds were consolidated into a schoolwide program (SWP)

· No – MEP program funds are not combined, including when the school does not have a Title I schoolwide program 

· NA - The school does not have a migrant education program (MEP).

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.2 Migrant Students Eligible - Regular School Year (DG110)

What is this?

This data group is the cumulative unduplicated number of eligible migrant students enrolled in a public school during the regular school year.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the regular school year.

Who are eligible migrant students?

Eligible migrant students are children who are, or whose parents or spouses are, migratory agricultural workers, including migratory dairy workers, or migratory fishers, and who, in the preceding 36 months, in order to obtain, or accompany such parents or spouses, in order to obtain, temporary or seasonal employment in agricultural or fishing work (A) have moved from one local education agency (LEA) to another; (B) in a state that comprises a single LEA, have moved from one administrative area to another within such LEA; or (C) reside in an LEA of more than 15,000 square miles, and migrate a distance. 
New!  How do I report a migrant student who was enrolled in more than one school during the reporting period?

Each migrant student should be counted only once, regardless of the number of schools that s/he attended during the reporting period, within the particular state.  Each SEA should establish its own methodology for counting individual students within the MEP program, so that its database will contain an unduplicated count of migrant students.

What if the school has no eligible migrant students?

Report zero.  This field is mandatory and cannot be left blank.  

What if the count is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.3 Economically Disadvantaged Students (DG56) 

What is this?

This data group is the unduplicated number of students who met the state criteria for classification as economically disadvantaged according to the state definition.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.  In other words, how many students enrolled in the school on October 1 met the state criteria for classification as economically disadvantaged?

What if the school has no economically disadvantages students?

Report zero.  This field is mandatory and cannot be left blank.  

What if the count is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated. 

2.4 School Poverty Percentage (DG31)

What is this?

This data group is the percentage of students in the school identified as economically disadvantaged according to the state definition. This data group is sometimes referred to as the “School Poverty Level.”
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is October 1.

How should the percentage be reported?

Percentages should be reported as numeric values in the format of (5, 4).  For example, 100 percent would be represented as “1.0000” and 90 percent would be represented as “0.9000.”  The decimal point should be present in the value provided.  See the file examples in Section 4.
What if the percentage is missing?

Use “-1” to represent missing.  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.5 GFSA Reporting Status (DG603)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not a school submitted a Gun-Free Schools Act (GFSA) of 1994 report to the state, as defined by Title 18, Section 921.  (This data group is also reported at the LEA level in N/X131 LEA.)
Revised!  What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, for the school year did the school report on gun incidents to the SEA?

Revised! What are the permitted values?
The permitted values are:

· YESWITHREP – School submitted a report that indicated one or more students had an offense.

· YESWOREP – School submitted a report that indicated that no students had offenses.

· NO – The school did not submit a report.

· NA – The school is not required to submit a report. (This should be very rare.)

What if the status is missing?

Report the school as “no.”  If the status is missing, the assumption will be that the school did not submit a report.

2.6 Public School Choice Transfer Received Status (DG543)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not there are students in the school who transferred into the school under the provisions of public school choice under Title I of the ESEA.  LEAs are required to offer public school choice to all students enrolled in a Title I school that has been identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.   

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, did students transfer into the school at some point during the school year under the provisions of public school choice?

Revised! What are the permitted values? 
The permitted values are:

· YES – At least one student transferred into the school under the provisions for public school choice.

· NO – No students transferred into the school under the provisions for public school choice.

· NA – The school is in improvement and thus students do not transfer into the school.

New! How do schools with open enrollment or other choice programs report the transfer received status?

For LEAs that have open enrollment and other choice programs that provide transportation in addition to public school choice under Title Iof the ESEA, the state may consider a student as applied for transfer and as transferred under Title I public school choice if the student meets the following conditions:

· Has a "home" or "neighborhood" school (to which the student would have been assigned, in the absence of a choice program) that receives Title I funds and has been identified, under the statute, as in need of improvement, corrective action, or restructuring; and 
· Has elected to enroll, at some point since July 1, 2002 (the effective date of the 
Title I choice provisions) and after the home school has been identified as in need of improvement, in a school that has not been so identified and is attending that school.

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.7 Public School Choice Transfer Used Status (DG542)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not students transferred from the school under the provisions of public school choice under Title I of ESEA.  LEAs are required to offer public school choice to all students enrolled in a Title I school that has been identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, did students transfer from the school to another school at some point during the school year under the provisions for public school choice.

New!  How do schools with open enrollment or other choice programs report the transfer used status?

For LEAs that have open enrollment and other choice programs that provide transportation in addition to public school choice under Title I of the ESEA, the state may consider a student as applied for transfer and as transferred under Title I public school choice if the student meets the following conditions:

· Has a "home" or "neighborhood" school (to which the student would have been assigned, in the absence of a choice program) that receives Title I funds and has been identified, under the statute, as in need of improvement, corrective action, or restructuring; and 
· Has elected to enroll, at some point since July 1, 2002 (the effective date of the 
Title I choice provisions) and after the home school has been identified as in need of improvement, in a school that has not been so identified and is attending that school.

What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are: 

· YES – At least one student transferred from the school under the provisions for public school choice.

· No – No students transferred from the school under the provisions for public school choice.

· NA – The LEA was not required to offer public school choice to students at the school.

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.8 Supplemental Educational Services Provided Status (DG545)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not the students within the school received supplemental educational services (SES) under Title I of ESEA.   An LEA is required to offer SES to students from low-income families enrolled in a Title I school that is in the second year of school improvement, in corrective action, or in restructuring.
What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is school year.  In other words, did students in the school receive SES at some point during the school year?

New! If an LEA provides SES to eligible students during the summer, when should summer SES be reported?

Each state has the discretion to decide how to account for summer SES programs.  If a state’s definition of “school year” includes the summer following the school year that ended in late spring/early summer, then the LEA should submit SES as part of the previous school years when determining if SES was provided.

Revised! What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are: 

· YES – At least one student in the school received SES

· NO – No students in the school received SES 

· NOTREQ – The LEA was not required to provide SES to students in the school.

What if the status is missing?

Use the permitted value “missing.”  This is a mandatory field that must be populated.

2.9 School Improvement Funds Status (DG693)

What is this?

This data group indicates whether or not the school received School Improvement funds under Section 1003 of ESEA.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, during the school year did the school receive School Improvement funds under Section 1003 of ESEA?

What are the permitted values?

The permitted values are: 

· AONLY – The school received funds and all of those funds were Section 1003(a).

· GONLY – The school received funds and all of those funds were Section 1003(g).

· BOTH – The school received funds from both Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(g).

· NOFUNDS – The school received no school improvement funds.

· NA – Not applicable, the school was not eligible to receive school improvement funds.

What if the status is missing?

The field is optional and can be left blank.

2.10 School Improvement Funds Allocation Table (DG694)

What is this?

This data group is the dollar amount the school was allocated under school improvement under Section 1003(a) and/or 1003(g) of ESEA.  There are separate fields for Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(g) funds.  Section 1003(a) and 1003(g) funds must be reported separately.

What is the reporting period?

The reporting period is the school year.  In other words, during the current school year what funds were allocated to the school under Section 1003(a) or (g) of ESEA?

What if a school received no funds?

The fields should be left blank.

How should the dollar amounts be reported?

The dollar amount should be expressed as numeric values in whole dollars, no decimal places or symbols (e.g., “$” or “,”).  For example, $10,000 would be reported as “10000.”

What if the dollar amount is missing?

This is an optional field and should be left blank.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for NCLB School End of School Year Status XML submissions:

= Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

SCH for a School NCLB School End of School Year Status submission.
Filename
= SCHSYEND (no more than nine characters).
vvvvvvv
= Up to seven-character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).

.xml
= The three-character file extension identifying the Data Records.

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:
