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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guides and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE  
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: CTE Concentrators Academic Attainment Table, DG681.  The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 
The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through the Consolidated Annual Performance, Accountability, and Financial Status Report for the State Basic Grant and Tech-Prep Grant Programs under the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act (2006).

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2007-08 file specifications
The guidance has been updated and other editorial changes have been made.  These changes are listed in the document history on page ii.  There have been no changes to the record layouts. 

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

This section contains two tables that summarize the reporting requirements.  The first table contains the reporting period, the education units included or excluded, the type of count, and zero count reporting.  The second table contains the required categories and applicable totals.

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification is used to collect the number of career and technical education (CTE) concentrators who participated in the state assessment under ESEA, as amended, and who left secondary education during the school year.  

Additional guidance is below:

When must the data be reported?

Data must be reported by December 31.

Which students should be reported in this file?
Report students who:

(1) Reached the state-defined threshold level for vocational education participation, (i.e., CTE concentrators
) regardless of whether the program was funded by Perkins

(2) Left secondary education during the school year either because they graduated or because they left school

Under which LEA are students reported?

Report students under the LEA where the student was enrolled when the student left secondary education.  However, if a state uses consortia for its CTE programs, the state can report students by the lead LEA in the consortia.  If a state reports by consortia, note “consortia” in the Explanation field.

Are students who participated in CTE programs at private agencies or institutions reported?

Generally, no.  However, if your state chooses to report data on CTE programs provided at private agencies or institutions, the state may report these students in the SEA or state file.  These students do not have to be reported in the LEA file.

Which state assessment results are used to report students?

Use the most current state assessment results.  The most current results could be from a previous school year.  For example, a student who reached CTE concentrator status graduated in this school year participated in the state reading/language arts assessment in the 10th grade and in the mathematics assessment in the 11th grade.  The student would be reported by reading/language arts using the assessment results from the assessment the student took in the 10th grade while the student would be reported by mathematics using the assessment results from the assessment the student took in the 11th grade. 

Are all students reported in all category sets?

No.  All students are included in category set A and the total of the education unit.  The rest of the category sets do not include all students, only the students with that particular attribute.

How are student counts reported by disability status (both)?

Include students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook

How are student counts reported by LEP status (only)?

Include students who meet the definition of limited English proficient (LEP) students in section 4.3 of the EDFacts Workbook

How are student counts reported by the racial ethnic?

The document EDFacts Guidance on Submitting Racial and Ethnic Data contains directions on how to report racial and ethnic data.  

Note:  If your state is using the 5 permitted values and is unable to assign every student to one of the 5 permitted values, report racial ethnic as missing.  The data in category set A must include all students.

How does the EDFacts data crosswalk to the Perkins Core Indicators of Performance?

The appendix contains a crosswalk to the Perkins Core Indicators of Performance.  This file provides data for the Academic Attainment Indicators (1S1 and 1S2).

New!  What if my state is submitting prior year (SY 2007-08) data for the 2009 CAR due by December 31, 2009?
If your state has notified OVAE that it will report prior year (SY 2007-08) data for the 2009 CAR due by December 31, 2009, use the record layout in the SY 2007-08 file specifications and follow the reporting guidance in the SY 2008-09 file specification.
Do other files collect related data?

Yes.  There are several file specifications that are used to collect data on vocational education and CTE concentrators Section 5.3 “Relationship among files” in the EDFacts Workbook explains how these files relate to one another.
How do I avoid the “Student Performance Level Numbers are not contiguous” error?

This error message indicates that the file includes educational units that have some performance level counts, (L1, L2, L3…etc.) but not all.  EDEN expects that for each category included in the file, the list of performance levels will be contiguous, beginning with L1.  Typically, this error message occurs when counts of zero are left out of the file.  SEA submitters should make sure that each reported category represents all levels used by the state, regardless of the total, to prevent this error from occurring. 
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for CTE Concentrators Academic Attainment file submissions:

3.1 XML Format Specifications

The XML specifications are defined for each of the XML objects for the associated SEA and LEA.  They are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element: name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute: name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value: name of the category.

· Char: the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments: definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values: disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Racial Ethnic, Sex (Membership), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or education unit total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

5.4 File Transmit XML Object

The file transmit object identifies the metric group being transmitted.  It also identifies whether the metric group is at the State Agency or LEA level.  Further, each metric group has an allowable set of Table Types, categories, and category values that correspond to a particular reporting period.  This section defines the various file transmit objects and valid metric combinations at the LEA level.
