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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group:  Educational Services During Expulsion Table, DG 683. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 

The data collected using this file specification are required by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Section 618.  The data will be used as responses in Section E, columns 6A and 6B in Table 5 “Report of Children with Disabilities Subject to Disciplinary Removal.” The data are also used for monitoring the programs and activities supported by IDEA.  The appendix contains a crosswalk between this file and the applicable sections of Table 5.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2007-08 File Specifications
Other than the editorial changes listed in the document history on page ii, there have been no other changes to this file specification. 
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the unduplicated number of children with disabilities (IDEA) and those without disabilities who were expelled from their educational program with and without the provision of educational services for the remainder of the school year or longer.

Which students should be reported in this file?

Report students in grades K through 12 and children with disabilities (IDEA), ages 3 through 21 who were expelled, as defined in Section 2.1.

Which students should not be reported in this file?

Exclude parentally-placed private school students.

How are student counts reported by disability status (IDEA)?
Students who meet the definition of children with disabilities (IDEA) in section 4.2 of the EDFacts Workbook should be reported as disability status.  Students who do not meet that definition should be reported as no disability status.

Which children with disabilities (IDEA) are required to receive educational services?
Children with disabilities (IDEA) must receive educational services during any removal of more than 10 school days.

Do other files collect related data?

Yes.  There are several file specifications that are used to collect data on disciplinary removals of children with disabilities (IDEA).  Section 5.3.1.5 “Relationship among files” in the EDFacts Workbook explains how these files relate to one another.

2.1 Definition

The following definition supports this file:  

Expulsion

An action taken by the local educational agency (LEA) removing a child from his/her regular school for disciplinary purposes for the remainder of the school year or longer in accordance with LEA policy.  This includes removals resulting from violations of the Gun-Free Schools Act that are modified to less than 365 days.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Educational Services During Expulsion file submissions:

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Disability Status (IDEA), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or education unit total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
