· The averaged freshman graduation rate in this state is 75.2%, which is slightly lower than the national average of 75.5% (NCES, SY 2008-09).  A reported 59.4% of students are enrolling in college within one year after high school graduation, which is lower than the national average of 63.8% (CCD/IPEDS, 2008).  A reported 8.5% of high school seniors scored a 3 or higher on at least one Advanced Placement examination in their high school career, lower than the national average of 16.9% by 8.4 percentage points (College Board, 2010). 

· Per pupil expenditure data for this state is $14,628, which is $4,037 greater than the national average of $10,591 (CCD, FY 2009). 

Please note:   In 2010, Wyoming experienced a systemic malfunction of its new online assessment system that prevented the state from collecting valid statewide assessment data for the 2009-2010 school year.  On November 16, 2010 the U.S. Department of Education granted Wyoming a waiver for the determination of Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).  For achievement, all schools and LEAs remained in the same AYP status they had for 2009.  However AYP status may have changed for some schools and LEAs based on graduation rate.
