New Issues Affecting Multiple SEAs

1. ESS - A State contacted PSC wanting to know if there are any reporting requirements
in SY 2010-11 (and future) for districts that received ARRA funds during FY 2009.
Status: McKinney-Vento ARRA-only subgrantees will not be required to submit 2010-11
performance data on homeless students served, even if they had carryover funds and
served students in SY 10-11. This information has been announced and included in the
Guide to Federal Data Collection for EHCY for SY 09-10 and SY 10-11.

2. RTT — States have requested an EDFacts Race to the Top crosswalk. The crosswalk
would assist SEA’s in validating data to be prefilled in their APR. Status: This request
has been escalated to the Department of Education.
