Part I of the CSPR re-opens on Monday, February 25th for corrections. It will remain open until 
5:00PM ET on Friday, March 8; any EDFacts data must be resubmitted by 5:00PM ET on 
Thursday, March 7. 
 
 
NEW!  Revised CSPR 2.12 Reports (Lists of Schools and Districts) Available 
 
You can now run your state’s 2.12 pre-fill reports (EDEN030-035) that have been revised to 
include all of the AMO data your state submitted for FSs106-111, as appropriate.  These pre-fill 
reports can be found in the same location as other CSPR pre-fill reports in the EDFacts 
Reporting System (ERS). 
 
 
NEW!  OSEP Webinar March 7, 2013 Overviewing the Review Process for IDEA 618 Data

NEW!  EMAPS Outage Monday Morning, February 25, 2013 
 
On Sunday, EDUCATE will be applying security patches that will require a restart of our EMAPS 
server.  The restart will be done as soon and as quickly as possible Monday morning.  Until the 
restart is complete, users may not be able to access EMAPS. 
 
 
Reminder:  EMAPS IDEA Part C Exiting and Dispute Resolution and Part B Dispute 
Resolution Processes Re-Open Period 

The IDEA Part C Exiting and Dispute Resolution and the Part B Dispute Resolution Processes 
will re-open February 19, 2013 and will remain open until March 18, 2013.  Please review 
comments concerning your data in OMB Max.  Data for all three processes are due on 
3/18/2013 11:59 PM EST.  These data must be submitted via the EDFacts Metadata and 
Process System (EMAPS; https://emaps.ed.gov/suite/apps).  

These data are submitted to meet the annual data reporting requirements under IDEA Section 
618.  
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March 18 is the new freeze date for data submitted November 2012:  Note that OSEP 
previously used a July “freeze” date for data submitted the prior November.  ***Data in the 
system as of March 18 will be used for data products such as the Annual Report to Congress 
and data tables posted publicly.***
