Delegation of Authority for and Appointment as the Senior Accountable Official for Suspension and Debarment of Federal Contractors and Grantees
I. DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY

Under the authority vested in me by Section 412 of the Department of Education Organization Act, P.L. No. 96-88, 20 U.S.C. 3472, and in accordance with Office of Management and Budget Memorandum M-12-02, dated November 15, 2011, I hereby designate you, your successor in function, or anyone serving for you in an acting capacity or delegated the authority to perform the functions and duties of your position as the Department’s Senior Accountable Official and hereby delegate to the Senior Accountable Official the following authorities:  (A) assessing the Department’s suspension and debarment program (in regard to procurement and grant-making activities), including the adequacy of available training and resources (including, where appropriate, full-time staff); (B) ensuring that the Department maintains effective internal controls and tracking capabilities, taking into consideration the agency’s mission, organizational structure, and level of procurement and grant-making activities; and (C) ensuring that the Department participates regularly on the Interagency Suspension and Debarment Committee.
Unless otherwise noted in future delegations of authority, amendments to the authority cited herein are included within the scope of this delegation.
II. 
RESERVATIONS
Unless otherwise noted in existing or future delegations of authority, the following are not delegated:

A.
the authority to sign Federal Register notices;

B. 
the authority to appoint, and fix compensation of, members of advisory councils;
C. 
unless otherwise provided by law, the authority to submit reports to Congress or the President; and
D.
the authority to perform the functions of the Debarring/Suspending Official.

III.
REDELEGATION
Subject to the requirements of law, you may redelegate the authority delegated to you in Sections I.A., I.B., and I.C. above and may authorize further redelegation.

IV. CERTIFICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE

This delegation is effective upon certification by the Department’s Delegations Control Officer and supersedes all previous redelegations of these authorities.  I hereby ratify actions within the scope of this delegation taken by the Chief Financial Officer prior to the date of certification.
