B. The authority to appoint, and fix compensation of, members of advisory councils; and

C. Unless otherwise provided by law, the authority to submit reports to Congress or the President.

Subject to applicable provisions of law, and unless otherwise noted, you may redelegate the authority delegated to you.  Any redelegation must be prepared in accordance with the Administrative Communications System directive, OM:1-102:  Delegations of Authority.
