DELEGATION
Under the authority vested in me from the Secretary by delegation EA/ES/87, certified on February 2, 2012, I redelegate to you, subject strictly and solely to the reservations noted below, programmatic authority for the Comprehensive Centers program authorized under Title II, Section 203 of the Education Technical Assistance Act of 2002 (ETAA).

RESERVATIONS
The authority under this delegation may only be used to make determinations under 34 C.F.R. 75.25(c)(2) regarding whether to approve changes in key personnel at the College and Career Readiness and Success Center requested by the grantee, American Institutes for Research in 2014.  The authority under this delegation is limited strictly to the aforementioned determinations, otherwise programmatic authority for the Comprehensive Centers program authorized under Title II, Section 203 of the ETAA remains with the Assistant Secretary for the Office of Elementary and Secondary Education.
