Delegation of Authority

In accordance with the Department of Education Organization Act (the Act), Public Law 96-88, I hereby delegate to you the following authority:

The authority to carry out the congressional relations functions of the Department.

II. 
General Reservations

Unless otherwise noted, the following are not delegated:

(1)
The authority to promulgate regulations, policy statements, and interpretations;

(2)
The authority to enter into agreements with entities outside the Department;

(3)
The authority to award contracts or discretionary grants;

(4) The authority to appoint members of advisory councils and fix compensation; and

(5) Unless otherwise provided by law, the authority to submit reports to Congress or the President.

III. 
Redelegation Authority
Subject to the provisions of the Act and unless otherwise noted, you may:

(1)
Redelegate any of the authorities delegated to you; and

(2) Authorize further redelegation.
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IV.
Certification and Effective Date
This delegation is effective upon certification by the Principal Delegation Control Officer and supersedes all previous delegations of this authority.
