SUBJECT:  Primary Delegation of Authority

I. Delegation

By the authority vested in me by section 412 of the Department of Education

Organization Act, 20 USC §3472, I hereby delegate to you, to your successor in function, and to anyone serving for you in an acting capacity, or delegated the authority to perform the functions and duties of your position, the authority to perform the functions vested by the Title VIII, Subtitle D of the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year 2015, Pub. L. No. 113-291 also referred to as Federal Information Technology Acquisition Reform Act (FITARA).
Unless otherwise noted in future delegations of authority, amendments to the existing authority delegated herein are included within the scope of this delegation.

II. Reservations
Unless otherwise noted in existing or future delegations of authority, the following are not delegated:

A. The authority to sign Federal Register notices;
B. The authority to appoint, and fix compensation of, members of advisory councils; and

C. Unless otherwise provided by law, the authority to submit reports to Congress or the President.

III. Redelegation

Subject to the requirements of FITARA, you may redelegate the authority delegated to you.  FITARA provides, however, that you may not redelegate your authority in Section 831(b)(1)(C)(i)(II) to review and approve requests for the “reprogramming of any funds made available for information technology programs” and you may redelegate your authority in Section 831(b)(1)(C)(i)(I) to review and approve contracts or other agreements for information technology or information technology services only to an individual who reports directly to you if the contract or agreement is “for a non-major information technology investment, as defined in the  annual information technology capital  planning guidance of the Office of  Management and Budget.”
IV. Certification and Effective Date

This delegation is effective upon certification by the Department’s Principal Delegation Control Officer and supersedes all previous delegations of this authority.  I hereby ratify actions within the scope of this delegation taken by you prior to certification of this delegation.
