Study Abroad and Language Learning Opportunities for TEACHERS

STUDY OR TEACH ABROAD
	The Fulbright-Hays Seminars Abroad Program provides short-term seminars abroad for U.S. educators in the social sciences and humanities to improve their understanding and knowledge of other countries and their culture. Each seminar features lectures and activities specifically designed for the group, including visits to schools and organizations, meetings with teachers and students, and visits to cultural sites. Participants draw on their experiences abroad to create new, cross-cultural curricula for their classrooms and school systems back in the U.S. 
Programs are usually 4-6 weeks long. The program covers airfare, room and board, and program costs. Teacher participants are responsible for a cost-share of approx. $600. Applications to the program are usually accepted in late fall/early winter; dates are subject to change.

	The Fulbright-Hays Group Projects Abroad (GPA) program supports overseas projects in training, research, and curriculum development in modern foreign languages and area studies. Groups are comprised of teachers, undergraduate and graduate students, and faculty engaged in a common endeavor. Programs are administered directly by the institutions that have received a grant to implement a particular project.

	The Fulbright Distinguished Awards in Teaching Program recognizes and encourages excellence in teaching in the U.S. and abroad. Teachers receive grants to study at a university, observe classes, and complete a project pertaining to their field of educational inquiry during their time abroad. By conducting educational research abroad, teachers gain new skills, learn new instructional methods and assessment methodologies, and share best practices with international colleagues. Teachers expand their understanding of other cultures and international education systems in order to enrich their U.S. schools and communities with global perspectives.
