Slide Title: Shaw, Mississippi

It would be a grievous oversight to talk about Shaw, Mississippi, without defining the context of its existence.  The town of Shaw sits just off Route 61 in the heart of the Mississippi Delta.  “Historically, the region has seen its share of ups and downs, justice and injustice, progress and setbacks.  As an agricultural sweet spot, Delta planners brought large numbers of enslaved Africans to work the fertile land, transforming the region into a viable economy.  The arduous work of clearing land, planting, and harvesting was accompanied by the slaves’ field hollers and shouts.  The expressions became the musical foundation of the blues.  And like the blues, the Mississippi Delta’s rich beauty is filled with contradictions, double entendres, and a painful legacy of oppression.”  ( King,  2003 ).

Even today, miles and miles of cotton fields and plantation-style homes encircle the small town.  Some of the homes are in reasonably good condition; others are in ruins.  A canal bisects the town’s one point one ( 1.1 ) square miles and the main street is mostly boarded up.  An estimated two thousand, three hundred and twelve ( 2,312 ) people call Shaw home.  More than ninety two percent ( 92% ) of them are African American ( compared to sixty five point one percent ( 65.1% ) in the county and fifty three percent ( 53% ) in the state ( in Mississippi )); seven point one percent (7.1% ) are non-Hispanic White ( thirty three point two percent ( 33.2% ) in the county and forty five percent ( 45% ) in the state ( in Mississippi ));  and one point zero ( 1.0% ) are Hispanic, ( 1.2% in the county and less than one percent ( < 1% ) in the state ( in Mississippi )). Shaw is located in Bolivar County, population forty thousand, six hundred 

and thirty-three ( 40,633 ).  Bolivar was formed in 1836 from the Choctaw Cession and named for South American patriot General Simon Bolivar.  It is bounded on the north by Coahoma County, on the south by Washington County, on the east by Sunflower County, and on the west by the Mississippi River.  Covering an area of eight hundred and seventy nine ( 879 ) square miles, Bolivar County is divided into two judicial districts, each with its own county seat.  Rosedale is the county seat of the western district, and Cleveland is the county seat of the eastern district.  Shaw is in the east, ten ( 10 ) miles from Cleveland.

The U.S. Census 2000 reported an unemployment rate of sixteen point five percent ( 16.5% ) for Shaw, doubling the county rate of eight point three percent ( 8.3% ) and nearly quadrupling the state rate of four point three percent ( 4.3% ).  Median household income, eighteen thousand, eight hundred and seventy eight dollars ( $18,878 ), was eighty percent ( 80% ) of the county median ( twenty three thousand, four hundred and twenty eight dollars: $23,428 ) and only sixty percent ( 60% ) of the state ( Mississippi ) median ( thirty one thousand, three hundred and thirty dollars: $31,330 ). Results: In the year two thousand ( 2000 ), Shaw had a median household income of eighteen thousand eight hundred and seventy eight dollars ( $18,878 ) per year, Bolivar County had a median household income of twenty three thousand four hundred and twenty eight dollars ( $23,428 ) per year,  and Mississippi had a median household income of thirty one thousand three hundred and thirty dollars ( $31,330 ) per year.

From the years nineteen ninety nine to two thousand and three ( 1999 to 2003 ), officials issued only fifteen ( 15 ) single family new home construction permits for Shaw, an average of three ( 3 ) per year.  Average cost of these homes ranged from seventeen thousand nine hundred dollars ( $17,900 ) in the year two thousand and one ( 2001 ) to seventy three thousand two hundred dollars ( $73,200 ) in the year two thousand and two ( 2002 ).  No permits were issued in the year two thousand and three ( 2003 ) ( according to the City-Data.Com Web site ( w w w dot c i t y hyphen d a t a dot c o m ) ).  The median value of homes in Shaw was thirty nine thousand eight hundred dollars 

( $39,800 ) in the year two thousand ( 2000 ), compared to fifty seven thousand two hundred dollars ( $57,200 ) in Bolivar County and seventy one thousand four hundred dollars ( $71,400 ) in Mississippi ( Figure 3 ).  [ Fragment of a sentence ]

Fewer than half ( 49.8% or forty nine point eight percent ) of Shaw adults aged twenty-five years old ( 25 ) or older have earned a high school diploma.  This compares with sixty five point three percent ( 65.3% ) for Bolivar County and seventy two point nine percent ( 72.9% ) for the state of Mississippi ( Figure 4 ).

The median age of Shaw residents, according to the year two thousand ( 2000 ) Census, was twenty seven point eight years ( 27.8) years, significantly lower than the state 

( Mississippi ) median age of thirty three point eight ( 33.8 ) years and lower than the county’s median of twenty nine point eight ( 29.8 ) years.

Slide Title: Shaw High School

Shaw School District is one of five school districts in Bolivar County.  Shaw High School is one of two schools making up the Shaw School District.  The school is located in an old and once majestic building whose large concrete pillars still stand at the entrance.  A small white house across the street holds the district administrative office.  Several buildings, detached from the main building, house the cafeteria, media center, and other operations.

Money is scarce at Shaw.  The school board managed to put a new roof on the high school’s main building several years ago, but there have been few other improvements in many years.  The few physical improvements that have been made include a computer room and a Family Resource Center made possible by grant funds.  The school now has three computer labs and each computer has a computer with Internet access, primarily for teacher use.  Because there are no doors on the bathrooms, males and females are asked to use separate doors when entering the main building.  Barbara Poole, a Rural Trust staff member who worked with the school in a grants program, commented: 

“On a first visit to Shaw, it’s hard to get past the feeling of poverty that permeates this building but once you do, you see pride.  It shows in polished old floors and neat hallways.  It is apparent when you talk to students who are usually subdued but always polite.”

Shaw’s no-frills curriculum offers no advanced placement, dual enrollment, or early college courses.  However, plans are underway to offer one advanced placement course in physics beginning in Fall 2004.  With two exceptions, graduation requirements mirror those of the State of Mississippi. Mississippi requires four Carnegie Units of social studies and specifies one unit each in U.S. history and world history plus one half Carnegie Unit each in U.S. Government and Mississippi studies.

Mississippi requires one half Carnegie Unit of either Comprehensive Health or Family and Individual Health.

Mississippi requires one Carnegie Unit in Business and Technology and specifies one half Carnegie Unit of keyboarding and another half Carnegie Unit in computer applications.

Mississippi requires one Carnegie Unit in the Arts and four and a half Carnegie Units of electives, neither or which are specified.

Remedial and compensatory courses may not be included in the English and mathematics requirements.  The State ( Mississippi ) will require students graduating in the year two thousand and nine ( 2009 ) and beyond to take one additional mathematics course for a total of twenty-one ( 21 ) units.

Extra-curricular activities include basketball, football, baseball, slow-pitch softball, track and field, and band.  Students may also participate in several clubs, including Future Educators of America, Student Council, and National Honor Society.  Juniors and seniors have limited job shadowing opportunities, mostly in the neighboring county seat, Cleveland.  

Shaw Students

In the two thousand and three to two thousand and four ( 2003 – 2004 ) school year, Shaw High School enrolled two hundred and ninety two ( 292 ) students in grades eight through twelve ( 8 – 12 ) and had a ninth ( 9th ) grade cohort enrollment of fifty nine 

( 59 ).  Average daily attendance was around ninety three percent (  93% ), slightly lower than the state’s ( Mississippi’s ) ninety five point five percent ( 95.5% ) rate.   The student population was ninety eight point nine seven percent ( 98.97% ), compared to fifty three percent ( 53% ) for the state ( Mississippi ) as a whole. Shaw Teachers

Historically, new teachers have seldom named Shaw School District as their first choice of places to live and work.  As a result, the district has had difficulty attracting and retaining teachers and the Mississippi Department of Education has designated it a critical teacher shortage area.  This designation provides the district with a pool of new teacher applicants who receive critical shortage scholarships to complete their undergraduate education and who are obliged to teach in a designated critical shortage area for three years.  Delta State University and Mississippi Valley State University provide many of those teachers.

Matio Kirsksey, principal of Shaw High School, points out that once they are there, teachers tend to stay.  Consequently, in the school year two thousand and two to two thousand and three 

( 2002 – 2003 ), a “highly qualified” teacher taught in ninety seven point seven percent ( 97.7% ) of the forty four ( 44 ) No Child Left Behind defined core academic classes.  There were seventeen point five ( 17.5 ) secondary teachers in the school and the full-time equivalent of sixteen ( 16 ) core academic teachers.  [ Sentence fragment at the end of the slide. ]

Pupil-to-teacher ratio at Shaw is eighteen point five two ( 18.52 ) students to each teacher, compared to fifteen point eight five ( 15.85 ) students to each teacher for the state ( of Mississippi ).  Average secondary teacher salary in the school year two thousand and three to two thousand and four ( 2003 – 2004 ) was thirty three thousand eight hundred and ninety dollars ( $33,890 ), two thousand six hundred and sixty three dollars ( $2,663 ) less than the state ( of Mississippi ) average of thirty six thousand five hundred and fifty three dollars ( $36,553 ) ( Mississippi School Report Card for the school year two thousand and two to two thousand and three ( 2002 – 2003 ))

Shaw Revenue

Shaw’s district revenue for the school year two thousand and two to two thousand and three 

( 2002 – 2003 ) totaled five million one hundred and forty five thousand and six dollars 

( $5,145,006), ranking it one hundred and forty third ( 143rd ) among the state’s 

( Mississippi’s ) one hundred and fifty two ( 152 ) school districts.  Local sources accounted for nineteen point seven three percent ( 19.73% ) of it, state 

( Mississippi ) accounted for fifty eight point eight seven percent ( 58.87% ), and federal sources accounted for twenty one point four percent ( 21.4% ).  The maximum yield of one ( 1 ) mill at a tax levy of forty four point eight five ( 44.85 ) was twenty-two dollars and thirty seven cents ( $22.37 ) per student.  Statewide (across Mississippi), local sources accounted for twenty nine point nine five percent ( 29.95% ) of districts’ revenue, state sources accounted  for fifty four point five percent ( 54.5% ), and federal sources fifteen point five three percent ( 15.53% ).  Reportedly, six point one one percent ( 6.11% ) of the system’s revenue 

( compared to four point six percent: 4.6% for the state of Mississippi ) was spent on administration.  Current expenditure per pupil in average daily attendance was seven thousand, three hundred and twenty four dollars and six cents ( $7,324,06, compared to 

six thousand four hundred and one dollars and sixty cents: $6,401.60 statewide in Mississippi ); average current expenditure per pupil for instructional cost per pupil in average daily attendance was four thousand one hundred and thirty seven dollars and seven cents ( $4,137.07, compared to 

three thousand seven hundred and fifty eight dollars and fifty two cents: $3,758.52 statewide in Mississippi ) ; and average current expenditure [per pupil in average daily attendance less transportation was seven thousand one hundred and eighty nine dollars and forty eight cents 

( $7,189.48, compared to six thousand and eighty nine dollars and eighty-three cents statewide in Mississippi ).  

While Shaw has higher per student instructional and current expenditure costs than the state average, the difference is easily offset by its higher than state ( Mississippi ) average graduation rate and the multiple roles that teachers and administrators play as counselors, mentors, tutors, and intercessors.  The librarian assists with federal programs and grants, leads Southern Association of Colleges and Schools accreditation efforts, and serves as the media specialist.  The assistant superintendent serves as curriculum coordinator and federal programs manager and the principal operates without an assistant principal.

In the academic year 2002 – 2003 ( two thousand and two to two thousand and three ), 

ninety point two percent ( 90.2% ) of students passed Biology and students had an average Scholastic Achievement Test score of three hundred and thirty four point one ( 334.1 ).  In the academic year 2003 – 2004 ( two thousand and three to two thousand and four ), 

ninety-seven point eight percent ( 97.8% ) of students passed Biology and students had an average Scholastic Achievement Test score of three hundred and sixty-two point zero ( 362.0 ).

( two thousand and one to two thousand and two ), seventy-eight point zero percent ( 78.0% ) of students passed English 2 Narrative and Informative, students had an average grade point average of two point two ( 2.2 ) in English 2 Narrative, and students had an average grade point average of two point one ( 2.1 ) in English 2 Informative.  In the academic year 2002 – 2003 

( two thousand and two to two thousand and three ), ninety-four point two percent ( 94.2% ) of students passed English 2 Narrative and Informative, students had an average grade point average of two point one ( 2.1 ) in English 2 Narrative, and students had an average grade point average of two point one ( 2.1 ) in English 2 Informative.  In the academic year 2003 – 2004 

( two thousand and three to two thousand and four ), seventy-seven point six percent ( 77.6% ) of students passed English 2 Narrative and Informative, students had an average grade point average of one point nine ( 1.9 ) in English 2 Narrative, and students had an average grade point average of two point zero ( 2.0 ) in English 2 Informative.
