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Dr. Goldberg until recently has been Executive Vice President at NAB.  In addition to his current role at NAB, he is a Distinguished Senior Fellow at the Education Commission of the States.

He previously served as Director of the Office of Research in the U.S. Department of Education.  In this capacity, he played a key role in the development of the National Goals, which emerged from the President’s education summit with the Governors in 1989.  In 1983 the National Commission on Excellence in Education, for which he was the Executive Director, issued the landmark report, A Nation at Risk.  This report is generally credited with starting the nationwide education reform movement.  He was also the Executive Director of the congressionally created National Education Commission on Time and Learning which released the report, Prisoners of Time.  That report explored all aspects of how time can be used more effectively to improve student learning in and out of school.  He has been a high school teacher and school administrator and has taught at Temple University and Chestnut Hill College.

Dr. Goldberg has been an U.S. representative at international conferences on secondary and urban education, youth and vocations, science, mathematics, and arts and humanities education.  He has written extensively and made many presentations on educational quality throughout the country.

Among the Boards, Dr. Goldberg presently serves on are the National Research Council’s Committee on Education; the National Center for Adult Literacy; the National Center for Research on Evaluation, Standards, and Student Testing; the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards; the Albert Shanker Institute and the George Lucas Foundation.
