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Kenneth C. Gray is Professor and Professor in Charge of the Workforce Education and Development program in the College of Education at the Penn State University.  He holds a BA in Economics from Colby College, an MA. in Counseling Psychology from Syracuse University and a doctorate in Vocational Technical Education from Virginia Tech.  Prior to joining the faculty at Penn State, he was the superintendent of the Vocational Technical High School System in Connecticut and has been a high school English teacher, guidance counselor, and administrator.  

Dr. Gray is considered a national expert in the areas of high school career and technical education, postsecondary pre-baccalaureate technical education and the transition of youth into higher education and the workforce.  He has published widely on these issues and is frequently quoted in the national press.
