Criteria for State Selection

Applications will be reviewed by staff of the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Vocational and Adult Education, Academy for Educational Development, MPR Associates, Inc. and Johns Hopkins University according to the following criteria:  

· Existence of quality data collection processes that can provide a foundation for a new performance measurement system or the absence of such processes coupled with a willingness to serve as an exemplar for other states with limited data collection capacity.

· Identification of at least two local communities (with each community defined as a school district or local educational agency and the nearest community college) that will name representatives to the state PMI team.

· Evidence that secondary and postsecondary systems are willing and able to collaborate in the development and testing of performance measures.

· Evidence that elementary and secondary education (acting under aegis of No Child Left Behind) and career and technical education are willing and able to collaborate in the development and testing of performance measures.

· Willingness to invest state and local staff time and resources in PMI activities.

It is important to note that a final list of recommended states will be made after considering geography, size, and demographic diversity, and varying levels of technological sophistication and data collection capacity among the pool of state applicants.  Final state selection will be made by the OVAE Assistant Secretary.
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
