I. Delegation

Under the authority vested in me by section 412 of the Department of Education Organization Act, 20 U.S.C. §3472, I hereby delegate to the Inspector General or his successor in function, and to any individual performing the responsibilities of his position in an acting capacity, the authority to make written requests for the Office of the Inspector General (OIG) to another agency or to any instrumentality of the U.S. Government for records for a legally authorized OIG civil or criminal law enforcement activity, pursuant to the Privacy Act, Title 5, United States Code, Section 552a, Subsection (b)(7).

Unless otherwise noted in future delegations of authority, future legislative amendments to the authority delegated herein are included within the scope of this delegation.

The Inspector General may redelegate or authorize redelegation of any of the authority contained herein to the level of Associate, Assistant and Deputy Assistant Inspectors General in headquarters or to the level of Regional Inspector General in the regional officies.
