Frequency of Data Collection. Annual 

Data Quality. OME has reviewed inconsistencies in the reporting of “persisters,” the group of CAMP eligible students who completed intake, were enrolled and attended college courses, but did not complete their first year in college. These students then re-enrolled for the purpose of continuing instructional services in support of completing their first academic year in the subsequent budget period. OME has provided training in completion of the APR during May 2008, July 2008, October 2008, May 2009, and July 2009. OME plans to provide an electronic APR for grantees to report APR performance data to OME in fall 2009. Additionally, OME will deliver training in the use of this summative instrument, along with a formative instrument (an Excel spreadsheet) that allows grantees to collect and manage their APR data. This will allow grantees to enter APR data “real time” and submit electronic data for the 2009 APR report. OME will also provide electronic data quality checks, in order to improve APR data quality.

The GPRA1 formula did not work well for grantees that served more than the amount of students that were funded. Out of 38 grantees, 11 grantees served more students than they were funded, and five grantees achieved a GPRA1 percentage of 100% or more. In the most extreme case, this has led Oregon State University to receive a GPRA1 percentage of 126%, by receiving funding for 35 students, serving 45 students, and 44 students completing their first year. Over-serving necessitated a change in the GPRA1 formula for grantees that serve more than the number of students funded. 

Target Context. The target of 86% of all CAMP participants completing the first year of their academic program will be maintained for 2009. This target will be revisited after a review of the December 2010 APR data. 

Explanation. Increased technical assistance regarding “persisters,” the electronic APR, and revision of the GPRA1 formula will allow for, respectively, a more accurate and valid measure of grantees’ effectiveness. The GPRA1 formula will be revised as follows for grantees that served greater than the number of students they were funded: 
o 2008 APR Formula: Number completing their first year/(Number Funded – Persisters) 
o 2009 APR Formulas: 
  *Grantees that serve <= the number of students funded: Number completing their first year/(Number Funded – Persisters) [the 2008 APR formula remains the same for grantees that do not serve more than the No. Funded]. 
  *Grantees that serve >the number of students funded: Number of first year completers/(Number served – Persisters).

Frequency of Data Collection. Annual 

Data Quality. No revisions have been made at this time. 

Target Context. The 2008 target of 83% will increase by one percentage point to 84% for 2009. The target will be revisited after a review of the December 2010 APR data. 

Explanation. OME will provide increased follow-up guidance to grantees, in regard to how to contact students who are continuing for a second year in a postsecondary education. With increased effectiveness in follow-up, grantees will be able to achieve a more accurate measure of their projects’ effectiveness. 
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
