Data Quality. The Office of Migrant Education (OME) has reviewed data quality issues, including discrepancies with numbers of course completers, persisters, the lack of use of data quality checks, and increased amounts of number served, which skewed GPRA1 results. OME has provided training in completion of the APR during May 2009, and OME will provide an electronic APR for grantees to report APR performance data to OME in fall 2009. Additionally, OME will deliver training in the use of this summative instrument, along with a formative instrument (an Excel spreadsheet) that allows grantees to collect and manage their APR data. This will allow grantees to enter APR data “real time” and submit electronic data for the 2009 APR report. OME will also provide electronic data quality checks, in order to improve APR data quality. 

Target Context. The 2008 target of 80% will be maintained in 2009, but may need to be revisited after review of the December 2010 APR data. 

Explanation. OME has provided increased follow-up guidance to grantees, in regard to best practices in contacting GED attainers after graduation. With increased effectiveness in follow-up, grantees will be able to achieve a more accurate measure of their projects’ effectiveness. 
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
