Frequency of Data Collection. Annual 

Data Quality. Department of Education program specialists conduct appropriate reviews of annual data reported by PAIR programs.  On site compliance reviews are conducted and a random sample of files is cross checked with reported data to verify the data quality.  The grantees input their data into the RSA Management Information System (MIS), which has edit checks to verify the accuracy of the information entered into the data fields. 

Target Context. The target for fiscal year 2010 has been increased from 83 percent to 85 percent, given the actual performance of the grantees exceeding the targets in prior years 

Explanation. Because PAIR programs cannot address all issues facing individuals with disabilities solely through individual advocacy; they seek to change public and private policies and practices that present barriers to the rights of individuals with disabilities, utilizing negotiations, class action litigation and other systemic change. 
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
