Explanation. The OME provided information to all grantees regarding the reporting requirements for performance measures, including GPRA2 measures. The formula for GPRA2 is: Number of GED attainers placed/Number of GED attainers. This was the second year that grantees employed actual numbers of students who were placed, rather than a “projected” number of students who would be placed. This change provided a more accurate accounting of student placement, but also demonstrated the difficulties grantees encounter when attempting follow-up with GED attainers who have graduated. 
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
